High federal roc
could run trucke

State and local emergency personnel
are upset about procedures for answer-
ing emergency runs to the Detroit
House of Corrections (DeHoCo). They
say they want a police escort and they
want quicker access to emergency cas-
es.

The Feb. 2 death of a DeHoCo in-
mate recently brought these issues to a
head.

DeHoCo Director Emmett Baylor
wilI meet Wednesday to discuss the
problems with officials from the Michi-
gan State Police, Plymouth Police, and
the Plymouth Township Fire Depart-
ment.

"Going in that prison is a bad situa-
tion for our emergency personnel,"
said Township Fire Chief Larry Groth.

Baylor said he wasn't aware of the
problems until recently.

'*I understand the apprehension, but
it's just a communication problem and
we are going to meet to discuss it,"
Baylor said Friday

"Once that's completed, I'm sure it
will be a different situation," he said.

ON THE Feb 2 emergency call,23-
year-old inmate died by the time fire-
fighters arrived at his cell. Plymouth
emergency personnel had trouble get-
ting a police escort and said that when
they arrived at the jail it took too long
to reach the cell

Manuel Thomas of Detroit was pro-
nounced dead-on-arrival at St Mary
Hospital in Livonia The Wayne County
Medical Examiner's Office still is in-
vestigating the cause of death. The in-
vestigation wiu take several weeks.

A DeHoCo official said the prison
nurse was called when Thomas started
having convulsions The nurse request-
ed an ambulance because Thomas was
having trouble getting air "

After almost two months at large,
William Matney of Westland is in
jail, awaiting charges in the Decem-
ber traffic death of a Canton wom-
an

Canton police arrested Matney of
Alamo Court Tn the Greyhound bus
station in Ann Arbor at about 7.45
a m Friday. Acting on a tip, officers
picked up Matney as he got off a bus
from Washington state, said Cpi
Rob Cripe

Matney, 25, is in Wayne County
Jail, awaiting a Feb 21 preliminary
examination on a charge of man-
slaughter with a motor vehicle The
charge is in connection with the
Dec 17 death of Madonna C Tharp,
34, of Canton

MRS. THARP. a nurse at Oak-

wood Hospltalin Dearborn, was rid-
ing with her son Eric. 16 Police said
the Tharp vehicle was struck by
Matne» ear at Sheldon and Cherry
Hill

Matney allegedly fled the state
while free on bond Judge James
Garber of the 35th District Court i,-

sued a bench warrant for Matney's
arrest when he failed to appear for
his preliminary examination Der
27 -

Police tried to !pente Matney in
Tennessee and Cpfffornia.

"He was a little bit surprised (to
be arrested)," Cripe said. "He didn't
resist "

Matney was arraigned Friday at
the outeounty branch of the Wayne
County Prosecutor's Office Judge

DeHoCo personnel contacted the fire
department at 10-25 p.m.

"They said they needed. the EMS unit
out there on the double," said Sgt. Fred
Honke, one of two ambulance attend-
ants. Firefighter Lawrence Mass ac-
companied Honke on the run.

"They don't let us know what they
have. Most time we get calls and they
only say they need the EMS unit out
there on the double," Honke said.

Plymouth police were called by the
township fire department at 10:25 that
night, right after the DeHoCo call. The
firefighters requested a back up for the
ambulance but the police refused. Po-
lice Cheif Carl Berry said that DeHOCO
is the city of Detroit's responsibility.

Then the Michigan State Police were
called.

State troopers Richard Percy and
Greg Bristol were sent to the prison.

Bristol said he arrived at DeHoCo
before the ambulance, which arrived at
10:33 p.m. - eight minutes after the
ealt.

"That was a normal response time
from station two (on Wilcox Road near
M-14) out to the prison," Groth said.

The troopers and firefighters were
greeted at the door by a correctional
officer.

"We asked the guard out front what
had happened and he said he didn't
know, just that we were needed up-
stairs," Bristol said.

