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Job service revving up in township

Plymouth Township has begun a
job placement service for residents
and non-residents

The project, Commumty Employ-
ment  Service, was proposed by
Plymouth Township Supervisor
Maurice Breen early this year

It will be operated by Growth
Works Inc . a Plymouth non-profit
education and community service
organtzation

Breen said that he conceived the
idea for the project from his person
al experience as a father of three
grown children and from serving on
the Private Industry Council in
Wayne County

Having personally been involved
with voung people trying to find
jobs, T know the gap that exists for
people who don't qualify for federal

In spring, the township board

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Although Plymouth Township has
a relatively low unemployment rate,
according to Breen, that does not tell
the whole employment story in the
township, which had a 1980 median
annual family income of $31,000.

Of 62 manufacturing
firms surveyed by the township, 88
percent have 100 or fewer employ-
ees, he said

23,000 township residents listed in
the 1980 census were younger than
18. At that time the unemployment
rate for the township was 6 percent
with 2 percent on public assistance
Three percent of youths younger

JIM GRIMMER, a Growth Works
employee with eight years experi-
ence in placing mostly low-income
local youth, will serve as the project
coordinator

The project will attempt to cul-
tivate employment opportunites for
youth, which in many cases, may be
their first job experience

The job locator service is viewed
as a support service for the econom-
ic development activities occurring
in the township. “We've had at least
10 employers start up this year,”
said Breen.

The computerized job bank ser-
vices are available free to Plymouth
Township residents and open to resi-
dents in surrounding communities
for a $2 registration fee. There is no
charge to employers.

The project also will help job seek-
ers and employers identify other
community resources that may be
available to them. These resources

available

may Inclua. programs
through the Plymouth-Canton school
district, Michigan Employment Se-
curity Commission, Schoolcraft Col-
lege, local economic development
programs and other employment
and training services.

“The last couple of years, we have
been working very closely with em-
ployers,” said Grimmer. “There was
an A-Line Plastics industry-based
training project that worked real
well. A-Line Plastics moved into
Plymouth Township in 1984 and they
wanted to hire new people. We
worked up a federally funded train-
ing program with them and received
money for industry-based training.
We were able to fill about 83 basic-
entry positions (assembly, injection
molding, etc.) through federal dol-
lars for training.”

In this phase of hiring at A-Line
Plastics, which did not have a per-
sonnel department, poor people
found jobs.

In another hiring phase, of 3,000
job applicants reviewed by Growth
Works for A-Line Plastics, 1,800
were interviewed, and 360 were
hired by A-Line Plastics as new em-
ployees in one year, said Chamber-
lain.

Growth Works has assisted 1,200
youth find jobs in the last three
years, he said.

Schools eye plan to deal

with violators of rules

The Plymouth-Canton school
board — in an effort to put the pro-
verbial horse before the cart — is
expected to adopt a policy on disrup-
tive students at its Aug. 11 meeting.

Procedures already are in place to
deal with students who repeatedly
violate school rules. A philosophy,
though, has never been elaborated.

“We have a number of approaches
and programs in place,” said Mi-
chael Homes, assistant superintend-
ent for instruction. “The simple fact
of the matter i1s we haven't had a
broad policy that covered these
things ~

A task force of school administra-
tors principals, counselors and other
support staff recommended a policy
after more than a year of study.

“What 1t comes down to is it's a
mechanisn for staff to look at the
context in which kids begin to expe-
rience problems,” Homes said.

Earlier awareness should result in
earlier intervention, he added

BECAUSE only 2 to 5 percent of
all students in the, district can be
classified as disruptive, Homes said,
the vast majority won’'t be affected
by the policy.

The statement submitted by the
task force maintains that schools
should be involved hot only in teach-
ing academics but also appropriate
adult behaviors.

“It is clear that frequent and re-
petitive disruptions . . . by a small
number of youngsters . . have a
detrimental effect not only on their
learning opportunities but on the
learning capabilities of the remain-
der of students as well,” the pro-
posed policy states.

Students with persistent behavior
problems not the result of physical
or emotional handicaps or learning
disabilities are now identified.

