Plymouth-Canton voters also may be
asked to decide on a ballot issue to author-
ize the distict's full operating levy — a pro-
posal defeated in February.

School board members Roland Thomas
and Dean Swartzwelter are seeking their
third and second full terms, respectively.

Motor, said he is “going to invest whatever
is necessary to win, particularly in time and
energy.

The district recently has been bombarded
with complaints filed by resident Diane
Daskalakis. Daskalakis, formerly an unsue-
cessful school board candidate, objects to
instructors’ use of R-rated films and mate-
rials dealing with witchcraft and the occult.

Swartzwelter, also a Plymouth resident,
says the issue can be resolved by allowing
parents to decide whether their children
should be exposed to controversial subject
matter.

City manager Henry Graper says
he wants to hire part-time police of-
ficers to help monitor special events
in Plymouth but expects strong op-
position from full-timers already
working in the department.

The going pay rate for part-time
police officers is $6-89 per hour,
Graper said. Costly fringe benefits,
such as health insurance, generally
aren't paid.

She ran unsuccessfully on the Republican
ticket for the Wayne State University Board
of Governors last year.

Saying the pledge of allegiance should be
reinstituted in schools, Dahn says.

“Kids have to learn patriotism and love
of country. The pledge of allegiance is not
mandatory. This is wrong.

“1 feel the school board should develop a
moral code upholding Judeo-Christian val-
ues all teachers should adhere to,” added
Dahn, 42.

Dahn also favors a ‘‘tougher stance
toward drug use in public schools.”

“When my daughter was 2 (she's
27 now), I painted Disney charac-
ters on her wall because I couldn’t
afford canvas. I guess it was just
aching to come out.”

Life has been good to her and
husband Mel over the years.
They’ve built a large home on five
acres in Plymouth Township.

Koliba has studied privately and
taken classes at Schooleraft Col-
lege, Oakland Community College
and Eastern Michigan University.

Skateboarding out
in downtown area

Youngsters caught skateboarding
or rollerskating in Plymouth’s cen-
tral business district — now illegal
activities — can be dealt with in sev-
eral ways, said Police Chief Richard
Myers.

Children younger than 17 can be
ticketed and referred to Wayne
County Juvenile Court. Those 17 and
older can be ticketed and referred to
35th District Court.

A fine ranging from $10 to $100 is
in effect for those convicted.

Police also will look at diverting
some offenders into Growth Works,
a youth counseling program, Myers
said.

“I'D ANTICIPATE regardless of
whether or not a ticket is issued, we
will confiscate many skateboards,”
Myers said. “That results in parental
involvement and that's the key to the
program.”

Parents must appear at the sta-
tion to retrieve skateboards confis-
cated by police, the chief said.

The city commission Monday ap-
proved an outright ban on skate-
boarding and rollerskating on public
sidewalks in an area roughly bound-

ed by Church, Wing, Harvey and Un-
ion streets.

Concerns about the safety of
pedestrians, motorists and skate-
boarders prompted the measure.

The ordinance also requires prior
written permission to skateboard or
rollerskate on private property. That
provision would tend to keep kids out
of business parking lots.

The ordinance takes effect imme-
diately.

Karl Gansler was the only com-
missioner to vote against the mea-
sure. “Are children in Plymouth al-
lowed to do anything?” he asked dur-

" Ing a pre-meeting discussion of the

issue.

“IT LOOKS like we're picking on
kids but this should have been done a
long time ago when problems didn't
exist so severely,” said city manager
Henry Graper.

The first big test of the ordinance
probably will arise the week of April
19, Easter break for the schools.

“We'll do the best job we can to
enforce the ordinance,” Myers said.
“It’s just going to be part of the
overall enforcement program.

“We can't assign all five officers
to skateboarding just as we can't as-
sign them all to left turns on Byron.”

Plymouth-Canton is an in-formula
district and relies quite heavily oa
state aid, the superintendent said.
That aid adds up to some §$600 per
year per child. Other nearby school
districts, such as Livonia and North-
ville, are out-of-formula.

“They get the full benefit of the
tax dollar,” Hoben said. “We don’t.”

State support of education costs
has dropped from about 50 percent
in 1970, Hoben said.

“Now it's only about 36 percent.
The state’s commitment to educa-
tion has been on a reduced basis, in
terms of funding.”

An increased state sales tax is one
possible funding option, Hoben said.

“] think the heavy reliance is still
going to have to be on the property
tax. I frankly don’t see a lot of relief
coming in the property tax."”

Currently, 1.35 million households
get a total of $650 million in income
tax rebates because they live in
communities with high property tax-

es.

Under Blanchard’s plan, 2.15 mil-
lion households — an 800,000 in-
crease — would be rebated a total of
$850 million. Homestead and farm
property taxes total $3 billion,
Treasurer Robert Bowman said.

UNAFFECTED would be house-
holds with adjusted gross incomes
(AGIs) above $50,000, business prop-
erty tax payers and non-residents
who own property in Michigan and
don’t pay a state income tax.

Blanchard’s plan amounts to an
expansion of the current program,
under which households get an in-
come tax rebate when their local
property taxes exceed 3.5 percent of
income.

Unlike rival property tax cut
plans in both the House and Senate,
Blanchard would not pay for the
$200 million in rebates through an
increase in the voter-approved sales
tax. Rather, thg Democratic gover-
nor would close what he calls “loop-
holes,” chiefly:

“domestic”’ (resident) insurance

Used homes in Canton are selling
for an average $93,281 — a 25 per-
cent increase from last year.

Last year at this time, the aver-
age selling price for used homes in
Canton was §74,556.

