On Sunday, Marie-Kristin Friedow was here. 
On Monday, she was gone. 
And on Thursday, a crowd estimated between 100-

150 people — parents Thomas and Christel, sister 
Michelle, and friends and classmates — gathered for 
a candlelight vigil at Canton High School to say good­
bye to her. 

They were there to pay their final respects — and 
say one final farewell — to Friedow, the 18-year-
old Plymouth woman killed Sunday afternoon in a 
two-car crash on Michigan Avenue, near the 1-275 
exchange in Canton. 

The vigil was organized by the Plymouth-Canton 
Educational Park's Gay-Straight Alliance. 

"Marie was really active in our club, and she was 
extremely dedicated and she was an all-around good 
person," said Canton High School junior Cassidy 
Creech who, along with members Nikki Spitz, Ryan 
Rockov and Alexa Zmich, organized the event. "She 
felt it was the right thing to do. We wanted to give her 
family a chance to come out and be with people who 
loved her." 

Friedow was killed in the crash shortly after 4:30 
p.m. Sunday, and on Monday students were talking to 
administrators about the vigil. 

While counselors were on hand Monday to help 
students fight through their grief, the students took 
matters into their own therapeutic hands Thursday 
night. 

Rachel Palgut went to elementary school with 
Friedow, drifted apart for awhile and "reconnected 
junior year," she said.

Letter carriers in the 
Plymouth and Canton area 
will be delivering more than 
mail when they make their 
rounds on Saturday. 

They'll be delivering help 
— and hope — to hundreds of 
area families struggling to put 
food on the table during tough 
economic times. 

Saturday is the 18th annual 
Stamp Out Hunger food drive, 
an event sponsored by the 
National Association of Letter 
Carriers. 

Mail customers are asked 
to make donations by setting 
canned goods, boxed meal 
mixes (like macaroni and 
cheese or Pasta Roni), crack­
ers and cereal, plus toiletries, 
in their mailboxes that morn­
ing for pickup by their letter* 
carriers. Donations can also 
be bagged and the bags set in 
the mailbox or set on the front 
porch. 

Donations will go to the 
food bank run by the Salvation 
Army Plymouth Corps, which 
covers Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township, Canton Township 
and Belleville. In the Northville 
area, the donations go to 
Northville Civic Concern. 

Letter carrier Jennifer 
Nicholson, who has a resi­
dential route in Plymouth, is 
the drive's coordinator for the 
Plymouth area. Her involve­

ment is a way of giving back to 
the community — her family, 
when she was young, benefited 
from Salvation Army assis­
tance, she said. 

"There're so many people 
out there who are lacking the 
money to get food, or adequate 
amounts of food," Nicholson 
said. 

Indeed, said Laurie Aren, 
the Plymouth Corps' direc­
tor of family and community 
ministries, need remains high, 
even as there are glimmers of 
hope for some recipients, such 
as increased work hours or a 
successful job interview. More 
senior citizens, especially, are 
seeking help, she said. 

Aren said that, when she 
started with the Plymouth 
Corps three years ago, there 
were an average of 50 assis­
tance requests a month. Lately, 
she said, requests have been 
averaging 100 a month. 

"This is the new norm, and 
we've got to figure out what 
we're going to do," said Aren. 

Nicholson said residents on 
her route have been generous 
in past Stamp Out Hunger 
drives, and that she typically 
has to circle back to the post 
office to drop off donations 
before completing her route. 

"On my route, oh, my good­
ness, I get so much food," she 
said. Another carrier, with 
a route off of Haggerty, gets 
so many donations that col­
leagues have to make pickups

from him two or three times 
before he can finish the route, 
she said. 

Last year, said Aren, the 
drive netted 70,000 pounds of 
food for the Plymouth Corps' 
food bank. 

She's aiming for more this 
year, and is hoping the drive 
will get the food bank through 
the summer, when demand 
increases, in part because chil­
dren aren't in school and can't 
rely on free and reduced meal 
programs. 

Aren is optimistic. 
"We do all come together to 

support the community," Aren 
said. "This community is very 
supportive of each other." 

