Christmas fire displaces family

No one was hurt in a 
Christmas Day house fire in 
Plymouth that appears to have 
started in the chimney.

The fire was on Maple 
Street near Fairground Street 
and was reported just after 
4 p.m. Saturday. While most 
fire damage was limited to the 
attic and roof area, the fire 
was persistent and took close 
to two hours to put out, said 
Fire Chief Mark Wendel of the 
Plymouth Community Fire 
Department.

“The fire was pretty iso­
lated,” Wendel said, explaining 
that because of renovations to 
the house over the years, there 
were places for the fire to hide. 
“It took a considerable amount 
of time and effort for our guys 
to access those areas.”

Firefighters were at the 
scene for about four hours, 
Wendel said; after the initial 
attack, hidden hot spots were 
found that also had to be 
extinguished.

Wendel said the house does 
not appear to be a total loss 
but that “there’s enough dam­
age that it’s probably going 
to be a while before they can 
move back in.” The homeown­
ers are reportedly staying with 
relatives in the area.

Wendel said the fire started 
in the fireplace chimney, and 
he suspects that built-up creo­
sote — incompletely burned 
material from previous fire-
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Fire damaged a Maple Street home on Christmas Day.

place fires — in the chimney 
was the point of ignition.

It’s important for homeown­
ers who use their fireplaces to 
have the chimneys cleaned, 
Wendel said; a fireplace that’s 
used regularly should have the 
chimney cleaned once a year, 
he said.

Wendel praised the fire­
fighters who put out the blaze.

There were six PCFD fire­
fighters at the scene, and the 
fire departments in Livonia 
and Northville Township 
responded to calls for mutual 
aid, sending, respectively, four 
firefighters and five firefight­
ers, plus equipment.

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Schoolcraft chief 
Jeffress helps keep 
college competitive

During his tenure as presi­
dent of Schoolcraft College, 
Conway Jeffress has watched 
the facility open the $27 
million VisTaTech Center, 
including an expanded culi­
nary arts department with 
new demonstration kitchens 
and a Business Development 
Center.

If Jeffress has his way 
over the next 10 years, that 
growth won’t be limited, 
either, to that recent expan­
sion.

There are big plans ahead 
for Schoolcraft College. 
Within the next few months 
the college will open a new 
driving course for Livonia 
police officers and firefight­
ers, and police and fire 
academy students. A new fire 
training tower is under con­
struction at that off-campus 
location on Glendale near 
Farmington Road.

SIM  L A B
Jeffress envisions a 21st 

Century main campus with 
a facility to simulate a com­
plete operating room in a 
medical facility so students 
can train as a nurse or tech­
nician. “That ‘sim lab’ (simu­
lation laboratory) will allow 
you to perform many kinds of 
medical procedures,” Jeffress 
said.

Jeffress hopes that 
vision and plans will keep

Schoolcraft competitive with 
other learning institutions, 
whether they are in Livonia’s 
back yard or miles away. 
Colleges and universities 
have undergone a big trans­
formation, Jeffress said, and 
the president wants to make 
sure the college remains 
ahead of the curve.

“Colleges are more tech­
nologically sophisticated not 
just in hardware or software, 
but programs are reflecting 
that sophistication,” Jeffress 
said. “Jobs are more complex. 
Duties that are required to be 
performed tend to escalate to 
the next level.”

Jeffress uses the nursing 
field as an example. “Nurses 
who are working the floor are 
doing things that were once 
physician-oriented,” Jeffress 
said. “The college has altered 
that role to fit this reality.”

C U L I N A R Y  A N D  S C IE N C E
Jeffress cites the recent 

visit of John Folse, a chef 
from Louisiana known for his 
expertise in Creole cookery. 
Jeffress listened to Folse’s 
lecture to culinary arts stu­
dents as Folse blended the 
culture, sociology and physics 
and chemistry on the prepa­
ration of a Creole dish and 
how the temperature of the 
food on the outer edges of 
that pot is different than the 
middle and the impact on the 
food that is cooking.

“The cooking and the food needs to be good and taste 
delicious, but it should reflect the culture and region it 
comes from,” Jeffress said. “The knowledge has expanded 
in culinary arts. It’s more than just being able to cook 
well.”

Jeffress also wants to see a simulation of business incu­
bation on campus. Business incubation assists in the devel­
opment of a small company through support services and 
resources to help ensure the success of an entrepreneur.