"THE FIREFIGHTERS really didn't
know what they had either My under-
standing was that they didn't know they
were responding to a life and death sit-
uation," Bristol said.

Once inside, Honke said the prison
nurse informed him she had an inmate
"without vital signs."

Bristol and Honke disagree on the

The cost of keeping the rubber on the
road may drive one Plymouth Town-
ship couple out of their independent
trucking business

Debi and Tim Hults honored the re-

cent nationwide independent truckers
strike for two reasons

"Number one, 1 believed in what the

strike was trying to accomplish - and
I'm sorry it didn't get better participa-
tion," said Tim

"Number two, there's no freight
worth risking damage or harm to my
wife or truck," he said last week

Debi grew up in the Plymouth area
She married Tim 44 years ago and
started driving with him two years ago.

Although the Hultses spend most of
their time on the road, they live with
Debi's parents Occassionally their big
brown, orange-striped semi-truck trac-
tor is parked outside Debi's parents
home at 11021 Haggerty

Two weeks ago, the Hultses parked
their rig to protest increased taxes for
truckers For them, the increased fed-

eral highway use and fuel taxes mean

.

L

one of two things - raise their rates or
go out of business.

'If the rates do not go up, I can't do
business," Tim said. "If nothing is
changed and I run mile for mile, I can-
not make my truck payments, pay my
bills and eat."

The trucking legislation, passed last
December, raises fuel taxes by 5 cents
per gallon and raises highway-user tax-
es for trucks from $240 to $1,900 a year
over the next five years

However, there are other increases
included in the legislation. The federal
sales tax on new trucks is jumping
from 10 to 12 percent. The tax on truck
tires also was raised.

Tim, a trucker for 10 years, was
hurting even before the tax increases

Rates have come down 20 percent
because of competition and the truck-
ing deregulation," he said.

Last year, Tim and Debi drove some
117,000 miles during 270 working days.
They grossed $82,000 and brought
home only 6 percent of that, or $4,577

Of the $82,000 the Hultses grossed,
one-third or $27,333 went to fuel and
expenses Another $38,850 went for
truck payments and $7,300 went for

Some $3,940 went for personal and
trucke insurance

"It dkin't use to be this way. It use to
be you could make a decent wage,"
Hults said.

Hults estimates it costs him 63 to 66

cents for each mile he operates IDS
truck. He isn't certain how much it will
cost him when the new taxes take ef-
feet.

According to one trucking publica-
tion, the increased fuel and highway
use taxes will cost truckers an addi -

tional $7,201 through 1986.

'I haven't heard a driver yet talk
against the five cents a gallon increase
We need to repair our roads," Hults
said

"Our equipment lasts longer on good
roads

Essentially the public is going to
pick up the cost on this," he said "If
not when it goes into effect, then when
there's only a few of us left - and then
you're going to have to pay for it.

"It effects everybody, not just inde-
pendents You can not sit down in any
room at any time and point out one
thing that wasn't on a truck at some
point in time," he said

The new taxes are hard to swallow
for the Hultses.

Do you really think if they built the
highways the way they should have.
would they be out repairing them ] 8
months laterp" he said

'There's a lot of things on the bill
which aren't being brought out Part of
the revenues are going for mass trans-
it

The railroads don't pay any of these
taxes The rails aren't paying anything
toward their future, but we are," Hulls
said

"They talk about all the jobs this is
going to create by repairing the roads,
but on the other side they're putting
truck drivers out of work," he said

All-year
Schools

dying out
The era of year-round school is about

to end.

The Plymouth-Canton Board of Edu-
cation is expected tonight to pass a res-
olution taking Eriksson and Field ele-
mentary schools off the Extended
School Year (ESY) schedule for the
coming year.

The board meeting will begin at 7:30
tonight on the second floor of adminis-
trative offices at 454 S. Harvey, Plym-
outh.

THE ACTION marks an end in
Plymouth-Canton to an era of growth
and signals continued declining enroll-
ment as a way of life for the near fu-
ture.