Programs are established to modi-
fy the behavior, modify the environ-
ment or remove the student from the
classroom. Expulsion remains as a
last resort.

“Since these problems originiate
from home and social factors, the
educational system cannot be held
solely and totally responsible for the
remediation,” the policy continues.

EFFORTS are made to involve
families in therapies using resources
inside and outside the educational
system.

The policy defines a disruptive
student as one who:

@ Persistently and repetitively
violates school rules and regulations
over time and in different settings.

e Exhibits behavior which indi-
cates a callous disregard for and
infringes upon the rights of others.

® Has been unresponsive or
unwilling to modify gross misbeha-
viors inspite of the application of
systematic interventions,

The policy, if approved, will be
sent to all building administrators
who would be expected to make
their teaching staffs aware of its
provisions.

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City commissioners to study dog waste law

A Plymouth youth's messier-than-
expected slide into second base could
lead to the adoption tonight of a city
ordinance aimed a keeping dog
droppings off public property and
residents’ yards.

While discussing the proposed or-
dinance in July with city commis-
sioners, City Manager Henry Graper
reported that earlier this summer, at
a baseball diamond in Hough Park,
“a dog went to the bathroom near

second base. The kid slid in and went
home and had it all over him."”

The youth's parents complained to
the city, Graper said, sparking the
writing of an ordinance to encourage
dog owners to keep their animals
from defecating on public and cer-
tain private property, or to clean up
soon after.

WHILE NOTING that the Hough
Park .incident sparked creation of
the ordinance, Assistant to the City
Manager Paul Sincock added, “I
think it's always been a problem.

People are sometimes careless with
their dogs.”

The Plymouth City Commission is
scheduled to vote on whether to ap-
prove the ordinance at its regular
meeting, 7 p.m. today at city hall.

The proposed ordinance prohibits
dogs from defacing grounds or defe-
cating “upon any public property
whatsoever, or upon any private
property without the permission of
the owner,” it states. If a dog should
defecate in those areas, the owner
must remove “and transport those

Suburban Republicans had better

"luck getting laws passed by the

Michigan Legislature than Demo-
crats during the last two years.

And that’s with Democrat James
J. Blanchard sitting in the gover-
nor’s chair and deciding what bills
will be signed into law.

The numbers were culled from a
report called “Status of Legislation”
dated July 1. It lists all bills intro-
duced by all legislators.

IN THE Observer & Eccentric cir-
culation area:

e Five Democratic state repre-
sentatives introduced 98 bills and
saw 12 become law — a batting ay-
erage of 12 percent.

® Eight Republican representa-
tives penned 97 bills and saw 15
passed — a batting average of 15
percent. The number is significant
because Democrats have 57-53 con-
trol of the House, and the majority
party typically doesn’t let minority
members win many big ones.

® Three Democratic senators in-
troduced a total of 72 bills and saw

four enacted — a batting average of
5.6 percent.

® Four Republican senators
dropped 124 bills in the hopper and
saw 30 enacted — 24 percent. Re-
publicans have a 20-18 edge in the
upper chamber.

THE NUMBERS can’t be taken at
face value for many reasons.

Minor measures — called ‘“dog
and cat bills” by eynics — ought not
to be given the same weight as ma-
jor measures, like the statewide
branch banking law of Rep. William
Keith, D-Garden City.

An effective lawmaker may intro-
duce few measures but have a signif-
icant impact on others’ bills through
the amendment process.

While Sen. R. Robert Geake, R-
Northville, saw only one of his 15
bills become law, many senators
would steal to get Geake’s commit-
tee assignment — appropriations,
and the chairmanship of the social
services subcommittee.

And sometimes lawmakers on
both sides of the capitol rotunda in-
troduce the same measure, but only
one version is enacted. Thus, Rep.
Justine Barns, D-Westland, intro-

duced anti-smoking bills, but the
Legislature moved the versions sub-
mitted by Sen. Jack Faxon, D-Farm-
ington Hills. ’

Rep. Colleen Engler, R-Mt. Pleas-
ant, is making a bid for governor,
impressing many political watchers
and is likely to wind up on the state
GOP ticket for another post. But
she’s batting 0-for-6 when it comes

to getting bills passed.