Of the four who have not voted, three
are relative newcomers. One candidate
four years ago and has
missed all seven elections since then.
The other three are recent residents
who have had two or less opportunities
to vote. Two missed both chances; one
missed her only chance.
Not much can be said about the com-

mitment of the three newcomers, but

we do have to question their concern for
the community at large. If they filed
nominating petitions in early April to
run for the board in June, why did they
miss voting in the Feb. 17, 1887, elec-
tion? That election was held one month
before nominating petitions were circu-
lated.

We can only conclude that a candi-
date is apathetic and unconcerned for
the public welfare when he or she fails
to vote in a school election at the same
time considering running for the school
board.

As things stand now, the Observer
sees three viable candidates — possibly
four.

The other five candidates ought to
give serious thought to withdrawing to-
day. Seeking public offices is not a joke
or something to be done on a whim.
Some who filed Monday simply do not

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‘Funnies’- no laughing matter

OVER THE past 20 years or so, some
really strange people and movements
have come and gone — Richard Nixon
and his Watergate crew, Bert Lance and
his banking friends, the Hippies, the
Yippies — and now we have Yuppies,
Boomers and Funnies.

Funnies?

That’s what I call Fundamentalist
Christians, at least those associated
with the likes of Jim and Tammy Bakk-
er, Oral Roberts, Pat Robertson. (And
this is not some distant TV-land joke:
Local Republicans recently helped
“Smiling Pat” and his pals take contrﬁ
of the Michigan Republican Party sta
committee.) :

But they are funny because 0 many
of the things they decry — situation
ethics readily comes to mind — they
are up to their necks in.

FUNDAMENTALISTS believe in the
Bible as the literal word of God. The
Bible says there was a flood that inun-
dated the world several thousand years
ago, therefore there was a flood. OK,
that’s a relatively harmless concept.

Where we part company is in their
use of situation ethics. For instance, one
of the 10 Commandments says, “Thou
shalt not kill.” It doesn’t say “Thou
shalt not kill, except for Russkies,
murderers and Sandinistas.” It says,
“Thou shalt not kill.”

Of course, if you point this out to a
Funny, he/she will say, “Yes, but the
Bible also says ‘An eye for an eye.’”

That’s true. The Old Testament does
say that. But didn't the New Testament,
which tells of Christ’s life and death on
earth, basically supplant the Old Testa-
ment as the Bible for true believers?
Wasn't that the whole point of Christ’s
life, to bring a message of love — “Love
thy neighbor as thyself”?

BY USING this retort about the eye,
Funnies also demonstrate a lack of
knowledge about the intent of the eye-

for-an-eye law.

Rather than part of a harsh system of
punishment, it exemplified man’s at-
tempt to come up with a set of laws that
did away with arbitrary and often un-
fair laws. If a man stole a loaf of bread,
you didn’t kill him. Instead he might
have to pay a fine of 50 cents.

If Christ came to earth today, I think
he would feel more at home with
Mother Teresa than Oral Roberts.
Christ would be a civil rights marcher,
an anti-nuke demonstrator. He would
support Save the Children and the World

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Baby deals: prohibit, regulate, ignore?

Michigan lawmakers are un 0o
rush to regulate surrogate pareal
conlracts now that a New Jersey
court has upheld their validity in the
Baby M case

“The Baby M case vividly points
to the need for legislation regulating
surrogale parenting arrangements,”
said Noel P. Keane, the Dearborn at-
torney who pioneered such arrange-
ments, including Baby M's

But three legislators typified three
different moods in Lansing last
week

® Sen. Connie Binsfeld, R-Maple
City, again will seek lo declare sur-
rogate contracts as null and void.
“It's a nightmare,” she said.

e Sen. R. Robert Geake, R-North-
ville, would prefer to legalize the
contracts as “a way for couples to
bave a child who is the biological
child of at least the father.”

@ Rep. Perry Bullard, D-Ann Ar-
bor, sees ‘no chance of a resonable
regulatory approach” as long as “the
Senate is controlled by ultra right-
wing fanatics.” The chairman of the
House Judiciary Committee sees
“my role as to prevent precipitous
action.”

IN THE BABY M case, a New Jer-
sey judge ruled that a surrogate con-
tract airanged by Keane was en-
forceable and that the mother gave
up all her rights to the child.

William and Elizabeth Stern con-
tracted with Mary Beth Whitehead
to bear a child through artificial in-
semination by William’s sperm.

Whitehead sought to keep the baby.
The Sterns won custody of the girl
they named Melissa.

“This is the best result we could
have hoped for,” said Keane, whose
statement was issued through a De-
troit public relations agency.
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‘Public policy shouid
assure the child of a
stable home and
guarantee the
enforceability of the
contract.’

*Although the ruling is not binding
outside the state of New Jersey, it
does set a precedent that will be
cited in any future cases. It gives an
infertile couple greater assurance
that surrogate parenting agreements
will be recognized and enforced,”
said Keane, who has handled more
than 150 such agreements.

IRONICALLY, Sen. Binsfeld, a
conservative Republican, and liberal
feminists are on much the same
ground when they condemn such
contracts.

“If we were to legalize such con-
tracts, I see a continuation of the
problems,” Binsfeld said in an inter-
view. She concentrated on the emo-
tional trauma of people involved in
such cases:

® “The child would be a commod-
ity. They would grow to realize they
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were sold. That's reprehensible.”

® “Think of the siblings, who
would see the woman pregnant and
have to be told what happened.
We've had children testify they want
to see their brother or sister.” (In the
Baby M case, the Whiteheads had
two children of their own.)

® “We've had pediatricians testi-
fy that knowledge of such cases
makes a child insecure. The child
wonders, ‘If I'm not good, will mom
and dad sell me?' "

@ In a sensational Michigan case,
a surrogate mother bore a child with
a birth defect. The sperm donor, who
by the time of the birth was going
through a divorce, was able to prove
the child wasn’t his and “got off the
hook.”

In 1983 the Senate passed a
Binsfeld bill, but it died in House
committee.