The food bank is always in 
need of peanut butter and jelly, 
macaroni and cheese, canned 
meats, fruits and vegetables, 
canned and boxed juices, 
cereal and crackers, Aren said. 
New toiletries and household 
items, such as shampoo and 
conditioner, toothpaste, laun­
dry detergent and baby wipes, 
are also needed, she said. 

Plymouth-area donations 
are taken by the mail carriers 
to the U.S. Postal Service sta­
tion on Clipper Street, near 
Beck Road, where volunteers, 
often family members and 
friends of the letter carriers 
and Salvation Army workers, 
box them up and transport 
them to the food bank.

Palgut said, they shared a 
room and many stories. 

"Marie had a way of showing 
people beauty in the world," 
said Palgut, who found out 
about Friedow's death from a 
phone call from a friend. "She 
had a way of helping people 
to live their life, and she was 
so full of life herself that it 
touched so many lives. 

"I got to the memorial ser­
vice and there were so many 
people there who were affected 
by her and loved her and cared 
about her," Palgut added. "It 
was wonderful to see." 

Salem High School senior 
Kristin Pelz was struck by 
Friedow's death and created a 
Facebook page, "We love Marie-
Kristin Friedow," to give people 
a chance to express their grief 
and their feelings for Friedow. 

As of Thursday night, some 
1,300 people had become fans 
of the site. 

"It hit me really hard, so I 
thought I'd start a Facebook 
group so people could express 
their feelings and help them 
get through it," said Pelz, a 
17-year-old Canton resident. 
"She was the kind of person 
who didn't care what other 
people thought of her. When I 
was walking the halls with her, 
people would say, 'She's differ­
ent,' and Marie didn't care. She 
was her own person, and she 
cared about everybody."

. When Melanie Gingell saw the story 
of 9-year-old Erica, who died when a 
distracted driver rammed her bike head-
on 30 seconds from Erica's home, on the 
Oprah Winfrey show back in January, she 
felt compelled to heed Winfrey's call for 
people to sign a "no texting and driving" 
pledge. 

That's why Gingell and other members of 
the Salem High School Student Congress 
organized a series of assemblies Monday, 
designed to gather what they hoped would 
be 3,000 signatures on pledges to stop the 
practice of distracted - talking on a cell 
phone or texting - driving. 

At the end of the first day, they'd gath­
ered nearly 500 signatures. By the end of 
the week, that number had risen to more 
than 700. 

"I was watching with my mom, and it 
touched me because I couldn't believe 
so many people are dying," Gingell said 
of Winfrey's show, which quoted stud­
ies showing some 6,000 people die - and 
another 500,000 are injured - every year 
in distracted driving incidents. "Just the 
numbers of people dying... the one with 
(Erica). I couldn't believe a mother had to 
lose her child because of that." 

Students got very involved in the 
cause, and got some help from school 
board trustee Judy Mardigian, who sent 
a letter asking Winfrey to do her "No 
Phone Zone," which aired Friday, from

Detroit. While Winfrey did her show live 
from Chicago, the show hosted a rally at ' 
Detroit's Renaissance Center, and the talk 
show host invited the Plymouth-Canton 
delegation to be part of it. 

Gingell, a 16-year-old junior from 
Northville, had been scheduled to speak 
at the Detroit rally, where Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm signed the bill banning texting 
while driving into law. Gingell's speech, 
which would have included talking points 
about Salem's assemblies and plans to 
move the cause forward in the future, was 
cut due to time constraints. 

The assemblies included yideos provided 
by the Canton Police Department Resource 

officer that depicted a car crash caused 
by a young girl texting while driving. 
The graphic nature of the public service 
announcement - several people die, includ­
ing a baby - drew a complaint from one 
Plymouth mother because not only was it 
graphic, but because it was shown fewer 
than 24 hours after 18-year-old Marie-
Kristin Friedow died in a two-car crash on 
Michigan Ave., near 1-275, Sunday. 

Gingell said she sympathizes with the 
woman who complained - and "can't 
imagine the grief (Friedow's) mother is 
feeling" - but said the video was to the 
point. 

"We had not seen it before the assembly, 
and I didn't know that kind of video was 
going to be shown," Gingell said. "I think 
it was an important part of the assembly. 
Teens usually think they're invincible. I 
think it was good for them to see an accu­
rate representation. 