“It would allow for businesses to get a start,” Jeffress 
said. “The businesses would need a place to operate and 
they could rent out some building space. That kind of incu­
bation would be marvelous for about a half-dozen compa­
nies.”

C O M M U N IT Y  IN V O L V E M E N T
Jeffress also is involved in the communities served 

by Schoolcraft. In January, Jeffress delivered the key­
note address at the Martin Luther King Jr. Birthday 
Celebration program at the Livonia City Hall. The 
event was presented by the Livonia Human Relations 
Commission.

Elaine Livingway chairs the Livonia Human Relations 
Commission. Livingway said Jeffress was selected by the 
commission for his participation in the city of Livonia.

“He was chosen for his commitment to diversity and 
understanding of diversity,” Livingway said at the time.

Jeffress remains active in several committees. In Novi, 
he has served on the Walsh College Advisory Board for the 
past 10 years. In Garden City, he serves on the Garden City 
Hospital Board of Trustees.

In Livonia, he is a longtime Rotarian and recently 
became active with the Fast Forward Main Street 
Advisory Committee in Livonia, a new group that assists 
small businesses.

Since 2004, he has served on the Michigan Community 
College Association with previous positions as president 
and board president.

W H A T 'S  N E X T
Jeffress expects next year to bring another round of 

discussions in the state Legislature on community colleges 
and a push to permit them to offer four-year degrees in 
nursing, culinary arts and concrete technology. Jeffress 
spoke recently with state Rep. John Walsh, R-Livonia, 
about reintroducing a bill so that Schoolcraft can offer the 
four-year degrees in nursing and culinary arts.

Walsh sponsored a bill last year that passed the House, 
but later died in a Senate committee.

“A number of hospitals are now requiring that nurses 
have a four-year degree,” Jeffress said. “The cost of the 
next two years for our students would be quite enormous. 
They could get a degree here at considerably less cost and 
without any delays.”

Jeffress indicated that Walsh intends to push for that 
legislation next year.

Jeffress said he has “no timetable” for retirement. “In my 
mind, I’m looking to get a number of things accomplished 
over the next four years,” Jeffress said, namely the simula­
tion laboratory among one of them. “When those are done, 
then I will do that (look at retirement).”

When NorthRidge Church 
called, the region answered.

Donors from as near as 
Plymouth and Livonia and 
as far as South Lyon and 
Farmington Hills helped the 
Plymouth Township church 
surpass its goal last month 
during Operation Christmas 
Child, an international effort 
to provide shoeboxes full of 
small gifts to poor children 
around the world.

NorthRidge had set a goal of 
9,500 boxes — filled with toi­
letries, crayons, candy, small 
toys, school supplies and other 
things most children in the 
U.S. take for granted — and 
ended up surpassing that by 
more than 1,000, for a total of 
10,511.

The boxes, and donations 
to help defray shipping costs, 
were from church members as 
well as the broader communi­
ty, and were assembled at the 
church or dropped off there 
during an eight-day period last 
month.

The boxes will be put together 
by volunteers at the Operation 
Christmas Child processing 
center in North Carolina.

“This process is unlike any­
thing we’ve ever done, and it 
will allow even more children 
to receive gift-filled shoe- 
boxes,” said Jim Harrelson, 
Operation Christmas Child 
vice president.

Operation Christmas Child 
is sponsored by Samaritan’s 
Purse, an international 
Christian relief and evange­
lism organization.

g e t  new  le a se  o n  life

The new year will bring a 
new life for four neglected 
dogs adopted by new owners 
this month after being res­
cued from a house in Redford 
Township.

More than 50 dogs and 
more than a dozen cats and 
rabbits were seized by ani­
mal control officers from 
the house at 12890 Sioux in 
August after neighbors com­
plained of odors. Some were 
euthanized, while others were 
put in foster care and subse­
quent adoption.

“We still have five dogs 
ready for adoption,” said 
Donna Law, spokeswoman 
for Mutts & Mutts, the ani­
mal rescue operation. “They 
are healthy, and they’ll make 
good pets.”

Of the five remaining, 
Rosco, a 10-year-old shepherd 
mix, is the oldest, said Law, 
“the other four are about 2 to 
3 years old.”