Originally ESY was tried on a pilot
basis at Miller Elementary in Canton,
primarily for educational reasons. The
schedule then was known popularly as
"45-15" as pupils attended school for 45
days and then had 15 days vacation.

As enrollment grew, though, year-
round school was expanded to other
elementaries and to one middle school
as a means of absorbing student
growth without constructing school
buildings or buying large numbers of
portable buildings.

By placing a building on a year-
round schedule, the district was able to
increase that building's enrollment ca-
pacity by one-third.

Although less expensive to put a
building on ESY than to build schools,
the year-round scheulde did require
more staffing, greater utility consump-
tion, and other increased operational
costs from a traditional nine-month
schedule.

With declining enrollment already in
place In Plymouth-Canton the adminh
tration has been gradually taking
schools off the ESY schedule to cut op-
erating expenses.

Field and Eriksson, both in Canton
Township, are the last two buildings on
ESY Last year the school board took
four elementaries (Hulsing, Milier, Is-
bister and Gallimore) off ESY in a cost-
cutting move

Pioneer Middle Srhool also was on
ESY at one time and was shifted to a
nine-month schedule with grade
realignment when ninth graders were
shifted to middle school and sixth
graders placed at the elementary level

The administration estimates the
district will save about $250,000 in the
next fiscal year by taking Eriksson and
Field off ESY.

THE BOARD earlier studied the pro-
posed schedule changes at workshop
sessions so tonight's action. if taken,
would be a formal adoption of a resolu-
tion to set the process in motion (Earli-
er the school board held public hear-
ings on eliminating ESY at Eriksson
and Field )

Based on earlier studies, Field's at-
tendance area is expected to remain
the same after it goes off ESY except
for about 45 kindergarten pupils who
would have gone to Eriksson for one-
year only They will attend Field this
coming school year Field's Talented
and Gifted (TAG) program has been
proposed to be moved to Miller

Some students from the Cherry Hill-
Sheldon area of Canton may be moved
from Eriksson to Isbister Elementary

The schedule changes, and any relat-
ed moves, will be effective in late Aug·
ust after the last group of students fin
ishes the 1982-83 school year

Another reaction to declining enroll
ment besides eliminating ESY has been
proposa]s to close Starkweather and
Tanger schools Thes ideas and other
housing proposals will be discussed by
the board at its next workshop meeting
on Monday, Feb 21, at the board offic-

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'Hospital closing protested · WSDP / 88.1

Closing Wayne County General Hos-
pital may not be much of a savings for
the county, according to some county
officials.

In charts assembled by Commission-
er Kay Beard, whose districts include
Westland where the hospital is located,
the county sUll would face a total cost
in the first year of the closing of nearly
$23 million.

At an open meeting held last week in
Inkster Recreation Center, at which

more than 250 persons attended, Beard
said this figure would include such on-
going expenses as utilities, insurance,

depreciation, supplies and repairs as
well as retirement funding, unemploy-
ment compensation and retiree's hospi-
talization insurance.

The county would spend $4.2 million
for employees' accrued vacation and
sick time, $9.2 million in unemploy-
med compensation in which the county
is liable for all 52 weeks, and $800,000

in worker's compensation. There would
also be fringes on earnings totaling $1.6 ·

million, Beard said.

"Contrary to popular belief, patients
don't just come from the western
Wayne County suburbe. All of Wayne
County umes the hospital," she aaid

TH]UIOSPITAL, in the year ending
Nov. 30, handled 15,526 out-patients
who came from all areas of the county
including Detroit, Hamtramck, High-
land Park and the Grosse Pointes.

Emergeocy patients from these areas
handled by the hospital totaled 4,222

Added to these figures, the hospital
handled 87,809 out patients from sun
rounding cities, including Westland, Al-
len Park, Ecorse, Belleville and Livo-
nia.

Emergency patients from all of
Wayne County totaled 31,303.

"Where would all those patients be
cared for if the hospital is closed?,"
Beard asked.