Rouge council eyes new center

The Livonia-based Rouge River
Watershed Council last week ap-
proved tentative plans to move its

headquarters to the campus of the

University of Michigan-Dearborn —
though the move likely won't take
place until early next year, said ex-
ecutive director Bruce Monson.

Negotiations are incomplete over
finances and the exact location for a
U-M-based council office, said Mon-
son. The center will likely stay in its
Livonia office — in the industrial
belt off Farmington Road near
Schoolcraft — for the next six
months.

The Livonia office building, owned
by the city of Livonia, has been
available to the Rouge group rent-
free along with other quasi-govern-
mental groups such as the Confer-

ence of Western Wayne County.

BUT MONSON said a move to the
U-M campus could lead to the devel-
opment of a Rouge Resource Center,
an idea that has been discussed by
council members and his predecesor,
Karen Gottlieb.

Recently, Monson said he and U-M
campus naturalist Orin Gelderloos, a
professor of biology and enviromen-
tal science there, discussed it and
Gelderloos said he was eager to help.

Besides being located “close to a
scientific base,” a move onto the
Dearborn campus s expected to im-
prove the council’s standing in ap-
plying for educational grants and it
would be accessible to students in-
terested in an internship or volun-
teer work at the river council, he
said.

Watershed Council is a voluntary co-

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Out-county court office
~forced to trim services

Lack of money is forcing the
Wayne County Probate and Juvenile
Courts to curtail services for the
next four months, and limit opera-
tions at its western Wayne County
branch, said court officials.

The budget crunch has occurred
because of a $600,000 out-of-court
settlement between the court and
Wayne County, which operates the
judicial system.

While the $600,000 accounts for
only 2 percent of the court's $26 mil-
lion budget, the impact is severe be-
cause only four months remain in
the fiscal year.

The out-county court branch, on
Henry Ruff Road in Westland, will
stop conducting juvenile hearings,
and -police officers will be asked to
file initial juvenile complaints in the
main Detroit center, said court ad-
ministrator Lorraine H. Weber.

. The branch services will be limit-

ed to uncontested traffic hearings,
added Weber. The probation office
and staff will continue there, as well,
she said.

ALL OTHER hearings will be held
at the James H. Lincoln Hall of Ju-
venile Justice, 1025 E. Forest, De-
troit. Besides altering services, the
court will leave unfilled 27 positions,
ranging from clerical workers to 11
probation officers. There will be no
lay-offs, Weber said.

In addition to limiting service at
the out-county branch, the court will
close its Probate and Mental Divi-
sion, in the City-County Building in
Detroit, two hours earlier, at 2:30
p.m. weekdays. Judges' offices will

continue to be open until 4:30 pm._

Drain chief sues
to stop public vote

The decision on whether or not
county drain commissioner Charles
Youngblood will be removed from
office may come in Wayne County
Circuit Court rather than on the bal-
lot this November.

Youngblood has filed suit asking
the court to stop a proposition which
asks voters to decide the fate of his
elective office from being put on the
November general election ballot.

The county commission had voted
to put on the ballot a proposal which
would allow the voters to eliminate
the office of drain commissioner.

Circuit Judge Charles Farmer has
been assigned to hear arguments on
Aug. 25.

YOUNGBLOOD'S attorney, Phil-
lip Alber, said he planned to ask the
judget to disqualify the county’s cor-
poration counsel from representing
the county.

Named as defendents are Wayne
County and the County Clerk’s office,
which technically set the ballot is-
sue.

Alber referred to the legal com-
munity’s “canon of ethics” when he
said the county’s attorneys should
not be employed to “represent the
county in an adversarial proceeding
against it and the drain commission-
er.”

In addition, Alber said he was pre-
paring “extensive briefs” to argue
against the ballot issue, including a
motion that challenges the legality
of a County Commission vote that
brought the issue to an upcoming
public vote.

He said Youngblood will argue
that a two-thirds vote of the 15-
member commission was needed to
put the issue on the ballot rather
than a simple majority vote.