GEAKE, A child psychologist, said
the state should legalize surrogate
contracts. “Public policy should as-
sure the child of a stable home and
guarantee the enforceability of the
contract,” he said.

Geake would not require psycho-
logical testing of the surrogate
mother or parents. “There should be
no more state regulation of this than
of parents who conceive children
naturally,’he said.

“Emotional stability is a transient
thing. There is no guarantee that one
who is stable now will be stable lat-
er. And a person under stress now
may recover later.”

“Unfortunately, under our welfare
laws, unwed mothers are encour-
aged to keep their children,” he said,
echoing Binsfeld.

“State government could adopt a
policy of encouraging children to be
adopted. Our social workers are, at
best, neutral (on advising adoption).
Three is a natural tendency for a
woman to keep it, and we subsidize
keeping it through ADC (welfare).”

BULLARD RECALLED that a
regulatory bill sponsored by Rep.
Richard Fitzpatrick, D-Battle Creek,
was reported out of his House Judici-
ary Committee several years ago,
but was sent back to committee and
thus killed.

He predicted a regulatory bill will
be introduced '‘by somebody. No, not
by me.” He characterized the Re-
publican-held Senate as “ultra right-
wing fanatics. These folks are there
until 1990, and apportionment is
there until 1994.”

He doubted a regulatory bill could
be adopted, later adding, “It's not a

hot current 1ssue for us.”

Bullard's own view: “l personally
am not in favor of prohbiting surro-
gate parenting, though society may
eventually conclude we want to
prohubit it.

“There is an archaic need for
males for genetic replication. But
there are plenty of children all over
the world ready for adoplion.

“Some feminists groups are saying
it is intrinsically an exploitation of
lower-income women.”

Asked if he wanted to limit fees
paid to women, Bullard hesitated —
then said no.

This train’s
a special one

In Plymouth, trains occasionally
are considered a source of aggrava-
tion.

The Artrain, however, doesn't
have much in common with the gar-
den-variety trains that lead to traf-
fic jams and frazzled nerves.

Artrain, the only art museum on a
train in the U.S., traveled to Plym-

other states,” said Joan Krueger, Ar-
train’s on-board manager.

The train’s local visit was present-
ed by the Plymouth Community Arts
Council with the assistance of a
number of local businesses and or-
ganizations. Those who organized
the local visit were pleased with its
suceess.

“I thought it was fabulous, just
fabulous,” said Peggy Blaisdell of
Plymouth. Blaisdell and Pam
Dietrich were ¢o-chairwomen of the
local Artrain visit.

The Artrain exhibit is changed
from year to year. This year’s exhib-
it, in honor of Michigan’s sesquicen-
tennial, features treasures from the
Cranbroock Academy of Art in
Bloomfield Hills.

THE CRANBROOK Academy of
Art exhibit includes drawings, pho-
tos, fabrics, furniture, sculpture, ce-
ramics and silver work. The train’s
first couple of cars include work
done by the founding faculty at
Cranbrook, Artrain’s Krueger said.

Also among the Artrain exhibit is
work done by current faculty at
Cranbrook. There's one section on
“Design Michigan,” a program coor-
dinated by Cranbrook and sponsored
by the Michigan Council for the Arts.

The train also includes staff art-
ists and local guest artists hard at
work on pottery, painting and other
art projects.

The train’s local visit began with a
preview dinner reception Wednes-
day, April 1, at the Mayflower Meet-
ing House in Plymouth. Artrain was
open to the public Thursday through
Sunday, April 2-5, at the Pearl Street
tracks in Plymouth’s Old Village.

Last week’s visitors included a
number of students from local
schools. Some Scout groups also vis-
ited Artrain, as did a number of fam-
ilies and individuals.

Artrain’s local stop attracted
4,394 visitors, Blaisdell said. Of that
number, some 1,741 were schoolchil-
dren, primarily in the upper elemen-
tary and middle school grades.

The turnout was impressive,
Blaisdell said, particularly consider-
ing the visit came “in probably’ the
worst weather since last winter.”

The use of
local volunteers at Artrain sites also
makes a visit less intimidating “just
because it’s somebody you know.”

Artrain began operating in 1871.
Its last.visit to Plymouth was in
1972.

“I wasn't here before, but it's a
great place to be,” Krueger said.

Blaisdell would like to see Artrain
return to Plymouth, if not next year
then the year after, “just because it
was so widely accepted. I think the
people would want it.”

For many of the young visitors,
this was their first exposure to an
art collection, Blaisdell said. Visiting
the train is often more convenient
for local people than traveling to a
more distant art museum.

With its low profile you may not have heard of it,
but the Dietz Organization is well known by investors
in million-dollar income property.

“What we do is sell any existing property that is
improved, meaning it has a building on it that is more
than §1 million and that is being beld for income pur-
poses as an investment,” said Paul Dietz, founder and
sole owner of the Dietz Organization.

Founded in late 1979 as a three-person company,
Dietz had sales in 1980 through 1982 of $15 million to
$30 million. Sales in 1983-84 jumped to $70 million and
were up to $125 million in 1985.

“Sales for 1986 were $200 million and we expect to
reach the quarter-billion-dollar level by 1988, Dietz
said.

The firm has grown to more than 30 employees and

occupies 3,500 square feet of office space at 50 W. Big

Beaver, Birmingham. Plans are under way to expand
its office quarters to 5,000 square feet in April.

Dietz said the company’s sales include apartment
and office buildings, shopping centers and industrial
buildings that are investor-owned.

“We are selling people’s large income properties,”
he said. “We have a low profile because unlike a home,
people don’t put a for sale sign on their properties and
frequently don’t advertise.”

DURING THE FOURTH quarter in 1986, the firm
served as broker for the sale of 22 properties worth
about $80 million.