"The effect might have been height­
ened" by the video, Gingell said. 
"Ultimately the goal of our assembly was 
to save lives in our community. I didn't 
want any other family to go through that 
kind of grief." 

School officials agreed with Gingell's 
assertion the video was an important 
part of the assembly, despite it's timing, 
according to the district's director of com­
munity relations, Frank Ruggirello. 

"It was an important... for the kids to 
see," Ruggirello said.

Plymouth-Canton's Board 
of Education approved a 
list of teachers to be laid 
off at their regular meeting 
Tuesday night, an annual 
requirement before April 30. 

This year's list was differ­
ent for two reasons: There 
were only four names, and 
all four - teachers in Title 
1 at-risk programs - are 
expected to be brought back. 

That's because nearly 
90 staffers took advan­
tage of the district's Early 
Severance Incentive pro­
gram and left the district 
early, saving the district 
money and jobs. 

But it comes at some­
thing of a price, as Charles 
Portelli, the former head of 
the teachers' union, pointed 
out Tuesday: The district 
will lose more than 2,700 
years of experience when 
they go. 

"That's a lot of experi­
ence walking out the door," 
Portelli told board members 

at Tuesday's meeting. "It 
will be a great loss." 

The district will likely 
call back the four laid-off 
teachers, according to 
Ray Bihun, the district's 
executive director of human 
resources. 

"Because so many took 
advantage of the early 
retirements, these people 
will probably be called 
back," Bihun said. "If not for 
that, we' probably have had 
to lay off about 40 people." 

The teachers may not be 
brought back in their cur­
rent positions, because they 
worked in programs for 
at-risk students funded by 
Title 1 money. 

"People will still have 
jobs, just not where they do 
now," Bihun said. "There 
will be a lot of juggling." 

The district got nearly 
one-third more than the 60 
teachers they hoped they'd 
attract by offering the early 
buyout. Administrators 
hope the plan will save the 
district some $2.3 million 
in the first year.

Four months before their 
contract with teachers expires, 
Plymouth-Canton Community 
Schools officials have reached a 
new agreement with one of their 
largest union groups. 

The district and its transporta­
tion union have agreed on a new 
two-year deal that includes con­
cessions district officials say will 
save more than $840,000 over 
the life of the deal. 

"It's a good contract," said Ray 
Bihun, the district's executive direc­
tor of human resources. "We're 
looking at a deficit (in 2 0 1 0 - 1 1 ) . . . 
this saves us a lot of money and 
hopefully helps reduce the deficit." 

The deal, which covers more 
than 1 7 0 bus drivers, mechanics, 
monitors and security personnel, 
covers the current school year 
and 2 0 1 0 - 1 1 . According to Bihun, 
concessions by the union include: 

• An 8-percent pay cut across 
the board. 

• A second tier of wages that 

will pay new hires 2 percent less 
than that to start. 

• Two furlough days in 2010-11. 
• Two fewer holidays. 
• Adding a deductible and a 

monthly co-pay to members' 
health care plan. 

• Increased co-pays for office 
visits to $20 and shifts to a more 
district-friendly prescription plan. 

Siobhan Riffle, chief union 
steward for Operating Engineers 
Local 324, said the district made 
it clear from the start those con­
cessions were going to be neces­
sary, staking a position from 
which district negotiators never 
wavered that the union would 
have to come up with "about 
$730,000" in concessions. 

"That's what we had to work 
with... there was no coming down 
on that amount," Riffle said. "We 
were up against quite a challenge. 
We felt we had to make (conces­
sions) to keep our jobs." 

Riffle said district negotiators 
mentioned the prospect of priva­
tizing — "They said they didn't 
want to privatize, but if it came to 

the point where they had no other 
choice, they would do what they 
had to do," she said — but that 
after getting into the process, she 
realized it wasn't a threat. 

"When we started negotiating, 
we took (privatizing) as a threat," 
Riffle said. "As negotiations went 
on and we watched what was 
going on in other districts, we 
realized it was just reality." 

Bihun said the deal saves the 
district $102,000 this year and 
$740,000 in 2010-11. He said the, 
concessions made by the union kept 
the district from having to consider 
alternatives such as privatizing the 
transportation department. 

"We're looking at a deficit, and 
we have to buy buses," Bihun said. 
"We talked about a way to save 
money would be to privatize, but 
we didn't spend a lot of time on it. 
It was never a serious discussion." 