Two people, a mother and 
her son, were subsequently 
charged with animal cruelty 
and earlier this month were 
put on probation under a plea 
agreement negotiated by the 
Wayne County Prosecutor.

The two, Patricia and Eric 
Wenderski, did not inten­
tionally neglect or abuse the 
animals, according to their 
lawyer. “They loved animals 
and they took them in think­
ing the animals would be 
euthanized otherwise,” said 
attorney James Schmier, 
who represented Patricia 
Wenderski. “Sometimes own­
ers would simply drop the 
animals into the (Wenderski) 
yard without telling anybody. 
The Wenderskis took them in 
rather than let them starve.”

Both Wenderskis expressed 
relief when they were sen­
tenced and their ordeal was 
over. Both have subsequently 
found new homes in the 
metro area and are happy to 
begin life anew, Schmier said.

The house on Sioux was 
condemned and demolished.

Except for the remaining 
animals yet to be adopted, the 
episode is almost concluded, 
said Law.

“But it won’t be a truly 
happy ending until those five 
find homes,” she said.

Law was particularly grate­
ful for the care provided to 
the rescued animals at the 
Angel Animal Hospital in 
Farmington Hills.

“Without that care more of 
them would have died,” she 
said.

At age 10, Rosco, a shepherd mix, is 
the oldest of the five remaining dogs 
hoping to be adopted.

This visitor appar­
ently entered the Lincoln Pharmacy, 9331 
Telegraph, by breaking the glass in the 
front door, then going through ceiling 
tiles to get into the area where medicine 
is stored, according to Redford Township 
police.

The burglary was discovered about 6 
a.m. Sunday, when police investigated a 
sounding alarm. It appeared the intruder 
tried to break into the medicine area, 
police said, but was unsuccessful. The 
cash and narcotics were secured under 
lock and key, and nothing appeared to 
have been stolen.

E d u c a t e  y o u r  c o l l e g e  
s t u d e n t  a b o u t  f i r e  s a f e t y
A n off-campus apartment 

fire killed two Frostburg 
State University (Md.) stu­

dents Dec. 3. They were living in 
an apartment off-campus. This 
apartment was part of a build­
ing that had a restaurant on the 
lower level and apartments to 
the rear and above the restau­
rant. The female victim was to 
celebrate her 20th birthday that 
day. She didn’t celebrate.

The fire started in a common 
area of the first floor. When 
you stay in a building with 
multiple tenants, you have to 
be concerned about your safety 
due to your actions and all the 
actions of the building’s other 
occupants. A wood stove was 
the area of origin of this fire.

Imagine the excitement 
of moving off-campus into 
an apartment near campus. 
Friends, furniture, gatherings 
and classes all were all on the 
minds of these young adults. Fire 
safety was not. There were no 
smoke alarms in the building, 
and the cause of death for both 
victims is listed as smoke inhala­
tion. Ten other building occu­
pants managed to escape this 
early morning fire through some 
stroke of luck or planning. One 
of the victims called 911 at least 
twice, stating they were trapped 
in their apartment by the fire.

Let’s go back and replay this 
fire for the sake of learning 
from it. If possible, go to your 
child’s college and take a look at 
their dorm room or off-campus 
housing from the viewpoint of a 
concerned parent. The students 
will get a chance to worry about 
furniture arrangement, classes 
and the other details. Very few 
young adults at this age consid­
er fire safety. Look at the room 
from the point of view of emer­

gency escape. 
Tell your child 
the actions to 
take to escape 
the building, 
and have them 
practice it.
This includes 
opening the 
windows and 
other doors that 

normally aren’t used just to 
make sure they have practiced 
it. Check the building for smoke 
alarms. While there should be 
smoke alarms in college dorms 
and off-campus apartments, 
don’t leave this to chance.

Even if your child is leav­
ing one room for another in 
“just a semester or two,” smoke 
alarms are inexpensive insur­
ance items. If you forget to 
take them down when your 
child leaves, consider it a gift 
of safety for the next occupant.

These are the first campus- 
related fire fatalities of the 
2010-11 academic year, which 
started Aug. 1. There have been 
142 fatalities involving college 
students since 2000. Other 
common factors in campus fire 
deaths include improper dis­
posal of cigarettes and alcohol 
impairment. Working smoke 
alarms increase the chances of 
students waking up and taking 
appropriate actions while there 
is still time to do so. They buy 
time when time is at a premium.