Beard told the gathering that the
board of commissioners "does not rec-

ommend the closing of the hospital.
"No proposals have come to the com-

mission from Wayne County Executive
William Lucas," she added.

FORDELI. uidhe was in attendance
to support the maintenance of the hos-
pital

Bard Young, UAW representative,
speaking u a resident said "the big-
gest violator of the Wayne County
budget has been Lucas."

"We need equality of sacrifice, not
juat the employees," he Mid

"What we need is a 14 percent wage
cut at the executive level. Sacrifice be-
gins at home," he added.

Young said the hospital has always
lost money but has been maintained.

"It's one place where poor people
can go and be served and not need an
insurance card.

RAYMOND JOSEPH, director of the
hospital's department of medicine, said
that lf Lucas wants the employees to
give, "you have to give."

"When a ship is sinking, you don't
sink the life boats," he added.

Dr. Gerald L. Cox of Garden City, a
former Schoolcraft College trustee,said
Lucas should re-examine his budget.

"It cost $34 million for a new jail, $4
million for the hospital. Where's the
priorities?"

SPACE MAINTAINERS

If a child's front tooth is knocked out by
accident, under the right circumstances and
time-frame, it might be able to be replanted
successfully. However, if the knocked-out
tooth Is a baby tooth, due to falf out soon, the
dentist may do nothing. A missing back tooth,
however, whether lost by accident or extrac-
tion, needs a space maintainer to prevent
other teeth from drifting Into the space. An
overcrowded space would prevent the perma-
nent tooth from coming in properly.
There are a number of devices available

depending on the situation. The most common
types involve putting a metal band over the
tooth on either side of the space, taking an
impression, and then joining the bands by
attaching a metal bar to each. The bands are
cemented to the teeth, and the bar prevents
the teeth from drlfting toward each other.
It is just as important that the space main-

tainer be removed at the proper time (when
the permanent tooth comes In) or there will be
new problems. Thefefore, It is important to i
have your .child see the dentist regularly,
especially If he or she has a space maintainer. j

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Controlled storage for apples
brings autumn taste to winter

The pick of the 1982 bumper crop of
Michigan apples is coming to market
now. The reason being that controlled
atmosphere storages are now being
opened.

Prime quality controlled atmosphere
(CA) apples are so crunchy you'd al-
most think it's autumn all over again.
Shoppers will know they are getting CA
apples by the CA label on the bag or
container.

CA apples contain more than just
good fall-fresh flavor and crunch. The
mere 87 calories of a medium apple de-
liver fiber, pectin and potassium but
hardly a hint of sodium.

Controlled atmosphere storages lit-
erally put just-picked apples on hold,

explains Donald Dewey, horticulture
professor and apple expert at MSU. CA
storages accomplish this by combining
low temperatures with an atmoophere
in which levels of the carbon dioxide

and oxygen are clo,ely controlled.
The optimum temperature and stor-

age conditions differ with each variety,
so different varieUes require separate
rooms. The CA storage rooms are filled
in the fall, sealed and carefully moni-
tored daily.

As a result. a wide variety of Mirhi-
gan apples i available throughout the

//

year The Michigan storage report
shows holdin-m of eight varieties in-
cluding the old favorites, Northern Spy,
Rome and Winesap.

CA storage is one of the greatest
breakthroughs in fresh apple storage
ever developed. It has been tried for
other fresh fruits and vegetables but is
not nearly as effective as with apples.
Apples from CA storage do cost more,
but their autumn-fresh crispness and
flavor are worth it.

To maintain moisture and other
quality characteristics in fresh CA ap.

ples, store them in a plastic bag in the
refrigerator. They break down in just
hours at room temperature, undoing all
the growers', packers' and retaller:' ef-:
forts to get a good prodpct to you. Buy ;
no more than a 10-day supply at a time . ,
- a home refrigerator does not dupli- I
cate the specialized cooditiom found in 1
CA storages •

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When Cathy Evans talked, the Ford
Motor Co. listened.

The Westland raident presented an
idea to her boss in the Engine and Elee-
trical Engineering griple ED office in
Dearborn.