In his suit, Youngblood claims that
a pending ballot issue makes it diffi-
cult for the drain commissioner to

fulfill his of selling bonds to finance
drain improvements and entering
into contracts.

COMMISSIONER Milton Mack,
D-Wayne, who led the fight to get the
issue put on the ballot, said he
thought it would be unlikely and “un-
precedented” to remove the corpora-
tion counsel from defending the
county in the matter.

Calling it a “slick maneuver” to
force the county to hire outside legal
help less familiar with the complexi-
ty of the issue, he said, “Corporation
counsel is routinely called upon to
defend the county against a disgrun-
tled county official or employee.”

“The drain commissioner is just
deathly afraid of the public voting on
this issue,” Mack said.

Youngblood, along with Detroit
commissioner Clarence Young, act-
ing in their roles as two members of
a three-person Drainage Board, tried
last month to appropriate drainage
district funds for legal fees in the
ballot challenge. The move was
thwarted, however, when commis-
sion chairman John Hertel, the
board’s third member, indirectly
“fired” Young from the board. ~

Hertel then replaced Young with a
member favorable to the November
ballot issue, Curt Boller, D-Browns-
town.

Hertel was particularly critical of
Youngblood and Young’s attempt to
use drainage district funds (from
downriver communities) in the legal

challenge. . .to “use the people’s
own money against them.”

That incident has not gone without
repercussions.

A block of commissioners, report-
edly outraged with the ouster, have
discussed removing Hertel as chair-
man of the commission. But sources
say that Hertel's candidacy for coun-
ty executive on Tuesday (tomorrow’s
primary date) has delayed any po-
tential action until after the election
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and probating wills and estatés of
the deceased, as well as cour&hear-
ings regarding such matters? said
Chief Judge Joseph J. Pernick of the
Probate Court.

Likewise, the Juvenile Division's
presiding judge, Y. Gladys Barsami-
an, said the eourt’s ability to handle
neglected children and delinquency
cases will be affected.

“BECAUSE our staff levels will be
reduced in order to save the money,
the hearings will be delayed and a
backlog of cases will result. It is pos-
sible that the court will not be able
to return children to their homes in
an expeditious manner and that chil-
dren will linger in foster care for
longer periods of time,” Barsamian
said.

Unchanged will be the handling of
mental case hearings through the
Mental Health Services Department
of the Probate and Mental Division,

on the ninth floor of the City-County

Building. It remains open until 4:30
p.m.

This is the fourth year in five
years that the probate court has
been involved in legal disputes over
funding levels with the county. This
year, the court argued it was being
underfunded by $3.4 million, and set-
tled for $600,000 in lieu of a costly
and lengthy court suit.

According to Weber, disputes in
prior years were -either settled out-
of-court or in the court’s favor.

Unlike Wayne County Circuit
Coart and Detroit’s Recorders Court,
the probate court is exclusively
funded by Wayne County and re-
ceives no state money. Michigan Su-
preme Court Chief Justice G. Men-
nen Williams has drafted a proposal
before the state Legislature request-
ing state support, but no action has
been taken. :

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Burrs &the Bennetts believed in participating

(Part 2)

As indicated last week, George
Burr traced his ancestry to a San-
ford who was secretary to John Win-
throp, the first governor of Massa-
chusetts. His wife, Mildred Bennett
Burr, traced her's to a Lyndon who
was the royal governor of Rhode Is-
iand. '

The first Lyndon to come to Michi-
gan was Caleb Lyndon, who walked
to Plymouth from Monroe County,
N Y., in 1826. He bought 320 acres at
Beck and Warren Roads, the deed
being signed by President Jackson.
Sanford Burr and his sister, Marga-
ret, still own 20 acres of the proper-
y

CALEB LYNDON went back east
where he died. His son, Samuel,
came to the area in 1833, home-
steading land in Canton at the corner
of Gyde and Beck Roads. At one
time, he had over 1,000 acres.

One of Samuel Lyndon's daugh-
ters, Dora, married a Corwin, also of
Canton She was the mother of Dr.
Edward S. Corwin, born on Hanford

Road in 1878. He achieved national
prominence as a professor of politics
at Princeton University, and as an
authority on constitutional law and
the presidency.