The sales included the Holiday Inn in Hazel Park for
$6.5 million, the 30100 Northwestern Highway Build-
ing in Farmingten Hills for $4.5 million, Southfield In-
dustrial Park in Southfield, Ind., for $22.5 million,
Towers Medical Building in Grand Rapids for $6.2
million and Huron View Commercial Park in Ann Ar-
bor for $2 million.

Other sales in the final quarter included Oakwood
Villa Apartments in Royal Oak for $3 million, Caval-
ier Manor Apartments in East Detroit for $2.4 million,
the Hyform Building in Livonia for $2.5 million and
Connecticut Corners Office Building in Northville for
$2.2 million.

Dietz said many of the properties sold during the
final quarter were the result of sellers and buyers
wanting certain tax benefits before the new tax law
came into effect.

“Sellers were seeking capital gains benefits while
buyers wanted to take advantage of existing deprecia-
tion schedules,” Dietz said.

DIETZ SAYS he thinks commercial real estate will
continue to sell at a brisk pace because of low interest
rates and a surplus of available capital for investors to
place in commercial property.

“Also, owners who have held their properties for
many years are starting to recognize that the market
is at a peak and that 1987 will be an opportpne time to
sell,” he said.

The Dietz Organization is expanding its business be-
yond Michigan to include St. Louis, Indianapolis, Cin-
cinnati and other major markets in the region, Dietz
said.

Dietz said last year when Prudential Insurance Co.
was looking for a broker to sell a $7 million project in
Grand Rapids it interviewed other commercial bro-
kerage firms along with Dietz and found there was no
company that came within “one-third of what we are
doing in the commercial brokerage area.”

Dietz also did a survey on his own, calling other
brokerage firms and asking how large the sales force
that dealt strictly with income property brokerage
was. The most any other company has was four com-
pared to his sales staff of 17, he said.

BUT DIETZ NOTED that the other firms were also
involved in other activities like land sales and leasing
retail space.

‘“There are no other firms that are exclusively doing
income property brokering,” he said. “We have a pro-
file that is fairly unusual.

Each sales person in the company has a specialty
such as shopping centers or apartment buildings and
works within a certain geographic territory. Each
sales person is also part of a team, for instance a shop-
ping center team, and information is shared with other
members of the team.

“The sales staff ranges in age from 26 to 32 years
and they are dealing with sophisticated properties
worth $2 million or $3 million and fees in excess of
$80,000 to $90,000,” he said. “They become extremely
knowledgeable extremely fast.”

The firm is heavily computerized with a 7,000-prop-
erty data base. Pictures are available of each property
along with its vital statistics. About 5,000 to 6,000
mailers are put out each month listing available prop-
erties.

Dietz said Michigan and the Midwest are probably
the best markets in the nation for investment proper-
ties.

‘“This area of the country underwent a severe reces-
sion several years ago, and thus had been more con-
servative then other regions in investing in new com-
mercial properties,” he said.

“The result is that there is less overbuilding here
than in the East and Southwest, and that properties
are maintaining a high value.”

Other properties handled by Dietz in 1986 included
Hampton Court Apartments in Westland for $5.9 mil-
lion, Roxbury Apartments ir Sterling Heights for §4.5
million, Innsbrook Apartments in Northville for $7.8
million. Civic Center Plaza in Livonia for 2.5 million,
Square Lake Hills Apartments in Bloomfield Hills for
$4.5 million, Village Professional Building in Bloom-
field Hills for $5.9 million and Lincoln Park Industrial
Building in Lincol Park for $5.7 million.

Out-of-state sales included Hickory Creek Apart-
ments in Columbus, Ohio for $8 million and Sierra Vis-
ta Apartments and Whispering Lakes Apartments in
St. Louis, Mo., for $28.2 million.

Dietz graduated from University of Detroit Law
School in 1967 and had a two-year fellowship specializ-
ing in urban law at the University of Pennsylvania law
school.

He was with The Hartman Group Realtors, one of
Michigan’s largest commercial Realtors from 1969 to
1975 where he was a minority stockholder and vice
president in charge of investment properties.

He was a principal and stockholder from 1976 to
1979 In Atlantic Associates, which both brokered and

syndicated income properties.

Riegle zeroes in
on budget deficit

“No one knows what this means,”
Sen. Donald W. Riegle Jr. said Mon-
day as he neared the end of his brief
breakfast talk to members of the
Livonia Chamber of Commerce.
“Economics text books have not
been written to deal with this. But
it's a dangerous condition that the
country has to struggle with.”

Before breakfast, Riegle passed
out graphs that dramatized the “dan-
gerous” problem. One chart showed
this country’s $40 billion trade defi-
cit in 1982 escalating to $170 billion
by the end of 1986.

Another graph showed a financial-
ly healthy nation start its plunge into

debt in 1984. That country, the U.S.,

ended up $250 billion in debt by the
end of 1986.

“These are rapid and dramatic
changes,” Riegle said. “We're adding
international debt at an extraordi-
nary rate of speed. We're now the
No. 1 debtor nation. We've passed
Mexico, Brazil, Poland, as debtor na-
tions. And we're adding $1 billion in
debt every 2% days. By 1990, we’ll
owe the rest of the world $1 trillion.”

RIEGLE PAINTED a bleak eco-
nomic picture if the downward spi-
ral continues and gave two possible
outcomes. One is ‘“‘enormous infla-

tion,” with interest rates reaching 20
percent. The other is a lower stan-
dard of living for all. That includes
both lower wages for the worker and
lower profits for the business person.

“This is not acceptable,” Riegle
said. “People will not accept this.”

The only way out, he said, is for all
workers — from the student to the
company president — to perform at
levels “way beyond what they are
use to doing.”

“We have to work harder,
smarter, using team work. Labor
and management have to work to-
gether. We have to create a work
ethic. We have to do this or these
lines {on the graphs) won’t turn
around.”

CITING THE Japanese high
school dropout rate — 2 percent —
Riegle urged parents to turn off the
TV set and put books in their chil-
dren’s hands.