Riffle said members of her union 
felt, in making the concessions, 
like the union "took a hit" for other 
groups in the district, including 
teachers, custodial and food ser­
vice workers and even the admin­

istration. As some of those con­
tracts come up, she said, she hopes 
those groups will do the same. 

"We figured, take 'em now," 
Riffle said of the concessions. "We 
originally thought we were going to 
take a hit for the district, because 
groups that agreed prior to us had 
pretty much made no concessions. 
This takes us through next year; 
we're hoping (other groups) take 
the kind of hit we did." 

School officials praised the 
transportation union for its will­
ingness to negotiate the conces­
sions they say will save the dis­
trict much-needed money. 

"The union was very thorough 
and very thought-provoking in 
putting together a deal that was 
not only beneficial to the district, 
but to their group," said Dean 
Mileto, the district's director 
of transportation. "This group 
didn't just get together for a com­
plaint session, they came to work 
at it. They looked at it and said, 
'What do we need to do?' They 
understand where the district 
was on that." 
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M A C Y ' S 
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seniors this year obviously 
won't be around for the 2011 
parade, but they were happy 
the band was chosen.

"We want to make sure we get 
every possible child who wants 
to be a part of it gets that 
chance. This is an unbelievable 
honor. It's something they'll 
never experience again." 

To help celebrate the event, 
Whatley handed out contain­
ers of confetti, which the kids 
used to coat the band room in 
a celebratory blanket of color. 
Among the celebrants was 14-
year-old Krista Arrasmith of 
Canton. She's a freshman now, 
and she'll be a junior when the 
band heads to New York. 

"It's really exciting," said 
Arrasmith, who's been in the 
program since sixth grade.

Armbruster said the band 
is so focused on competitions 
that it's nice to get out of that 
mode for a change, particularly 
for something like the Macy's 
Thanksgiving Day Parade. 

"There's an electricity about 
that time of year," he said. "We 
do so much competitively, but 
we haven't done anything like 
this in some years. This is a 
great way to get us out there to 
do something different. In the 
band realm, this is the pinnacle 
of what we do."

grateful for services and 
research of the March of 
Dimes. The babies weighed 1 
pound, 3 ounces, and 1 pound, 
5 ounces, at birth. 

"Both of them are doing 
great," she added. 

This is the team's fifth year 
walking, with some 60 walk­
ers braving the rain, "give or 
take a couple." 

Deanna Wright's 10 grand­
children include another set 
of preemie twins who weren't 
born as early. They're well. 

' G O D H A S B E E N G O O D ' 
"All 10 of our grandchildren 

are walking today. We really 
don't take life for granted any­
more. God has been good to 
us," she said. 

Jennifer Waligora of Canton 
was team captain of about 
12 walkers for her daughter, 
Jessica, who died at age 2 in 
2000. 

"We've been walking every 
year since she was born," she 
said of Jessica, born at 28 
weeks and weighing 1 pound, 
7 ounces. Their daughter was 
in the hospital NICU 90 days, 
dad Mark said. 

The couple walked with 
their older children Amanda, 
15, and Nolan, 9, in Jessica's 
memory. 

"It's just all the things 
they've contributed to the hos­
pital," Mark said of the March 
of Dimes. 

Jennifer remembers when 
Jessica was born. They felt 
helpless, so they decided to "get 
out and do something for her." 
Their daughter died the Friday 
before what would have been 
her first March for Babies. 

"That really brought us com­
ing back every year," Jennifer 
said. 

Jackie Abraham of Canton 
and co-worker Bonnie Fischer 
of Westland were walking with 
Detroit Diesel/UAW Local 
163, with the UAW among 
sponsors of the event. They, 
were joined by family mem­
bers. It was Jackie's first walk, 
Bonnie's fifth or sixth. 

"First rainy one," she said 
with a smile. Her niece 
Breanna, among walkers, has 
dystonia, a neurological move­
ment disorder characterized 
by involuntary muscle contrac­
tions and spasms that result in 
abnormal postures and move­
ments. Jackie's late son had a 
chromosome disorder. 

"It's just a good cause, a very 
good cause," Abraham said. 
"It's something that definitely 
needs to be done." 