I am sure these two students 
had hoped to celebrate the birth­
day in a quite different fashion.
If you have college students, take 
action and share these lessons on 
fire safety. Make that her birthday 
present to you and your family.

Westland resident Carla Thompson 
probably could have been a police offi­
cer.

She has a keen sense of potentially 
dangerous situations, and she has an 
avocation for crime prevention. She 
doesn’t take personal safety for granted.

Thompson, 29, who grew up on the 
west side of Detroit, also spent years 
living and traveling alone and working 
at night before marrying her husband, 
Andre.

Never a crime victim herself, 
Thompson, who has held jobs in the 
auto industry, has written a $4.95 
purse-sized handbook, called The Busy 
Woman’s Pocket Guide to Safety, Safety 
Tips fo r  Women on the Go.

All busy people have one major 
unsafe thing going against them, she 
said. They are easily distracted.

“They are a criminal’s best target 
because they are so busy, they are run­
ning to the next destination,” Thompson 
said. “They are not thinking in the 
moment.”

One of her biggest sore points are 
people walking around using their cell 
phones, especially in parking lots.

“They are not paying attention to 
what is going on,” said Thompson, a for­
mer Bloomfield Hills resident.

She is constantly thinking about

open invitation to a thief, according to Carla Thompson. Her book has been covered by other

media, too. She tackles a variety of 
topics, everything from where to live, 
letting repairman in and precautions 
once they are inside, shopping tips, 
gas stations and repair shops, entering 
attached or detached garages and dat­
ing, to name a few.

She advises that before letting a 
repair person in, call the company and 
ask for the narhe of the repairman they 
are sending over. And put personal 
information and financial statements 
away when a repairman is in the house, 
Thompson said.

“I have done a lot of research and 
watched the news,” she said. “As things 
get worse, we have heard about more 
killings and robberies.”

HOLIDAY TIPS
After opening Christmas presents, 

Thompson recommends that people rip 
the boxes up and place them in a dark 
trash bag.

“People take their new plasma TV 
boxes and put them right in front of the 
curb, letting everybody know what they 
got for Christmas,” she said. “It might 
be impressive to your neighbors, but you 
may as well hold up a sign to a thief and 
say, ‘Come on over here.’”

Boxes from game systems and com­
puters are also a lure.

When displaying a Christmas tree 
through a window, make sure the 
Christmas presents under the tree 
aren’t visible. When transporting gifts 
in your car put a blanket over the gifts ,

so that people cannot see them.
If maintenance people need to come 

to your house during the holiday season, 
put away your purse, gifts and financial 
information.

“Everybody looks, it is only natural,” 
Thompson said.

“Shop in places with good lighting 
and lots of traffic,” she said. “Always be 
suspicious of people sitting in cars or 
watching other people.”

When you’re doing a lot of shopping 
and you want to put packages in the car, 
she advises that you move your car and 
then go back into the store.

“There might be someone out there 
watching you,” she said.

WATCHING YOU
Thompson is not afraid to make eye 

contact with people.
“I’m a people watcher,” Thompson 

said.
Thompson has a degree in finance 

from the University of Detroit Mercy 
and her master’s degree in busi­
ness administration from Oakland 
University. She is also available for 
speaking engagements.

“The way that I teach about safety 
is to teach people how to think about 
safety,” she said.

A personal 
balance sheet 
is nothing 
more than a 
list of all assets 

and liabilities. Assets minus 
liabilities equals net worth. 
Having a net worth number 
is a much better form of mea­
surement than just how you 
think you are doing.

A key benefit of compiling a 
personal family balance sheet 
is getting a handle on liabili­
ties. Debt management is key 
to your financial health. A 
personal family balance sheet 
allows you to get a handle 
on debt and how it should be 
paid off. You don’t have to get 
some fancy software program 
to do a family balance sheet. 
You can do it with pencil and 
paper.

Equally important is a cash 
flow statement, a listing of 
what money comes in and 
where it goes.

Taxpayers and investors 
soon will receive 1099s, W-2s 
and K-ls, which should help 
account for incoming cash 
on the cash flow statement. 
Accounting for disburse­
ments is a little more difficult. 
However, a variety of year-end 
statements, including those 
from charge card companies,

will help. It is difficult to 
account for where one’s money 
is going; however, it is essen­
tial information. Planning 
for the future, whether it is 
how much of an emergency 
fund is needed or whether you 
can afford to retire, is based 
upon what it costs you to live a 
month. Therefore, accounting 
for outflows is essential.