"Why not introduce an employee-in-
volvement program?" she suggested.
It's a new concept which allows em-
ployees a greater say in work-related
situaUons.

Dave Hagen, chief engineer at Triple
E, passed the idea on to his boss and up
it went to higher echelons. Each time
Evans, at that time a software comput-
er technician, made the presentation.

The answer came down: Go ahead.

A pilot program was started in May
1981 in the Advanced Engine Engineer-
ing office, which has about 200 em-
ployes. Evans was assigned to imple-
ment the program. When it proved sue-
cessful she was given the job of broed.
ening it a year later to the 1,500
employees in the Triple E departmenf

This move would probably have as-
tonished the -founding:· father of the
Ford Motor Co., the first Henry, who
once had his office in the Triple E

. building.
"My role is a true example of em-

ployee involvement," said Evans, who
started at Ford 10 years ago as a secre-
tary. 'They listened to the little guy
who had an idea and let that person im-
plement it. They gave me authority and
accountability."

A single parent of two children, Tra-
cey, 14, and Jason, 12, Evans learned
about employee involvement in a class
at Madonna College, where she recent-
ly earned a bachelor's degree in busi-
ness administration.

"I had a really good instructor, Leon
Pratnicki," she said. "He helped me re-
allie it was possible, with hard work
and sound business plans, to succeed at
implementing employee involvement. I
followed his advice in thoroughly
studying the topic before proposing the
idea to management "

EMPLOYEE INVOLVEMENT or

El, as its come to be known at Ford,
had been introduced successfully in a
number of For4 factories around the
country.

Endorsed by the United Auto Work-

ers, it also has been brought into,
Chrysler plants and under the name,
Quality of Work Life, into General Mo-
ton factories.

Through her own research Evans
learned it is also being tried by such
corporations as Honeywell, Hewlett-
Packard and Texas Instruments.

After Evans made her suggestion, EI
began to move through office doors
into white collar areas in Dearborn. To-

day all the engineering offices in the
Dearborn complex have implemented
EI.

The focal point of this implementa-
tion is 16 EI learns. That's where prob-
lerns are raised and solutions sought by
secretaries, clerks, draftsmen and en-
gineers

One of the engineering teams meets
each Tuesday for about an hour at a
rectangular table in the Triple E build-
ing. These are the men who have a big
role in designing the Ford engine. The
10 volunteers sit on either side of the
table. No one sits at the head.

"Everyone in the group is equal;
said Joe Scott of Livonia, senior su-

perviting engineer. 'No one dominates
more than the other. If it happens, we
Stop it..

SCOrT SAID that team members
received orientation at fint on such

topics u team building and comm,mi-
cation.

"At the end of it we made a coikmit-
ment touch other to work u a unit
he said. «Before involving ounelves in
problem solving, we surveyed prob-
lems relative to our group and made a
list. By consensus we selected the one
we wanted to pursue.'

Another Livonian Lee Widmann,

principal design engineer, outlined the
problem selected.

'We do test work,» he Bald. "Part of
the test work is being able to review
parts after (bey complete a test, a
hands-on review. The attempt here is
to improve efficiency 80 that design en-
gineers are notified of the avallabiljty
of these test components. We want to
have four or five days to make a re-
view instead of only two or three.'

Bill Patterson, product design engl-
neer who lives in Canton, said the team
is still fact-finding.

"When we feel we have a solution we

will present it to our manager,- he
said. 'He's Baid he will go to bat for us
and try to implement it. We'd be grati-
fied if we accomplished something."

FLOYD COMER, a product engineer
who also lives in Canton, agreed. 'This
seems to be a real forum to straighten
out inefficiencies in the system," he
said.

Widmann added: "The idea of EI is

to alleviate frustration. Our goal is to
improve the employee's ability to do
his job."

Frank Crocco, design product engi-
neer of Utica, observed: "Anytime you
can improve the working environment,
individuals will be happier and do a
better job."