Another of Samuel Lyndon’s
daughters married Sewell Bennett.
Their farm was where Michigan Bell
has its building on Ann Arbor Road.
One of her children was Paul Ben-
nett whose farm was at the corner of
Sheldon and Ann Arbor Road on the
site occupied by Family Discount.
After Paul died in 1919, his widow,
Maude Bennett, ran the farm until
1936. It was sold to the parents of
Margaret Wilson, former owner of
the Penn Theatre in Plymouth.

Maude Bennett was instrumental
in getting Moreland Road extended
from Ann Arbor Trail to Ann Arbor
Road. The name was then changed to
Sheldon Road. Maude, a friend of
Ruth Huston Whipple (Plymouth’s
first woman mayor in the 1940s)
served as a chartet member of the
City Planning Coimmission when it

was formed in 1938 by Mayor Henry

Hondorp. Serving on the Commission
with her was her son-in-law, George

., past and present

Burr. When Plymouth Historical So-
ciety was formed in 1948, Maude and
her daughter, Mildred, George
Burr's wife, were charter members.

BESIDES THEIR work with the
historical society and the museum,
the Burr-Bennett family has taken
an active interest in education in the
Plymouth community.

Sewell Bennett was a school trus-
tee here about the turn of the centu-
ry. His son, Paul Bennett, was on the
school board in 1916 when the school
building burned. Paul’s wife, Maude,
once said the school board was al-
most run out of town due to the size
of the building it built to replace the
one that burned.

The daughter of Paul and Maude

Bennett, Marian Bennett Morrow,
served  on the school board from
1948 to 1951. As indicated earlier,
George Burr was a school trustee in
the 1930s.

George and Mildred Burr had two
children, Sanford and Margaret. San-
ford recalls the days when his father
was treasurer of the school district.
As a boy, Sanford was pressed into
service to carry checks from their
home on Sheridan to Superintendent
George A. Smith at the high school.

After graduating from Plymouth
High and Albion College, Sanford
taught history and English in the
Madison Heights school system. Lat-
er he spent 27 years with the South-
field school system where he taught
for two years L .then was a coun-

a
selor, a director of counselling and
assistant principal. He retired in
1978.

While at Albion, Sanford majored
in education and in the ministry. For
13 years he was assistant to Mel-
bourne Johnson, minister at the
Methodist Church in Plymouth. He
has served on the administrative
board of the church and held offices
at the state level. He headed the
building committee in 1870-72 when
the Methodists built their church
here. Sanford also has been active in
the Kiwanis evening club in Plym-
outh.

Ruth Hollowell Burr, Sanford'’s
wife, taught in the Plymouth School
System for 17 years, retiring this
year. They have two gons, Robert, an
executive with Kinney Shoes in New
York City, and Charles, who is in the-
atrical work with the True Grist Din-
ner Theatre in Homer, Mich.

Both Sanford Burr and his sister,
Margaret Burr Kidston, have contin-
ued the family interest in the Plym-
outh Historical Society. Sanford was
the society’s president in 1978-80 and

again in 1981-84. Margaret was pres-
ident 1984-86. Sanford also was pres-
ident of the Plymouth Symphony So-
ciety in 1984-85. :

Margaret has been an officer in
the Plymouth Woman's Club and,
like Sanford, has been active in
church work. She is married to Dr.
Brian Kidston. Formerly in educa-
tion in Plymouth-Canton Community
School, Kidston recently passed his
Michigan Bar Examination. The
Kidstons have two children, Suzanne
and Kathrine.

After living in the old Burr farm-
house on Ann Arbor Road for 25
years, Sanford and Ruth decided to
move because of traffic problems.
Urged by their sons, they had the
brick house George Burr built in
1966 moved to Curtiss Road in 1979.

“Our boys had collected a lot of
historical artifacts in the old Burr
barn,” says Sanford. “When we
moved the house they insisted that
we take all of them along with us.
The old things look nice around the
house but the boys are now rarely
here to see them.”