“The high school dropout rate in
the U.S. is 29 percent,” he said. “In
Detroit, it’s 50 percent.”

At the government level, Riegel
said the U.S. should put aside its
“marshmallow” trade policy and use
“more aggressive trade tactics.”

To dramatize his point, he told the
story of a U.S. businessman who
wanted to open a Chrysler dealer-
ship in Tokyo.

“Sorry, it can't be done,” was Ja-

pan’s answer to the businessman,
Riegle said.

On the brighter side, Riegle told of
the $312 million soon to come to
Michigan because of the recent pas-
sage of the federal highway bill.

“That was high drama,” Riegle
said. “I saw things I never saw be-
fore, like the freshman senator who
voted three different ways, yes, no
and maybe. But we need a top-notch
highway system to remain competi-
tive. We can’t excel if people are sit-
ting in traffic jams.”

ONE OF THE BIGGEST influenc-
es on legislation in Washington these
days, Riegle said, is the “state of the
presidency.” Little is being done on
such important items as product lia-
bility because President Ronald
Reagan is not exerting “strong lead-
ership,” he said.

Because of the Iran-contra contro-
versy and Reagan’s lame-duck presi-
dency, Riegle said the administra-
tion has no “clear-cut set of opera-
tional goals.”

“It takes the executive branch
leading the charge,” he said. “It
breaks open debate. Presidents have
a short list of objectives, but no one
knows what's on Reagan’s short list.
In the absence of (a presidential} ini-
tiative, it's tough for Congress to be
the engine to drive the government.”

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Michigan travel business begins at home

It is amazing how much good trav-
el information you can collect by
Just hanging out for a day or two
‘with people in the tourism industry.
‘That's what I did last week at the
Fourth Annual Governor's Confer-
ence on Tourism, which unveiled the
recommendations of the state’s Task
Force on the Future of Tourism.

The conference was held in three
locations: at the Westin-Renaissance,
‘which celebrates the tenth anniver-
sary of the Renaissance Center this
year, at Cobo Hall, which is in the
middle of a $135 million expansion;
and at Henry Ford Museum, which is
undergoing the most dramatic
overhaul of its exhibit space since
the museum began more than half a
century ago.

The two most important words in
a conference like this are “market-
ing strategy.” The state is working
to increase its share of money spent
by domestic and foreign travelers.
Michigan cities and major attrac-
tions are working for their share of
the state tourism pie. And hundreds
of entrepreneurs, people in the hotel,
restaurant and attractions business,
are fighting to be seen and heard by
travelers to Michigan.

The most important conclusion
you reach after listening for a few
days is that you, the Michigan trav-
eler, are the customer most in de-
mand. As Gov. James J. Blanchard
said at the windup luncheon:

“THE PEOPLE of Michigan and

our closest neighbors are our best
customers. Forty three percent of
the travel in Michigan is by Michi-
gan travelers. Business starts at
home.”
. Don Adams, director of public af-
fairs for Henry Ford Museum/
Greenfield Village, is looking for
‘more of those Michigan travelers.
“Less than 25 percent of our visitors
are from Wayne, Oakland and Ma-
comb counties. We are perceived by
local people to be an unchanging
product.”

. Some of you may still think that
~tourism money is just play money.
.Think again. Tourism is among the
‘top three industries in almost every
.state and in many countries of the
_ -world. It is either second or third, af-
ter the auto industry, in Michigan; it
- depends whether you talk to the peo-
..ple from the agricultural or the tour-
ism offices in Lansing.
- Tourism creates an impact in
- Michigan that adds up to more than
. $13 billion. It returns $600 million in
‘ tax revenue to state coffers; that's

$150 per taxpayer. The travel indus-
try sustains 300,000 jobs in Michi-
gan. It’s big bucks.

The Governor’s Task Force on the
Future of Tourism was asked to cre-
ate a plan to increase those figures,
so that Michigan would have a $200
billion tourism industry and 450,000
travel-related workers within five
years.

THEY RECOMMENDED that the
state create an Interagency Coordi-
nating Council on Tourism, chaired
by the state travel director, and that
the director be upgraded to a deputy
director within the Department of
Commerce, so that all state travel-
related programs are coordingfed
under the Travel Bureau instead of
being scattered all over Lansing.

They also recommended that we
upgrade the infrastructure of air
service, highways, trails, marinas,
etc., within the state; spend more
money promoting travel to Michigan
and nearby states; increase our trav-
el research and increase the state
promotion budget to $20 million.

I can attest that Michigan has re-
ally been getting its tourism act to-
gether since John Savich became be-
came travel director in 1984. Al
Sandner, communications director
of the Michigan Travel Bureau, tells
me that the bureau saw a real net-
work of Michigan tourism businesses
created while the state was organiz-
ing the annual convention of the So-
ciety of American Travel Writers in
1985, and that the network is getting
stronger.

THAT NETWORK was busy dur-
ing the Conference on Tourism last
week. Several hundred conferees at-
tended sessions by the departments
of Agriculture, Commerce, Natural
Resources and Transportation,
where travel-related decisions are
made every day.

I went to the Department of
Transportation session and learned
all kinds of things about air service,
welcome centers, etc., within our
state. If you have traveled outstate
since deregulation, for example, you
know that jet service has been lost to

10 Michigan communities and that it
can cost you almost $600 to fly to the
Upper Peninsula and back during
prime rate times.

The Governor’s Air Service Task
Force recommends that state and lo-
cal governments work with air car-
riers to create strategies to improve
that service.

I also talked to all kinds of people
from around the state who are trying
to make it in the travel industry.
Michigan has a lot of Mom and Pop
travel businesses that need help
communicating with the traveling
public.