"They're so many different 
problems here," Fischer said of 
the several thousand walkers 
and their children.

"Bonnie's been here more 
than we have," Kim Strange 
said. "It's a good cause." 

As they returned to Nankin 
Mills, the hardy walkers 
were greeted by Shooter, the 
Plymouth Whalers mascot. 
They got a festive sendoff 
thanks to the Livonia Middle 
School pom team. 

"We volunteered to come 
cheer on the walkers," said 
Megan Mila, 13, of Livonia, a 
Holmes Middle School eighth-
grader. "I think it's for a good 
cause and that it will go for 
good things." 

She was providing the taped 
music for the team. Music was 
featured along the route to 
spur on the walkers. 

Jill Lulkin of Bloomfield 
Hills walked with daughter 
Emily, 10, in memory of baby 
Madison Hope Henzi. 

"Rain or shine, we're going 
to walk because it's important. 
We're not going to melt," she 
said. 

••• Stephanie Reinemeyer of 
Milan walked with Team Ike 
and Ella as a co-captain of the 
group of about 80. Ella, her 
daughter, died young, as did 
Ike, son of another co-captain. 
The children died within a few 
months of each other. 

"We're just trying to raise 
money and show our support 
and honor commitment," she 
said of the Milan Church of 
Christ friends. "We wish it was 
sunnier." 

The local event was among 
others held to improve babies' 
health by preventing birth 
defects, premature birth and 
infant mortality. The national 
goal is $ 1 0 0 million, the state 
$2 .8 million. Metro Detroit's 
goal is $ 1 . 2 million, Hines 
Park's $300,000 and the city 
of Detroit location $ 2 0 0 , 0 0 0 . 

' R E A L L Y B I G Y E A R ' 
"It's a really big year for us," 

said Sarah Collica, March of 
Dimes Metropolitan Detroit 
Division community direc­
tor. The fund-raising event 
has been held nationally 
since 1 9 7 0 , starting as "Walk 
America," and in Hines Park 
since the 1 9 9 0 s . 

Last week, organizers were 
still calculating, but Collica 
said the Hines Park and metro 
Detroit goals were met and 
likely surpassed. 

"How much we've surpassed 
it, we don't know. There are 
still some dollars rolling in," 
she said. 

About 2,500 people walked 
in Hines Park, among the 
8 , 000 metro participants. 

"It was a great success," 
Collica said. 

This year's honorary co-
chairs nationally were Alan 
Mulally, CEO of Ford Motor 
Co., and Ron Gettelfinger of 
Canton, outgoing president 
of the UAW. Among the 23 
Michigan walks, the men did 
the Hines Park and Detroit 
Hart Plaza walks. 

"I was a little worried about 
the weather," Collica said. 
Umbrellas and ponchos soon 
became abundant, but walkers 
soldiered on. Many wore team 

T-shirts, and some walked 
with their dogs on leashes. 

Robert Ficano, Wayne 
County executive, noted 
it's rare to have Mulally, 
Gettelfinger and others 
together "and we're all smiling 
at the same time. The Detroit 
metropolitan area has faced 
some real challenges." 

Showing charity has been 
a constant in Detroit, Ficano 
said. "We're coming out of 
those challenges and we know 
Ford Motor Co. is helping to 
lead that." 

Mulally and Gettelfinger 
thanked each other for March 
of Dimes efforts. 

"Your generosity, your dedi­
cation and your commitment 
mean so much," Gettelfinger 
said to the crowd. 

"Thanks a lot for joining us 
today," added Mulally, who 
also mingled freely with the 
crowd, posing for photos. 

Feet were a bit sore at 
the Hines Park walk's end, 
and stomachs empty, so the 
Kiwanis Club of Colonial 
Plymouth came to the rescue 
with hot dogs off the grill, 
manned by Roy Klay of Wayne. 

Jeanne Baldwin of Plymouth 
Township and Mark Riegal of 
Canton were among some 15 
club members volunteering 
with the food. 

"We do it every year," she 
said. "We've got like 2 , 0 0 0 hot 
dogs," the scent of which drew 
hungry walkers. , 

"It's just a great cause and 
it's something we've been 
doing for years," Baldwin said 
of the March of Dimes, among 
the service club's youth-
focused projects.

offer guided tours, pictures of 
holy places, posters featuring 
Islamic messages and hourly 
lectures starting at 11 a.m., 
including the main presen­
tation at 1 p.m., said Sohail 
Ahsan, member of MCWS's 
outreach committee. 