Many people don’t have the 
necessary information to do a 
cash flow statement.

‘I  t h o u g h t  a n  a ir p la n e  h a d  c r a s h e d  in to  u s ’

Furniture store owner Paul 
Franks is hospitalized in critical 
condition as rescue workers searched 
for two employees trapped in the 
store destroyed by a gas explosion 
Wednesday morning.

“We’re very concerned about addi­
tional collapsing of the building, so 
they are searching very carefully,” 
said Wayne City Manager John Zech, 
who didn’t identify the missing peo­
ple except as store employees.

Just moments after 9 a.m. 
Wednesday, a massive explosion lev­
eled the William C. Franks Furniture 
Store on Wayne Road just south of 
Glenwood in the city of Wayne. The 
tremendous boom could be felt for 
blocks, shaking homes and nearby 
businesses.

Emergency personnel from at least 
seven different communities, includ­
ing Canton, Westland, Garden City, 
Taylor and Romulus,, as well as the 
Michigan State Police, responded to 
the scene.

Wayne Asst. City Manager Robert 
English said around 7:30 a.m., sev­
eral Wayne Department of Public 
Works employees reported a strong 
gas leak on Second Street and 
Chestnut, several blocks from the 
furniture store.

The Wayne Fire Department and 
Consumers Energy were notified, 
and were searching for the source 
of the leak when the explosion took 
place a minute or two after 9 a.m.
— the time the store was scheduled 
to open.

Debris from the explosion was 
strewn more than 100 yards from 
the store. Within minutes of the 
explosion, many people from the 
surrounding neighborhood and busi­
ness community had flooded into the 
streets to see what had happened. 
Police and fire personnel quickly shut 
down Wayne Road from Glenwood to 
Michigan Avenue. Much of the build­
ing was blown into Wayne Road.

Reports that the explosion killed 
a passing motorist were incorrect, 
Zech said.

“We know there were a couple of 
motorists passing by at the time of 
the explosion and there were some 
injuries, but they are believed to

have been minor,” Zech said. “We 
don’t have a lot of solid information. 
Windows at some adjacent business­
es were blown out, but there were no 
injuries at other businesses.”

Emergency personnel had evacuat­
ed everyone from nearby businesses, 
and went door-by-door to make sure 
everyone was OK.

T H E  B L A S T
John Rowland, who owns Jack’s 

Sporting Goods about a block 
away from Franks, said the explo­
sion rocked his store. Trophies and 
plaques fell off the wall and his lights 
flickered on and off.

“I thought something hit my build­
ing. It was really something. To be 
honest, I thought an airplane had 
crashed into us,” he said.

Some people were posting on 
Facebook that they heard the explo­
sion miles away.

Neighbors gathered Wednesday 
morning at Rocky’s Family Dining on 
Wayne Road, just north of Palmer. 
Owner Chris Gjoka said he felt the 
explosion at his building, located a

half-mile from the store.
“It shook the building. It was a

boom,” he said. “I didn’t know what 
was going on, it was like ‘wow.’”

Henry Strong was driving 
Wednesday morning from his home 
in Jackson, anxious to find out exact­
ly what happened — and if his friend 
of 35 years, Paul Franks, was alright.

He feared the worst, though, know­
ing that the Franks Furniture owner 
and his daughter opened the store 
every morning together at 9 a.m.

“I’m devastated right now,” Strong 
said. “I can’t believe it happened.”

M U T U A L  A ID
Emergency crews from surround­

ing communities, including Canton, 
Garden City and Westland, respond­
ed to the blast.

Garden City’s initial response 
was with the Automatic Aid Engine 
and two personnel, when the dis­
patcher heard the radio traffic of the 
explosion, Garden City Fire Chief 
Catherine Harman said.

“Monitoring radio traffic, it 
became clear that there were multiple 
injuries and Wayne was requesting 
MUSAR (Michigan Urban Search

and Rescue) response,” Harman said. 
“We had a MUSAR team member 
on duty. He, with other firefighters, 
was immediately sent to the scene by 
Captain London.”