Scott introduced an interesting side
effect about the training team mem-
bers receive.

being a good listener. Now I'm,a better
listener."

Cathy Evans then stes=ed that EI is
not just a problem-solving program. "It
is participatory management;" she
noted. "It's a case of trying to give em-
ployees an opportunity to contribute to
the decisions that affect them."

DIANA ANDERSON of Plymouth is
the leader of the eight-member secre-
tarial EI group in the building where
the pilot program began.

"When we flrst started we had the
problem of building trust among the
group," she said. "Before EI, all the
secretaries sat at their own desk, doing
their job, suffering the problems that
came along, not communicating. So
when we started we had a lot of train-
ing to do on communication, problem
solving, listening skills and team build-
ing."

"The team brought us closer as a
group," commented Livonla Kelly
Beitzel. "We didn't even know the other

girls. We were anxious to get involved.
When Cathy (Evans) started training a
group of engineers, we asked for it for
secretaries.

"It gave us the opportunity to do
more things., We are more valued now,
more recognized as a group.

Two problems attacked by EI team
were interoffice mall delivery and
manning the phones during lunch. They
wlved both to their utisfaction. The
difficulty with the mail was that each
secretary had to appoint someone to
deliver it around the Dearborn com-
plex, rather than have a permanent
courier, Anderson said.

The solution that manag,ment
agreed to was to arrange for each su-
pervisor to be responsible for the mail
10 weeks at a time, Tania Parry of
West Bloomfield said.

NO TIME WAS lost on a victory par-
ty. The women moved on to find a bet-
ter method to cover the phones at noon.
Today one person covers one day a
week in rotation.

Like the engineers, the secretaries
found that EI had a ripple effect.

"It has benefited the company be-
cause it gets more production from us,'0
said Anderson. "The company under-
stands us better. We're solving prob-
lems at our own level. It eliminates

that burden from management. We're
learning to conduct better meetings.
We feel better*out ourselves."

rI carry the concept into home mAn-
agement," Parry said.

"I'm not a crab when I go home,"
Beitzel said. She added that a request
for cookies this year for the building
Christmas party found all groups con-
tributing.

It's a
job that is so new there is no formal
Ford job classification for it.

A person who prefers' to deal with
people rather than machines, Evans
doesn't mind shouting from the house-
tops about her fondness for her new po-
sition.

"I love my job," she said. "It's fantas-
tic. My learning curve has been tre-
mendous. It's exciting. It's challenging.
I can't imagine doing anything else."

Four facilitators work with her, Hil-
ma Whipple of Plymouth, John Wyrwas
of Southfield, Steve Wilson of North-
ville and Al Lecz of Allen Park.

She believes,trongly in the program,
but wants its extent clearly understood.

'We s that employees stay
away fro mrate policy such as re-
viewing ] stock program, and per-
sonal problelns such as not getting a
raise in three years," she said.

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The wine drinker who is seeking an
attractive red alternative to cabernet
sauvignon, zinfandel, pinot noir, petite
sirah and others has that choice. Con-
slder charbono, a muscular, beefy, usu-
ally tannic wine of pleasnt dimension.

In spite of the spelling, the origins of
the grape appear to be almost certainly
French, although it is not produced
there as a varietal today. It has been
known there under the name charbon-
neau, but is now a modest success in
California under its more Italianale
narne.

It goes back to well into the last cen-
tury when it was a sometimes success
in California in pre-phloxera days.
There is evidence of an 1882 issue from
Inglenook, making it the ancestor of
those now being offered. Because of its
characteristics, it is often confused
with barbera (this even happened at In-
glenook for a time, according to old
California wine lore), both wines being
very earthy and long-lived when vini-
fled for the long life they deserve.

However, only charbono boasts its
own society that on occasion gathers in
California to taste the comparative ef-
forts of the six winemakers who pres-
ently bottle the wine. (The Wine Spec-
tator occasionally reports the results of
these unusual evenings.)