“She has a social life away from
gymnastics,” said Louise Knust,
Jennifer's mother. “But she has to
make a lot of sacrifices. Her train-
ing interferes with a lot of school
activities. But Jennifer has really
made an effort to keep active with
her friends It's important for her
to have another life besides gym-
nastics.”

Louise Knust has seen her
daughter grow up at a dizzying
rate of speed

“It hit me last year. I sent a 13-
year-old little girl to the United
States Sports Festival and a very
mature young lady came back,”
she said

IT'S HARD to imagine that just
five years ago Jennifer Knust was
a fledgling. and often floundering,
member of an artistic gymnastics
team In fact, her experience in ar-
tistic gymnastics pushed her swift-
ly into rhythmic gymnastics.

During a routine on the uneven
parallel bars, Knust took a nasty
fall She got up, dusted herself off
and promptly quit artistic gym-
nastics

She enrolled into a jazz dance
class at the Livonia YMCA and
that began her meteoric rhythmic
gvmnastics career

In five years, Knust has become
a serious contender for the 1988
US Olympic team. In 1985, she
placed third all-around at the Unit-
ed States Gymnastics Federation

Junior Nationals, qualifying her
for the U.S. National team.

This season has been even more
productive. In February, she won
the state championship. She placed
fourth in the regional meet in
March in Indianapolis. In April,
she was runner-up at the USGF
Nationals in Los Angeles.

“I don't really know why I've
had such a fast climb,” Knust said.
“It just seemed that the farther I
went, the easier it got.”

BUT SHE realizes. at such a ten-
der age, that her gymnastics ca-
reer is at a make-or-break point.

“I want to make my big push for
the 1988 Olympics,” she said. “I
don't know if [ want to stay in the
sport until 1992 If I don’t make it
this time, I'll have a big decision to
make. I want to go to college and I
want to have a career. If I keep
doing gymnastics all the time, I
won't have time for the other
things ”

She got a good taste of interna-
tional competition last week.

She returned to Farmington
Hills Friday after spending 10
days in Brazil with two other
members of the US. National
team competing for the Brazil
Cup

Against 29 other world-class
gymnasts, most from South Amer-
ica, Knust took fifth overall She

was the second-highest finishing
American.

“It was really different,” she
said of the experience. “We left
from the Miami airport and that's
like another country itself. Nobody
speaks English. When we got off
the plane in Brazil, no one there
spoke English. Finally, we found
someone who understood what we
were doing. A lot of people there
can speak English, but they don't
finish their sentences. Like they
say four words and you have to
guess the rest.

“But the hotel was nice and the
place were the competition was
held was nice. It was called the
Canadian Club, it’s like a country
club without a golf course. They
gave us everything we wanted and
took us anywhere we wanted to go.
It was great.”

SO, HOW does she like her
Olympic chances now, alter her
first bit of international competi-
tion?

“They are still kind of iffy.” she
said

She'll have a better idea at the
end of this month. She left yester-
day for New Jersey. She’ll be
spending 19 days training with a
coach from Poland. From there,
she'll spend another two weeks at
the US. Olympic Training Center
in New York.

She’ll get back just in time to
start school and commence her
first year of competition as a sen-
ior rhythmic gymnast.

Off-seasonrekindles Domke’s optimism

HE SMILE that in the past
always seemed to domi-
nate Tim Domke's face
was back

How ya doin’, coach?
“Super,” was his stock answer It
was reassuring to find out it still 1s

The last year hasn’t been easy for
the St Mary's College basketball
coach. Correction: basketball coach
and athletic director. Update to pre-
vious correction: basketball coach,
athletic director and dean of stu-
dents.

Such a string of titles sounds for-
midable. And, as Domke discovered
in the last year, the tasks were as
tough as they sounded.

It was last summer that Domke
was promoted to dean of students, a
job he was honored to get and one he
figured he could handle. With all his
other duties, he knew it would be
rough. What he didn’t know was just
how rough.

THINGS BEGAN to slip away
from Domke at just about the time
of his promotion. An illness — which

he is still reluctant to talk about -
hospitalized him for a large part of
last summer

The illness, combined with his new
duties, forced Domke to rely heavily
on second-year assistant coach Rich
Zalenski to hapdle the basketball
program. Zalenski did a commend-
able job recruiting impressive tal-
ent, but other problems cropped up.