One shy young woman promised to
send me information about a new an-
imal ranch.opening to the public this
summer near Gaylord. I met H.
James St. Arnold, the tourism/recre-
ation director of the Keweenaw Bay
Indian Community, who is trying to
promote the Ojibwa Casino up there
in Baraga, Mich.

HE WAS attending a workshop
given by Circle Michigan, an organi-
zation of Michigan travel businesses
organized with the sole purpose of
bringing more motorceach tours to
its members.

Other workshops were led by the
Michigan Regional Tourist Associa-
tions, Michigan Boating Industries
Associatioh, Michigan Association of
Recreational Vehicles and Camp-
grounds and other groups that are a
wonderful source of travel informa-
tion.

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Canton opens
title defense

Surprise, surprise.

It happened a year ago. Plymouth
Canton, never before renowned for
its boys track program, emerged as
the best in a very good Western
Lakes Activities Association
(WLAA).

That was surprise enough. After
all, Canton had to beat perennial
power Livonia Churchill to pull it
off, and the Chiefs had never done
that before. Not in the WLAA, and
not in the old Western Six League.

However, that wasn't the end of
surprises generating from CEP. At
the WLAA finals, Plymouth Salem
shocked everyone by not only finish-
ing second, but nearly upsetting Can-
ton. The Chiefs won the title by just
two points.

“I think we surprised everybody,”
said Salem coach Gary Balconi. “I
think people thought Canton would
win, but no one thought we would
come that close. It was one of those
things where everyone had a good
day for us.”

AND THAT made it a doubly good
day for the CEP — a one-two finish
in the WLAA meet. Neither coach —
Balconi or Canton’s Rob Neu — is
predicting anything similar this
year. But they both have the talent.
And they definitely have the num-
bers.
£ “l think it's going to be a dog-
fight,” said Balconi of the league
race. “Farmington has state champi-
onship material in its distance
events, Canton is the defending
champion so they’ll be tough, and
Churchill — you can'’t count (coach)
Fred Price out. He's always going to
have his people ready.”

And Neu's view? “We have a good
nucleus back. We'll be competitive. I
hope we can challenge for the divi-
sion championship.”

Both the Chiefs and the Rocks will
do more than merely challenge.
Their depth alone — Salem has more

than 80 on its team, and Canton has

comparable numbers should

“1t was outstanding,” said Neu of
last season’s success. “The key to
last year was depth. We had a ton of
seniors with track experience.”

But, as seniors have a tendancy to
do, Neu's championship group gradu-
ated. Don’t lament for the Chiefs,
however. They still have plenty of
experience, with 20 returnees from
the '86 varsity.

Leading the group are senior
quad-captains Tyrone Reeves, Brian
Carney, Larry Allman and Pat Fred-
erick. They will be Canton's cata-
lysts. Reeves and Carney are sprint-
ers, with Reeves also filling a spot in
the long jump. Allman runs the hur-
dles and sprints, and Frederick is a
mid-distance specialist.

That foursome will turn up often
for Canton. Reeves has state-caliber
potential in the long jump; he fin-
ished second in it at the Huron Re-
lays two weeks ago, leaping 22-feet
indoors.

Others to watch are seniors Dave
Mac (hurdles, high jump), Steve
Genyk (high jump) and Ralph Reeves
(shot put, discus), and juniors Roger
Trice ({sprints, long jump), Jay
Sviecki (distance) and Al Byrnes (dis-
tance).

“We have a lot of experience re-
turning from last year’s team,” said
Neu. “We'll be strongest in the
sprinting events, thé high jump and
long jump. And we have a lot of guys
running distance from our division
champion cross country team.”

The Chiefs struggled last year in
the weight events, and although Neu
said they should be improved there
this season, it still looms as a prob-
lem area.

That is, if they have any real prob-
lems. Canton will be tested immedi-
ately, opening its dual meet season
Wednesday at Churchill.

Trout make Clinton River

HE CLINTON trout stream.

Sounds kinda weird to

me. But according to Ron

Spitler, fisheries biologist

of the Michigan Department of Nat-

ural Resources, “the Clinton River is

the newest trout stream in
Southeastern Michigan.”

After thorough testing of the wa-
ter the DNR actually proclaimed the
river dead in 1968, stating that pollu-
tion had caused the oxygen levels to
drop so low that no fish could possi-

.bly survive.

Many people, especially anglers,
simply forpot all about the filthy
Clinton River.

But in the early 1970s a sewer sys-
tem came through the neighboring
_communities of the river. Around the
same time the Warren and Pontiac
waste water plants, which were
dumping their effluent (exit) water
directly into the Clinton, upgraded
their facilities top the tertiary level.

With these changes intact the
juality of the water began to im-
prove almost overnight. By 1975 the
water was looking so good the DNR

_ began to speculate on restocking the
river with trout.

IN 1984, with the release of some
4,000 brown trout, those speculations
turned into reality and for the first
time in nearly 20 years the Clinton
River was thriving with some of
Michigan’s finest gamefish.

Since that timwe the DNR has
been releasing about 4,000 browns a
year. Over the past three years they
have also released steelhead into the
Clinton at a rate of about 15,000 per

year.
The browns stay right in the river
after being stocked. They are usually
‘under seven inches long when re-
_leased but reach legal size — eight
- inches on streams in lower Michigan
— by midsummer.
“There’s been a lot of activity in
the past and a lot of fish have been
caught,” said Spitler. “The best time

for (catching) browns in early in the
morning before a lot of fishermen
are at the river and the trout become
spooked. By midsummer the fisher-
men are using spinners and small
spoons and most of the fish they
catch are keepers.”

THERE HAS BEEN a problem,
however, with anglers fishing for
browns immediately after the fish
are release into the river.

“The fish take a few days to orient
themselves to the water and move
on,” said Spitler. “Fishermen use
small hooks and the fish can swallow
these hooks which then become
caught in their gullets. This can
cause severe problems and even kill
some fish. It isn’t a good practice,
and we really don’t like to see people
going after the smaller fish just for
the fun of it. If there is too much
damage and a lot of fish are being
wasted we could even be forced to
stop planting. Hopefully it won’t get
that bad.”