The mosque is located at 
40440 Palmer Road, just west 
of Lotz.

Hundreds of walkers in 
southeast Michigan will log 
between 1.5 and 6.2 miles 
today, Sunday, May 2, in 
solidarity with hungry people 
around the world. 

The Rev. Mary Biedron, 
associate minister at North 
Congregational Church in 
Farmington Hills, says the 
mileage is no coincidence. 

"For many people around 
the world, that's how far they 
have to walk to get .food and 
clean water," said Biedron, 
director of the Farmington/ 
Farmington Hills/West 
Bloomfield CROP walk, a hun­
ger relief program of Church 
World Service. "The goal has 
been not just to get contribu­
tions, but to cause people to 
be aware of hunger. The walk 
is meant to be an interactive 
experience as well." 

Church World Service is a 
cooperative ministry of 36 
Christian denominations that 
offers development, disaster 
relief and refugee assistance in 
80 countries. In the U.S., the 
organization helps communi­
ties respond to hunger and 
disasters, resettles refugees 
and promotes fair national 
and international policies. Its 
CROP walks and other pro­
grams give participants an 
opportunity to make a differ­
ence in their communities and 
around the globe. 

The Farmington event is 
among more than two dozen 
CROP walks taking place in 
Michigan this spring. Several 
are scheduled this weekend in 
the metro area, including in 
Redford and Wayne/Westland. 
Livonia and Plymouth/Canton 
will hold walks in October. 

Walkers and runners take 
pledges for donations to the 
cause and will log 10 kilome­
ters — that's 6.2 miles — or 
participate in a two-mile walk

in Farmington. In Westland, 
they walk 1.5, three or four 
miles. 

"You don't even have to 
walk. I have one man who's 
going to rock in his rock­
ing chair," said Judy Curtis, 
Wayne/Westland walk coor­
dinator. "I have eight churches 
committed. Last year we had 
walkers, wheelchairs and 
strollers." 

One reason Curtis sup­
ports Church World Service is 
because it responds quickly to 
disasters around the world. 

"I don't know who needs 
a well. I don't know the best 
crop to grow, but they send 
specialists in who do and it's 
fabulous," she said. "And they 
aren't just in other countries. 
They're in America, too." 

H E L P I N G A T H O M E 
Three-quarters of the pro­

ceeds helps Church World 
Service combat hunger world­
wide. One-quarter is donated 
back to the community for 
local use. 

Each walk designates 
where the local funding will 
be used. In the Farmington 
area, St. Alexander's Food 

Cupboard, the Salvation Army, 
Neighborhood House, the 
Baldwin Center in Pontiac 
and Yad Ezra, a kosher food 
pantry, will share 25 percent 
of the proceeds collected. The 
Wayne/Westland walk sup­
ports Full Gospel Temple's 
warming station, John Bolde 
Memorial Food Depot in 
Wayne, the Salvation Army, 
Good Hope Lutheran Church's 
food pantry in Garden City 
and Wayne Westland Fish. 
Redford Interfaith Relief 
receives the local quarter of 
proceeds from the Redford 
Crop Walk.

our power to make this a suc­
cess.'" 

Last year, nearly 120 walk­
ers raised approximately 
$10,000 at Wayne/Westland's

The Farmington-area CROP 
walk's 352 participants col­
lected $33,485 last year. This 
year participants will mark 25 
years with a birthday cake and 
commemorative T-shirts.

$1,500 for our agency once all

The money buys groceries for 
the Berkley-based food pantry 
that served 2,500 families last 

year. The need has increased by 
1,300 families since 2007. 

"We have families from Flint, 
families from the city. We've 
helped people Downriver and 
in Ann Arbor, whoever comes 
to us," Luger said. "It's a whole 
new demographic — people 
who thought they'd never be 
in this situation, people who 
are embarrassed or don't know 
how to navigate the system." 

K O S H E R F O O D S 
Yad Ezra primarily serves 

Jewish families because it pro­
vides kosher foods, but it won't 
turn away anyone who needs 
one-time, emergency help. 