R E L I E F  D IS P A T C H E D
The Plymouth Corps of the 

Salvation Army sent a canteen truck 
and a three-person crew to the scene 
of the explosion, to aid the first- 
responders — police officers and 
firefighters — and those affected by 
the blast.

The truck provides drinks, snacks 
and dry socks and gloves, said Laurie 
Aren, the Plymouth Corps’ director of 
family and community ministries.

The store explosion is being blamed 
on a natural gas leak, and fears of 
a secondary explosion prompted 
Wayne officials to evacuate nearby 
buildings and send people there to 
the city’s community center. Aren 
said she was awaiting word on 
whether a second Salvation Army 
crew would be needed there.

“There’s a chance they may need 
more support or emotional and spiri­
tual counseling,” she said.

Store owner known as good neighbor, fine businessman

The roof of the furniture store fell to the ground in the explosion.

A Plymouth Township man 
was severely injured when 
the furniture store he owns 
in the city of Wayne exploded 
Wednesday morning.

Paul W. Franks was in 
critical condition at the 
University of Michigan 
Hospital, a spokeswoman 
said shortly after noon 
Wednesday. His store, 
William C. Franks Furniture 
on Wayne Road, had been 
open for 44 years and was a 
fixture in the city.

Neighbors describe Franks 
as a hard-working, meticu­
lous man who kept his house 
and landscaping immaculate.

“He’s an absolute true pro­
fessional in every way,” said 
Daniel Davis, who lives across 
the street from Franks in cen­
tral Plymouth Township, near 
North Territorial. “He runs 
his business extremely well. 
(He’s) hard-working.”

Davis and his wife, JoAnn,

and Franks and his now ex- 
wife, Connie, were among 
the first homeowners on 
their street in the late 1980s, 
and the couples quickly 
became friends, Davis said. 
They sometimes vacationed 
together, including trips to 
Las Vegas and Hawaii.

“Just a very caring person. 
There’s very little to find 
wrong with Paul,” Davis said.

Franks had inherited the 
furniture store from his 
father, Davis said, and had 
learned many aspects of the 
trade, including furniture 
refinishing and reupholster­
ing.

“He knew everything about 
that business,” Davis said.

Franks’ daughter Stephanie 
worked at the store and is 
believed to have been injured.

Davis said Franks also has 
a son, Brian, who is in the 
military.

Bruce Price, who lives a few 
doors away from Franks, said 
he is a good neighbor whose 
house and yard show his 
attention to detail.

“He’s always been an out­
standing resident of the area,” 
he said. “You just couldn’t ask 
for any better of a neighbor.”

Longtime friend Henry 
Strong, who has known 
Franks for 35 years, said he’s 
hard-working.

“He’s a good man and he 
ran a fine business,” he said.

Wayne City Manager John 
Zech said Franks is well 
known in the community.

“Mr. Franks has been in the 
community a very long time 
and serves on the Downtown 
Development Authority 
board,” said Zech. “He is very 
active and well known. Fm 
sure most people in Wayne 
probably bought furniture at 
Franks at some time. He’s a 
first class individual.”

Area loses ‘a great 
business’ following 
massive explosion

William C. Franks Furniture 
was a landmark in the city of 
Wayne and a draw for shop­
pers from all around metro 
Detroit and beyond.

Known for its top-quality 
furniture and its family owned 
legacy of personalized custom­
er service, the furniture store 
on Wayne Road near Chestnut 
is now a mound of rubble, fol­
lowing a natural gas explosion 
at the business around 9 a.m. 
Wednesday.

“It’s a historical part of 
Wayne,” said Henry Strong, a 
35-year friend of store owner 
Paul Franks.

Franks is reportedly in criti­
cal condition at the University 
of Michigan Hospital following 
the blast.

“I’m just devastated right 
now,” Strong said. “I can’t 
believe it happened.”

Strong said Franks is an 
excellent business owner who 
was always hard-working.

“I’ve known Paul all of my

life,” he said. “Every stick of 
furniture in my house is from 
Franks. It was a great business 
with good furniture.”

Franks Furniture was estab­
lished by William C. Franks, 
who started his furniture 
finishing business in 1946 
and soon began to expand 
into selling new furniture. 
Furniture finishing services 
continued to be available at 
the store.

Customer service and build­
ing relationships were key 
to the business, according to 
comments in a feature story on 
the city of Wayne website.