FOR A VARIETY of reasons In-
glenook is the most noteworthy of the
present six producers. The 1977 vin-
tage has just been issued and earned
honors in several judgings, a most es-
teemed issue. Still available on wine
store shelves will be earlier vintages,

I

offers rec
which should be at affordable prices.

Inglenook has missed a few vintages
in the last decade. I have drunk all the
vintages I could and find them all full,
pleasant and carrying the potential for
long bottle life.

Perhaps more than any other
winemaker, Inglerlook has done yeo-
man service to keep this grape alive to
our attention. (There is a 1978 vintage
in the wings.)

But there now are others,

Parducci Winery in Mendocino has a
decade or more experience behind it is-
suing this wine. Most of the bottles
tasted suggest that, with age, Parduc-
ci's charbonos tend to be the softest
and gentlest around. Try the 1975 vin-
tage currently available.

Franciscan's new release, a 1978, is
its first available to us in Michigan.
Made from 100 percent charbono
grapes (it is not known as a good blend-
er), it is a big and chewy issue. Very
nice.

NOT AVAILABLE in Michigan is
Ernie Fortino's charbono from the
Hecker Pass area of Santa Clare Coun-
ty. He tends to vinify the wine to be
more in line with his Italian back-
ground than any other. And it is a
grape that will take that kind of treat-
menl.

Papagni also makes the· wine but I
have not been able to find any.

Finally, and most important, and the
reason behind this article, is the re-
lease of Souverin Cellars. This 1978 is-
sue is currently available locally and,
at a very fair price (about $5.50), is the

 t DIDN'T SEEM to be the best limd to talk toPatty Weidman about basketball.
The former Plymouth Salem star had

missed three Central Michigan University
games with a sprained ankle. She returned two
weeks ago, but then things went sour for the Chip-
pewas - after winning 10 straight and leading
the Mid-American Conference (MAC), they lost
three straight.

CMU's third consecutive setback was at home

last Wednesday ·to Northern Illinois, by a 59-54
margin. The loss dropped the Chips into a second-
place tie with Toledo in the MAC after eight con-
ference wins in a row. Miami of Ohio remained
atop the MAC.

Against Northern, Weidman had her poorest
performance: zero-for-four from the field, no free
throws, no points. She did nab six rebounds.

«NO, IT WASN»r too good," said Weidman of
her performance. But the CMU junior wasn't un-
happy, she wasn't distressed. If anything, she was
confident, both in her team and herself.

"We're by no means out of it," she said. "We
believed we'd be here. It took us a while, but we
knew the talent was here all along."

CMU coach Laura Golden may not have been
so certain. 1 think they've gone beyond what they
even anticipated," Golden said. "They've proved a
lot since the beginning of the season.

"One of our goals was to go over .500 We've
done that. Next, we wanted to make the MAC
playoffs (the top four teams qualify). I think we
should be able to do that, too."

Part of the reason for the resurgence, from a
team that was 11-18 a year ago to MAC frontrun-
ners this season, is Weidman. Golden, in her see-
ond season as the Chips' head coach, decided that
Weidman was going to make a contribution this
year before the season began.

THE FIRST TWO years Patty was here, she
had no pressure to play better," Golden explained.
"There wasn't any pressure on her to break into a
starting role. If she played well, fine. If she didn't,
it didn't matter.

"Now, she's been told that she has all the tools
and if she proves herself, she'll play. This has by
far been her best season."

If Golden sounds critical of Weidman's play in
her first two years, it's not nearly as bad as Weid-
man herself makes it sound. "Last year I wasn't
aggressive at all," Weidman confessed

"In practice, they said I was like a little puppy
in there. I was afraid to go inside, to drive to the
hoop Once in awhile I'd have a good game, but I
wasn't consistent."

Being afraid to go inside is bad for any player,
but for a 6-foot center it's ruinous. So Golden de-

cided to change all that.

'COACH GAVE ME an ultimatum," recalled
Weidman of a conversation the two had before
the season began. 'My role on the team was to be
a scorer Coach said, 'If you don't do it, we'11 find
someone else.'