Scheduling conflicts arose. What
the Eagles ended up with, particu-
larly in the early portion of their
schedule, was as treacherous as a
blindfolded walk through a mine-
field.

Road dates at Indiana State, St.
Bonaventure and Youngstown State

all NCAA Division I schools —
combined with games against Wayne
State and Saginaw Valley State
made winning seem farfetched. Only
four of St. Mary's firsL 17 games
were at Dombrowski Fieldhouse.

“IF WE'RE .500 at Christmas”
Domke said early in the season,
“we’ll be very fortunate.”

That was hardly an outlook typical
of Domke, normally the supreme op-

timist. But it proved realistic and,
unfortunately for the Eagles, all too
accurate.

St. Mary’'s won just two of those
first 17 games. The snowball was
rolling, and picking up steam.

No sooner did the murderous part
of the schedule subside than academ-
ic problems reared. Key players, in-
cluding promising freshman Theodis
Pearson, were lost for the remainder
of the season to grades.

An experienced team might have
survived. St. Mary's had one senior.

The combined effect of these
events — Dombke's illness and new
duties that limited the'%»e he could
devote to the team, theifficult ear-
ly-season schedule, the loss of im-
portant players, and the team’s

THE STRAIN on Domke was evi-
dent. In the past his bubbly optimism
overcame any obstacle. By season's
end, his trademark was severely
tested. A campaign that had started
with such promise, based on a re-
cruiting class figured to be the best
in school history, had crashed.

Such a series of catastrophes
would cause others to consider re-
tirement. But Domke’s like a cork;
you can push him down, keep him
submerged for awhile, but sooner or
later he'll bob back to the surface.

Summertime's an ideal remedy
for problems like a disastrous bas-
ketball season. Domke seems to be
healing, a meceu accelerated by an-

kept the Eagles in a tails-

other fine recruiting season from
Zalenski.

BUT THE RECOVERY isn’t com-
plete. Domke’s optimistic about the
upcoming season, certainly, but his
is a restrained optimism.

For one, he isn’t as involved in the
program as in past years when he
literally was the program.

“1 did about 2 percent of what I
did before in recruiting,” he admits.
“I'm trying to do my best as dean of
students. And Rich has done a great
Jjob (recruiting).”

If Domke learned anything from
last season, it’s to rely more on his
help. Namely Zalenski, who has now
been elevated to co-coach. “He de-
serves it,” Domke says.

And yet, it seems Dombke ls reluc-
tant to part with his basketball re-
sponsibilities. He harbors no fears or
jealousles toward Zalenski. He’s con-
vinced his former assistant can han-
dle the job.

IT’S JUST that Domke still loves
the game, and he can foresee his
coaching Involvement gradually
decreulng.ﬂ Particularly If St

4

Mary's goes ahead with plans te join
a new athletic league, called South-
ern Michigan Athletic Conferenence.
That would mean adding at least
three more sports to St. Mary's pro-
gram. Which, in turn, would further
burden Domke in his role as AD.

Not that it's a responsibility
Dombke is dodging. More than any-
thing, he'd love to see St. Mary's ex-
pand its sports program to include
soccer and baseball and, yes, wom-
ens’ sports.

His goal is simple: more sports
means more publicity for St. Mary's.
That would increase public aware-
ness in the school, which should lead
to higher enrollment. And, in an up-
wardly spiralling cycle, that should
put more dollars Into the sports
budget.

Bigger budget, more scholarships.
Which translates into more quality
basketball players. Should such a
goal be realized, Domke won't be
concerned with who's on the ached-
ule. His Eagles won't be manhandled
by the Indiana States and St. Bona-
ventures; they'll be beating them,

“Nothing In Common” (PG) may
not be perfect but it is such good-
humored satire of the advertising
world and the way people deal with
life that the story's structural prob-
lems may be discounted.

A fast-paced, tightly written script
by Rick Podell and Michael Prem-
inger helps, particularly since it is
played with great competence by a
talented cast.