In mid-April the DNR will plant of
approximately 1,000 browns at each
of three road crossings, Crooks,
Avon and Dequinder. Anglers are
asked to stay clear of these areas or
use bait large enough so that it won't
be appealing to the smaller fish.

Then they return to
their parent stream, in this case the

~ Clinton River.

This past fall there were some
steelhead reported in the Clinton
River but no major runs. There were
even some reports of a few salmon
straying up the river.

The spring runs should be a little
stronger since the first fish that
were planted. have had three full
years to mature. The runs should
continue to get stronger each year
from here on out.

The steelhead only advance up the
river as far as the dam at the Ro-
chester /Utica Recreation Area, near
Yates Cider Mill. Browns have been
caught from Pontiac to the mouth of
the river.

Reports from Belleville Lake indi-
cate that nice bluegill, averaging
eight inches in length and up to
three-quarters of a pound in weight,
are not an uncommon catch. Kent
Lake has also produced some seven
and eight inch bluegill and an occa-
sional large pike or walleye.

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Women'’s historical role

Ironically, Little noted, while women were
idealized as nurturers, formal education was de-
nied to the vast majority of females.

Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley, author of
“Frankenstein,” was an early advocate of edu-
cation for women. “She used the pretext that
since women were in charge of raising children,
educating them made sense, although she felt
women should have the opportunity regardless if
they were married and had no children,” ex-
plained Little.

THE SETTLEMENT of the West is given a
different personal and historical perspective
than the more popular male version.

The diaries of women traveling west on wag-
on trains, Little said, tell stories of helpful Indi-
ans who, in many instances, aided the settlers
with food and medical help, contradicting to-
day's stereotypical image of bloodthirsty sa-
vages preying on helpless pioneers.

The diaries also describe the hardship and suf-
fering endured by the pioneers.

Little quoted from one journal: “ ‘We have
been walking all day, and a baby was born to-
night.’ We don’t know if the baby was her’s (the
writer’s), but more than likely, it was,” com-
mented Little.

The terse, matter-of-fact prose belies the
emotion locked away in the souls of these fron-
tier women. Not even in the privacy of a diary
would they expose the depth of their feelings,
particularly in matters of childbirth and sexuali-
ty, Little's presentation indicated.

DURING THIS period, the legal rights of
women were even more limited than their roles
in society, Little said, “Everything belonged to
the man, even the clothes on a woman's back. If
a woman was working outside of the home, all
the wages went to her husband. Also, any chil-
dren resulting from the marriage belonged to
the husband.”

Little pointed out that in return, the man'’s
duty was to protect and look after his wife. In
the best of all possible worlds, these arrange-
ments may have been acceptable, even ideal.

But in the real world, women were often
abandoned or they left the marriage of their
own accord rather than continue living with a
man who did pot fulfill his obligations to them.

One area where men and women joined to-
gether to defeat a common enemy was the aboli-
tion movement. At this same time, since women

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were still forbidden to speak publicly at anti-
slavery gatherings, two women, Lucretia Mott
and Elizabeth Cady Stanton, organized the first
national women's conference.

It was the unvoiced desire of these women -

that the fight to abolish slavery would spill over
on to the issue of women’s rights, but this wish
went unfulfilled. =

“MEN BECAME MUCH more concerned
about the (newly enfranchised) male blacks, and
couldn’t be bothered with women's rights,” said
Little.

While these conferences, movements and or-
ganizations such as the Women's Christian
Temperance Association, were largely nonpoliti-
cal, their limited impact stemmed from the per-
sistence and grass roots spirit of the women in-
volved with them

In addition to her oral presentation, Little dis-
played some women's fashions from the 19th
century and old phatographs.

After the discussion, the audience milled
around the tables, carefully fingering the dress-
es, corsets, bustles and high-top shoes Little had
on display.

Comments ranged from awe over the slightly
yellowed but still beautiful wedding gown to
laughter at the armorlike stays sewn into almost
every garment.

As Little observed the women huddled over
the displays, she said, “Just watching the reac-
tions of my audience gives me such motivation
and enjoyment.”

By that she probably means she’ll keep on
scouring flea markets, antique-shows and book
sales for proof via the printed word of the in-
tense struggle that preceded the ongoing strug-
gle for women'’s rights.

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1st garden? Don’t be too ambitious

RE YOU THINKING about
your first vegetable garden?
Don't be too ambitious. Keep
it small enough so that you
can tend it properly.

Here are some tips from National
Gardening Association experts to help
you get started:

— Early season soils tend to be
moist and cool, which delays the
release of natural nitrogen in the soil.
Add a synthetic fertilizer (5-10-10 or 8-
8-8B) . After the soil has warmed,
organic fertilizers such as dehydrated
or composted cow or horse manure are
suitable.

— Mulch cabbage, lettuce and
broccoli early in the gardening season
with a 4- to 6-inch layer of organic
materials such as hay, composted
leaves or straw. These materials will
help keep soil temperatures low, which
is favorable for vegetables planted
early in the spring. Don’t mulch
tomatoes, peppers, beans or okra until
four to five weeks after planting.
When temperatures warm, mulch will
stop weeds and hold moisture rather

than cool the soil.

— Transplants purchased at a
greenhouse should be “hardened” for
six to seven days before planting.
“Hardening'” means getting the plants
accustomed to outdoor weather. Start
by setting plants in a shady, protected
area for a few hours the first day and
then add more time and sun on
succeeding days.

— Transplants need to be protected
against the wind, which can whip and
dry them. If the garden site is exposed
and windy, set up cardboard, wooden
shingles or other wind blocks around
plants, or put these protections on the
prevailing wind side for several weeks.