Luger will walk Sunday 
along with other Yad Ezra 
representatives. Registration 
starts at 1 p.m. followed by 
the walks at 1:30 p.m., at First 
United Church of Farmington, 
located on Grand River 
Avenue, east of Farmington 
Road. 

The Wayne/Westland walk 
registers at 1:30 p.m. and 
starts at 2 p.m., at Kirk of 
Our Savior Church, 36660 
Cherry Hill, Westland. The 
church will serve pizza, salad 
and desserts after the event. 

The Redford walk registers 
at 1 p.m., with a 1:30 p.m. 
start time, at Presbyterian 
Village of Redford, 25330 W. 
Six Mile, Redford. 

"It's such an important 
cause and such a pleasure 
and blessing to see how many 
people get involved in world 
hunger," Biedron said. "If 
everyone comes together 
and does what they can, it's 
remarkable what can be 
accomplished. Rain or shine, 
we'll get out this Sunday and 
do it for the people of the 
world."

Having a knee replacement does not always mean an end to a troublesome knee. Fluid 

can accumulate in the new joint causing both pain and impaired ability to walk. 
The reason that fluid returns is that the knee joint has crevasses and turns in the joint 

lining; the result is that even in the most complete joint replacement operations, some joint 
lining cells remain. These cells retain the capacity to make joint fluid if an irritant appears 
within the joint. 

The most common irritant is microscopic shards coming from the artificial joint. In some 
people, the body's environment leads to a minute shredding of metal particles from the 
knee replacement. These particles, if picked up by the joint lining cells, set up a response 
within the lining cells that leads the production of joint fluid. 

The result is pain in the knee and the return of an unsteady gait. 
A physician has no choice but to take the excess fluid out by aspirating the knee joint. 

Often physicians feel reluctant to undertake the procedure for fear of inducing an infection. 
However, every time a doctor does a knee aspiration or injection the possibility of infection 
exists. The need to take precaution to avoid infection is part of every joint aspiration 
procedure. 

When a doctor aspirates at the site of a knee replacement, he just needs to be sure not 
to omit any step he takes when aspirating an ordinary knee. There is no need to be more 
cautious, instead, the doctor should remain focused and alert.

The 
dishwasher was not on when 
we left the house, but when we 
came home there was heat com­
ing out of the dishwasher. It was 
very, very hot. The only indica­
tor light on the touch pad that 
was lit was the heated dry. The 
dishwasher is a GE Profile and 
was installed about three years 
ago. We haven't had any other 
problem with it since it was 
installed. What could the prob­
lem be? Could the dishwasher 
go on by itself?" 

Ladies and Gentlemen, I 
have talked to Yvonne and her 
husband and they tell me they 
still use their dishwasher but 
now they have to trip the circuit 
breaker after every use. I asked 
them to call General Electric 
and report the problem and to 
also contact the US Product 
Safety Commission at (800) 
638-2772 and report this prob­
lem to them as well. 

If all of you reading this 
column will go into your com­
puter and look up the dish­
washer recalls that have been 
announced in the past few years 
you may be surprised to see that 
the figure falls into the millions. 
I happen to feel that this appli­
ance turn-on problem is just 
as serious as a vehicle speeding 
up to 90 mph without touching 
the gas pedal. The car problem 

is certainly much more obvi­
ous than the appliance product 
coming on in the middle of the 
night, burning your house to 
the ground or causing death in 
the family. This problem may 
be better hidden than other 
things that are not reported by 
manufacturers to the CPSC. I 
would love to see every home in 
America with a working smoke 
detector that is located near 
enough to all appliances to save 
a life. 

On this subject I recently 
read a story on my radio show 
of a home where the cat walked 
across the kitchen range and 
activated the touch pad control 
causing the stove burners to 
come on. When your arms are 
full and you're looking for space 
to put something down, the 
range top is not what you should 
use. 

In years past we didn't have 
all these electronics on major 
appliances and you never heard 
about products starting on 
their own. Now they talk about 
appliances that you can control 
from a telephone at the office 
and technology that will make 
today's products look like a tub 
and scrub board. I talked with 
a man the other day who sells 
thousands of products every 
year and he gave me a mouth­
ful as to his views on how little 
regard is given by manufactur­
ers in backing up their products. 
His grandfather founded the 
business in 1928 and like he 
says, "Things sure are different 
today." 