“We treat our customers well 
and they return,” Paul Franks, 
president and son of the store’s 
founder, said in the article.
“We try to analyze our custom­
er’s needs — what he or she 
wants — then we provide the 
best value for that customer. 
The result is we make long­
term friends who keep coming 
back and who tell others about 
how they were treated.”

A pair of senior offensive 
ends from Farmington Hills 
had a lot to do with Michigan 
State having its best football 
season in two decades.

Former Cougar standout makes most of college opportunity

The losses certainly outnum­
bered the victories, but that 
didn’t diminish the joy Courtney 
Provencher experienced don­
ning the University of Michigan- 
Dearborn volleyball jersey the 
past four years.

The former Garden City High 
standout recently concluded her 
college eligibility by doing what 
she does best — leading by exam­
ple and stressing the importance 
of being a good teammate.

“These last four years flew by,” 
Provencher said. “My time at 
UM-Dearborn has been amazing. 
I’ve made lifelong friends and met 
people I’ll keep in touch with for 
a long time.”

Provencher settled on the

Dearborn campus after her initial 
visit. Impressed by the teachings 
of longtime head coach Mike 
Gibson, Provencher decided the 
campus apd its surroundings, as 
well as the stability of the pro­
gram, served up the ingredients 
she was seeking to enjoy the 
entire student/athlete experience.

She wasted little time becom­
ing a fixture on the court for the 
Wolves as Gibson inserted her 
into the lineup the very first time 
the team took to the court her 
freshman season.

“I was a nervous wreck,” 
recalled Provencher, who helped 
her team to a 26-20 overall 
record that season. “Coach 
Gibson pulled me aside before 
this tournament we were about 
to play in and said you’re going to 
be my Ll (outside) hitter. I had no

adjustment period. It was pretty 
much you learn as you go. That’s 
how my whole freshman year 
went.”

With a full year of play on her 
resume, the 6-foot outside hitter 
continued to improve in all phas­
es of the game her sophomore 
and junior years. Unfortunately 
quite a bit of “static between play­
ers and coaches,” as she put it, 
disrupted any continuity on the 
club and saddled the Wolves with 
losing record both years.

Determined to rebound and 
make her senior season a memo­
rable one, Provencher gladly 
took on more of a leadership role 
with teammates Megan Smith 
and Mallori McGuckin to make 
the Wolves a more formidable

As for Lewis, scores were even 
better. She was second in vault (9.1),

(36.95) while placing third in floor 
exercise with a 9-15 score.

“Between the two of them, only 
one of the scores wasn’t a nine,” 
Cunningham said. “And Robyn’s 8.75 
bars was still an excellent bar rou­
tine.”

Finishing fifth overall with a score 
of 32.2 was junior Marina Milad.

She finished fifth in bars (6.8), tied 
for fifth in beam with senior team­
mate Kali Pierce (8.45), took sixth in 
vault (8.3) and floor (8.65).

Cunningham said the key to 
Canton’s success at the Bounce Dance 
Academy was it’s solid showing on 
the balance beam.

While playing a dual role as 
a blocker, Gantt is fourth in 
receptions with 22 for 261 yards 
and three touchdowns.

MSU’s third-leading receiver 
is another Observerland player, 
junior Keshawn Martin of

Westland John Glenn. He has 
29 catches for 353 yards and 
one TD.

Gantt’s season highlight is his 
touchdown catch in overtime to 
beat Notre Dame, 34-31. Before 
a prime-time audience on 
national TV, a wide-open Gantt 
caught a 29-yarder from Aaron 
Bates on a fake field goal.

“If I wouldn’t have caught 
that ball, I don’t know what I’d 
be doing right now,” he said.
“I probably would have quit. 
When we won that game, it set 
us up for the rest of the season.

“Going down in history as one 
of the best games and one of the 
best plays, it just humbled to be 
a part of that. It’s an amazing 
feeling.”

Besides a third straight win 
over Michigan, Dell’s highlight 
was the Purdue game in which 
he had eight receptions for 108 
yards, two touchdowns and 
a two-point conversion. The 
Spartans rallied from a 28-13 
deficit after three quarters to 
win, 35-31.