'We've tried it, and she doesn't play as well
starting as she does coming off the bench," Gold-
en said. Indeed, Weidman, who is averaging 8.5
points and 5.8 rebounds per game, has turned in her best performances as a substitute.

At Kent State earlier this year, she pumped in

17 points and hauled down 11 rebounds in a 72-53 CMU victory.

Will there come a day when dating
- that time-consuming process of
picking a mate - is passe?

Will men and women be able to plug
a card into a computer, get the name
of a perfect mate, meet at the church
that afternoon and live happily ever af-
ter?

The answers to those questions de-
pend on who you ask in the computer
business.

"I think that's already happening,"
said Greg Knoff, assistant to the eng,-
neering dean at Oakland University,
Rochester.

"When people apply lo computer
dating services, they give their age
and interests. That (information) is
fed into a computer, which supposedly
matches them up with someone with
similar interests."

"The compuler can do anything you
want it to," said Dave V?eland, sys-
lems analyst lor Online Design Inc., a
Birmingham-based computer consult-
ing and designing firm.

"If you put in vital attributes, some-
!hing that correlates to a successful
marriage, you can match those to
peopte."

Men who value friendship and hon-
esty as most important in a marriage,
for example, could be matched with
women who feel the same way, he
said.

However, Larry Reinhart, pro-
grammer analyst at Southfield's Law-
rence Institute of Technology, believes
that, while computers may match peo-
pie for dates, they're too limited to
match people for marriage.

"The problem with computers is
they're purely logical," Reinhart said.
"When getting into marriage, that's
emotions.

Before signing a studio contract,

)ningham Photograhers in Birmingham
and Buz Holzman Photography in
Southfield.

Frequently, studios will show sam-
ples of work done by some of their
photographers. "But when they send
someone out to shoot your wedding, it
(can be) another person whose work

you haven'l seen," Holzmar, said.
Couples should think twice about

hiring a studio or photographer who
seems hurried or insensitive, Holzman
said. They may wind up being pushy
during the wedding and hurry the cou-.
pie along at the reception, rushing
them to cut the cake and throw Ihe
bouquet

Also, Holzman advised, look for hid-
den costs. Some photographers
charge for extra mileage or limit the
hours they will spend on a job.

Select a photographer affiliated with
the Detroit Professional Photogra-
phers Association, Holzman said.
"That way you know you're dealing
with someone committed to a certain
level of quality and ethics."

Other considerations include

whether the hall can comfortably seal
the number of guests planned,
whether parking is adequate and
whether the tables are round or rec-
tangular.

In addition, he said, couples should
check whether the hall uses linen or
paper tablecloths, china or Corning-
ware, glass or plastic glasses and sil-
ver or stainless steel flat ware.

They should also find out whal
brands of liquor are served, how much
is charged per glass (not bottle), and
whether bartenders are provided, he
said.

Then, DeSantis suggested, find out
what extras are available. Sometimes,
he said, hotels give the bride and
groom a free night on the house.

The object, DeSantis concluded, is
for couples to find the highest quality
hall for their money,

THE BAND

"Price is always a question with
bands," said Dan Yessian of Dan Yes-
sian Associates Inc., a Farmington
Hills talent agency. "Unfortunately, it
always seems to take precedence over
quality. "

Many couples are willing to spend
$10-$15 per plate lor 200 guests at
the reception, but won'l shell oul
$500-$800 for a good band, Yessian
said.

Couples should hear a band play
before hiring it. "They shouldn't take
the word of a friend because music is
very subjective," Yessian said.

Also, Yessian advised, couples
should look for a band which will suit
their guests' tastes. "Really, what a
couple ts doing is putting on a party
for their guests."

A versatile band - which can play
Top 40 music as well as songs from
the 1940's, 1950's and 1960's - will
please almost any audience, he said.

In selecting a band, couples should
also consider its appearance and find
out how many breaks it takes during
the evening, and how long those
breaks last, Yessian said.