David Basner (Tom Hanks), cre-
ative director of Boyle, Gargas and
Lionel, is on his way to a partnership
in one of Chicago’s top ad agencies.
His secret: a flamboyant, unorthodox
approach to life and to advertising.
But it works; David is successful.

If there’s any doubt, just check the
women in his bed and the money in
his checkbook. We'll leave the impli-
cations of that for another day. One
of his work-time secrets — David
takes care of his people, those who
work directly for him They are a
tight, happy little group that goes
way back.

So, how's David going to become a
partner? Simple, it's the age-old ad-
biz story: Land the new and very big
account.

Enter Colonial Airlines looking for
a new agency. Colonial’s prexy, An-
drew Woolridge (Barry Corbin), is an
eccentric, former Navy pilot whose
media director, Cheryl Ann Wayne
{Sela Ward), just happens fo be his
daughter playing it under an as-
sumed name. She doesn’'t want any-
one to think nepotism is the secret of

her success. After all, she’s an MBA
and can pick up men just as easily as
men pick up women. She’s modern.

MEANWHILE, over at the local
college, David's high school girl-
friend, Donna Mildred Martin (Bess
Armstrong), is holding forth with her
experimental theater classes and
productions. When David is in trou-
ble, he talks to Donna.

In the background, at least initial-
ly, are David’s parents, Lorraine
(Eva Marie Saint) and Max (Jackie
Gleason). Now, there’s a couple.
She's as lovely and lady-like as Eva
Marie Saint can make her while he’s,
well, he's vintage Gleason as a cigar-
chomping, Dixie-land fan who takes
great pride in his success as a sales-
man of children’s garments.

Things heat up in David's chase of
the Colonial account, and a bemused
Tom Hanks plays some pretty slick
comedy trying to figure out if he's
making out with Cheryl Ann Wayne
or if she’s making out with him.

CHARDONNAY IS said to be the
perfect wine for oak enhancement.
Curiously, it has only a modest taste
of its own and seems to be dramati-
cally complemented by this addition.
The presence of oak adds complexity
to any wine — everything from loas-
tiness and butteriness to something
resembling the flavor of nail polish
remover. The issue is a deep one.

Mother France has long been di-
vided on the matter of the use of oak.
The growers of Chablis use practi-
cally none, those in the Macon only a
little, while the Burgundians use a
great deal, some better than others.
The issue is not one of use being
“correct” or not. Rather, it is one of
stylistic preference.

The same issue holds as well in
California, though the tendency over
the last decade, the era of Califor-
nia's great growth and success, has
been toward the liberal use of oak.

There are three most commonly
used ways of imparting oak flavors

into the wine.

The first, and most common, uses
oak barrels to hold the wine, leaving
it there for an interval determined
by the winemaker depending on the
amount of oak flavors he or she de-
sires.

SMALL BARRELS obviously ex-
ert their flavors more rapidly than
large ones. New ones are more in-
tense in their flavors than ones that
have been prey iously used. Older
barrels that réve been “shaved”
internally are more intense. And so
it goes. (A future column will be de-
voted entirely to barrels. It is a fas-
cinating topic.)

Wines that have been sufficiently
enhanced by oak are then trans-
ferred into neutral holding tanks,
usually made of stainless steel. And/
or they may be blended with wines
that have had a somewhat different
treatment, the resultant blend pre-
sumably producing greater wine

complexity. :

A second means of introducing oak
essence into wine is to have the fer-
mentation process itself occur in
those barrels. This is usually consid-
ered the most intensive way of doing
the job, subject to the same varia-
bles regarding barrels as were listed
above.

It is also messy, awkward and the
least hygienic method, offset some-
what by the results among those who
believe in them. The length of time a
barrel-fermented wine is permitted
to stay in those barrels is again sub-
ject to the decision of the winemak-
er.

Third means of introducing oak
flavors into wine is the newest and,
perhaps for that reason, the least un-
derstood so far. This involves the use
of wood chips being forced to circu-
late in the fermented wine for the
desired effect. It is said to be the
cleanest and easiest to monitor of