— If it hasn’t been done for several
years, have your soil tested. Early
testing gives you time to plan what
organic materials, lime or sulfur you
might have to spread. Testing may
also alert you to a nutrient deficiency
that could be corrected by summer.

WHAT TO GROW IN your first
garden?

Beans: Snap and lima beans need
little care, grow rapidly even in weak
soil, and produce abundantly. They
are a good source of vitamins A, Bl

and C, riboflavin, calcium and iron.
Bush beans are compact, low plants
that mature in 50-60 days and grow
only 1-2 feet tall. Pole beans climb 8-10
feet and can be planted along a fence.
They mature more slowly than bush
beans but produce longer.

Wait until after the last frost to
plant beans. Soak seeds overnight in a
jar of water to aid sprouting. Beans
like light, well-drained scil. Plant bush
varieties 1 inch deep, 3 inches apart, in
rows, removing seeds carefully since
bean roots are not deep. Set pole beans
on north side of the garden to protect
other vegetables from the wind. Pick
pole beans every four to seven days so
that the vine will keep flowering.
Water beans often, especially the pole
variety.

Beets: Beets grow rapidly, 60 days
from seed, in almost any soil. They
contain vitamins B and C. Plant early
varieties in cool spring weather; late
varieties in late spring or early
summer. Sow seeds 14 -inch deep in
light soil. When seedlings reach 5
inches, thin to 3 inches apart.

Lettuce: Iceberg lettuce prefers cool
weather. Romaine and loose leaf
lettuce can be grown successfully in

summer. Any well-drained soil is
suitable. Sow 1V4 -inch deep in loose
soil. From seed, leaf lettuce matures in
about 45 days; romaine and head
lettuce in 60-85 days. Thin leafy types
to 1 foot apart. Thin iceberg lettuce 2
feet. Water well in hot weather,

Peppers: Peppers don't like cold
weather so sow seeds inside about nine
to 10 weeks before the last frost.
Transplant to permanent, warm soil
when plants are 5-6 inches tall. Soil
should be moist, light and well-
drained. Plants will mature 65-80 days
after transplanting. Water every eight
to nine days unless rain helps. To
facilitate growth, buy seedlings
instead of seeds.

Tomatoes: Tomatoes are another
rewarding plant. For the new
gardener, seedlings are easier than
seeds. Treat tomatoes much the same
as peppers. However, tomatoes need
much more gardening space, especially
if you don't stake them.

A good way to start the planning
process is with a critical inventory of
the furniture in each room of your
home. Pretend you're a stranger enter-
ing the house for the first time. Armed
with paper and pen, make a room-by-
room tour, noting every piece of furni-
ture in each one. Then, decide how
each piece fits the overall look you
want to achieve. :

Be as realistic and ruthless as your
budget and emotions can afford.

Thermal insulated windows long
have have been recognized for their su-

spacer bar and completely sealed. The
spacer bar contains a dessicant that
insures complete dryness once the
glass is sealed. Insulation is obtained
from the layer of air that separates the
window panes.

Problems begin when the seal is bro-
ken and air and moisture penetrate be-

tween the panes of glass. Peck said
seal failure can be caused when one of

the window panes is accidentally
cracked or when the fitting of the unit
doesn't allow for normal expansion and
contraction and too much pressure is
put on the unit’s seal.

MOST OFTEN, however, seal fail-
improper glaging, or age, Peck said. On
the manufacturing level, errors occur
when skips occur in the seals, when
the small hole in the spacer bar that is
used to blow the air between the panes
is not plugged, or when a unit is out of

square.

Improper glazing causes premature
deterioration of the sealant, Peck ex-
plained. This is avoided when the insu-
lated glass unit is properly fitted into
the frame to avoid gaps that allow wa-
ter to sit inside the sash frame.

When properly sealed, glazed and

maintained, the unit’s seal should last
for at least 10 years, depending on cli-
mate conditions, Peck said. ‘“The
sealant will eventually dry out and
shrink, which can cause fogging,” he
said.

Homeowners faced with broken
seals in their insulated windows have
variols options, depending on the
cause of seal failure. New replacement
windows may be covered by a warran-
ty. Windows can also be replaced, but

STILL, QUESTIONS ARISE. Are
these artificial flowers a “breed” unto
themselves, or should they simply sim-
ulate the real thing?

Reeves feels they should be consid-
ered as accessories for the home, and
not as an imitation for real flowers, or
a substitute for them.

“Any home benefits inside and out
by combining the best of Teal and arti-
ficial plants and flowers,” he believes,
adding that, with both, it’s the skill of
decorating with them that counts.
Some tips:

@ Buy first with color in mind, us-
ing the flowers to pick up the accent
color in the room, just as would be
done with an accessory. Scale, too, is
important, using the bigger plants and
trees as verticals.

® Do not mix fresh and artificial
flowers. If you put water in the vase,
you ruin the stems of the artificial flo-
wers, and the rust hurts the real flo-
wers. However artificial and real
plants can be mixed, creating the im-
pression that all are real.

Keeping Cool

A room air conditioner can keep you
comfortable at less cost than central
house air conditioning, reports the

' Better Heating Cooling Council.

A cooling unit, either in the window
or through the wall, can cool just the
room being occupied, rather than the
whole house. In very hot weather, it
may be desirable to precool some
rooms even before using them, a bed-
room, for example. In milder weather
however, turning on the room unit
only when needed can bring the tem-
perature down to comfort level quick-

ly.

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® If you cannot afford an entire
arrangement of silk flowers, buy what
you cap, and gradually add to the ar-
rangement, taking them back to the
store or florist for help with the ar-
ranging.

For silk flowers that go limp, hold the
flowers in your hand, giving some form
to the petals with your fingers, and
then lightly spray a good quality of
hair spray to adequately saturate the
petals, and follow this with a hair
dryer — from a distance.