I may be the only person in 
this country writing a column 
on major home appliances and I 
won't be around forever. While 
I'm here I would love to see the 
manufacturers install a safety 
mechanism in their electronic 
hardware that won't let any 
sort of electrical interference or 
whatever turn on their products. 
They could do it and I'm sure 
that homeowners wouldn't mind 
paying the extra for it. At least 
they would be able to feel safe at 
night. Stay tuned.

Wayne State University 
School of Medicine research­
ers have published the find­
ings of a pilot study that shows 
hookah smoking is on the rise 
among white Americans of 
non-Arab descent. 

The team believes the hoo­
kah trend could hold dan­
gerous health implications, 
including serving as a gateway 
to cigarette smoking and other 
drug use. 

While the hookah — a water 
pipe used to burn and ingest 
flavored and scented tobacco 
— conjures up images of 
middle-aged and older men 
of Arabic descent sharing a 
smoke in dark cafes, Dr. Bengt 
Arnetz and Dr. Hikmet Jamil, 
professors in the Department 
of Family Medicine and Public 
Health Sciences, say they 
believe the practice is insidi­
ously working its way into a 
health hazard for Americans. 

Arnetz, who also is director 
of the Division of Occupational 
and Environmental Medicine, 
says he's concerned that the 
trend appears to be rising with

For their study, 
"Sociodemographic risk indi­
cators of hookah smoking 
among White Americans: A 
pilot study," published in the 
March 2010 online edition 
of the Nicotine £2 Tobacco 
Research journal, the doctors 
surveyed 240 adults of non-

Michigan. They found that 19 
percent of those surveyed were 
involved in hookah smoking. 
Ten percent said they smoked 
only using a hookah, and 9 
percent smoked both ciga­
rettes and a hookah. 

W O R S E T H A N C I G A R E T T E S 
Nineteen percent of the 

respondents said they believed 
smoking via a hookah was 
less harmful than smoking 
cigarettes. Hookah smoking, 
Arnetz said, is likely more 
dangerous than cigarette 
smoking. Hookah smokers are 
exposed to and inhale greater 
amounts of carbon dioxide, 
nicotine and other carcino­
gens during a session with the 
water pipe.

Arnetz said researchers 
don't know whether the health 
risks for second-hand smoke 
from hookahs are similar to 
secondhand smoke from ciga­
rettes. The exposure dose and 
time that nonsmokers spend 
when visiting hookah bars will 
determine long-term risks. 
However, hookah smoking has 
been shown to increase the 
risk for lung cancer, respira­
tory illness, low birth weight 
and periodontal disease, he 
said. And there are investiga­
tions into whether the practice 
increases the risks for commu­
nicable diseases such as tuber­
culosis and hepatitis C. 

U S E R P R O F I L E 
Those most likely to use 

a hookah, according to the 
survey results, were 22 and 
younger and lived with a 
family member who used 
tobacco. The study found no 
difference in the prevalence 
of hookah use between men 
and women. Hookah use was 
more prevalent among stu­
dents and those who exercised

regularly, lending credence to 
the hypothesis that smokers 
mistakenly believe the hookah 
offers fewer health hazards 
than cigarettes. 

"We believe in general the 
hookah venue attracts both 
genders," Arnetz said. "You 
do it in groups, and there is a 
perception of less danger but 

also more social peer pressure 
to use it." 

Arnetz and Jamil have sub­
mitted a grant request to the 
National Institutes of Health 
seeking $450,000 a year for 
five years to expand their 
pilot study. They propose 
following a random sample 
of adolescent students from 
ninth grade through high 
school. This would be the 
first random sample study of 
hookah use among students 
in general. 

"We want to study the 
prevalence of hookah use 
among different groups of 
students, especially youth 
from underserved fami­
lies; how hookah use might 
change during the high 
school career and what fac­
tors determine the uptake of 
hookah, including peer pres­
sure," Arnetz said. "Finally, 
we want to study whether 
hookah acts as a gateway 
drug for cigarettes, mari­
juana and heavier drugs, and 
poor lifestyle choices in gen­
eral."