“I suffered an ankle injury 
in the Minnesota game (the 
previous week), and it wasn’t 
looking good,” Dell said. “It 
looked like I’d have to sit out til 
Penn State, but we have a great

training staff.
“I came back and had a great 

game. It was great to be out 
there for the last time (Nov. 20 
at Spartan Stadium) and go out 
with a win.”

Gantt, who is the only receiv­
er to start all 12 games this year, 
is an ironman of sorts, having 
started 38 consecutive games.

“I’ve had nicks and bruises 
here and there,” he said. “I’ve 
had a couple ankle problems. 
I’ve been blessed to stay healthy 
and be a part of this team.

“The seniors have won more 
games than anyone else in four 
years. I’m just blessed to be a 
part of that and Michigan State 
football.”

Dell, who started as a true 
freshman in 2007, ranks sixth 
in MSU history with 2,109 
yards, ninth in receptions (131) 
and 12th in touchdown catches 
(12).

Gantt, who helped Brother 
Rice win a state title in 2005 
and is a fifth-year senior, has 63 
career receptions for 911 yards 
and nine touchdowns.

While the bowl game will be 
their last for the Spartans, Dell 
and Gantt hope to continue 
playing at the next level.

While at Garden City, vol­
leyball wasn’t always No. 1 on 
Provencher’s list of interests.

“My freshman year of high 
school I came in a soccer play­
er,” she recalled. “But I was tall 
so they kind of told me to come 
out for volleyball.

“I was terrible at first,” 
Provencher went on. “But I 
stuck with it and really began 
to love the game.”

Garden City head coach 
John Pace had a lot to do 
with Provencher’s newfound 
interest as his ability to com­
municate and keep practices 
fresh and exciting provided 
new challenges for the young 
Cougar athlete.

“You never knew what you 
were going to get from coach 
Pace,” Provencher said. “He 
would pound drills into your 
head until you got it. He 
always tried to make you the 
best player you could be.”

“Courtney was an amazing

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Talk with God: Woman invites 
others to early prayer

H opkins said  she  attended va r io u s churches of different fa iths 
over the yea rs until a friends invited her to church at St. Michael, 
where she  got involved in nu rs ing  home m inistry. She a lso  joined 
a ne ighbo r 's  hom e prayer group. Twelve women from  different 
churches meet m onthly to p ray and recently v isited  women in 
prison.

Joyce Hopkins of Canton 
hopes to pray with you in 
church sometime soon.

“If you want to come for 
five minutes, God will honor 
that. If you want to stay an 
hour, you can stay an hour,” 
Hopkins, who is married and 
the mother of two adult chil­
dren, has prayed from 6-7 a.m. 
Monday through Friday for the 
past five years at St. Michael 
Lutheran Church in Canton. 
Sometimes she prays out loud, 
but often sits quietly and prays 
silently, reading scripture.

It was during one of those 
quiet times she felt God was 
telling her to invite others to 
pray.

“God put a desire in my 
heart to pray for everybody 
and I was interceding for 
everybody,” Hopkins said. “I 
heard when I was in prayer the 
words ‘open door.’ So, I have 
opened it to the people in our 
church and now to the public. 
It’s open at 6 a.m., open to 
anyone who wants to come. I 
know it’s a hard time for peo­
ple and they are seeking God.”

Hopkins said she put a 
notice in the St. Michael bulle­
tin and spoke with some mem­
bers who were interested in 
attending but weren’t sure they 
could be at church so early in 
the morning.

Two individuals have attend­
ed the session to pray silently.

“One day a man came in and 
knelt in the aisle and prayed. 
And a girl from St. John 
Neumann came in. I was so 
excited.”

Hopkins said she attended 
various churches of different 
faiths over the years until a 
friends invited her to church 
at St. Michael, where she got 
involved in nursing home min­
istry.

She also joined a neighbor’s 
home prayer group. Twelve 
women from different church­
es meet monthly to pray and 
recently visited women in 
prison.

“They all pray the word of 
God. They pray the way God

showed me how to pray. I use 
the word of God in prayer, 
using his scripture and prom­
ises.”

But Hopkins said individu­
als who attend morning prayer 
at St. Michael can pray any 
way they want — together, 
silently, out loud, with tra­
ditional prayers or by citing 
scripture.

“Don’t try to make your 
schedule and fit God in. Seek 
God first and blessings will 
come after. Since putting him 
first my days are a lot better.”
