The Plymouth City Commission will 
have at least two new members follow­
ing this November’s city election.

Commissioners John Barrett and 
David Workman, who are eligible to 
seek re-election, have chosen not to do 
so. The deadline for filing petitions for 
the commission race with City Clerk 
Linda Langmesser’s office was 4 p.m. 
Tuesday.

In the running are two incumbents, 
Commissioners Michael Wright and 
Ed Hingelberg, and three newcomers,

Diane Bogenrieder, Megan Dooley and 
Oliver Wolcott. With fewer than nine 
candidates, there will be no primary 
election in the race; the general elec­
tion is Tuesday, Nov. 8.

Dooley is a lawyer (currently tak­
ing time off to raise her and her 
husband’s two sons) and a member of 
the Plymouth Planning Commission 
for more than a year. She sees a City 
Commission spot as a chance to help 
better the community, and said she’d 
like to bring a young parent’s perspec­
tive, and her background in law, to the 
commission’s decision-making.

“I just want to, to the extent I

can, give back to a community that 
has given a lot to me,” Dooley said. 
“Whatever I can do to keep it special, 
that’s what I want to do.”

Wright, who is seeking his second 
term, is the owner of two small busi­
nesses and had a long career with 
the Detroit Convention and Visitors 
Bureau. He said he’s fulfilling a long­
time desire to serve the community, 
and that while the commission has 
done good work, he wants to complete 
“unfinished business.” Wright said he 
is focused on controlling costs during 
a difficult economy, adapting the city’s 
firefighting and emergency medical

services to a new, lower-cost model, 
and continuing to nurture a positive 
atmosphere downtown.

“We’re a small community, but 
that doesn’t mean our issues can’t be 
complex, and they often are,” Wright 
said. “I’m not as ideologically focused 
as I am, ‘What’s the best thing for my 
neighbors?”’

Bogenrieder, a retired human ser­
vices agency administrator, said she’s 
had a long history of being active in 
politics and political campaigns. She 
worked for then-state Rep. David

After nearly 45 years as an 
educator, one might think 
Dr. Jeremy Hughes would be 
ready for retirement.

And he i s ... sort of.
First, though, he’s got 

at least one more chal­
lenge. Hughes, the former 
deputy superintendent of 
the Michigan Department of 
Education, signed a contract 
this week to become the inter­
im superintendent of schools 
for the Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools.

The contract, which Hughes 
and district officials signed 
this week, puts Hughes in 
charge through June 30,2012, 
unless the district hires a per­
manent superintendent before 
then. The contract, which 
could earn Hughes more than 
$170,000 if he stays to the end, 
contains a 20-day termination 
clause for both parties.

Board of Education mem­

bers, who 
interviewed 
Hughes and 
three other 
candidates 
last week, 
unanimously 
approved the 
deal Thesday.

“I’ve been 
looking for­
ward to getting 

started,” said Hughes, who 
interviewed for the post last 
week. “More than just the job,
I have a lot of admiration and 
respect for the district.”

N O T  A  C A R E T A K E R
Hughes, who earned a Ph.D. 

in education administra­
tion from the University of 
Minnesota, is familiar with 
the district. He has done con­
sulting work, including work­
ing with Plymouth-Canton 
administrators on developing 
the new park-principal leader­
ship concept at the Plymouth- 
Canton Educational Park.

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He’s also familiar with 
what it’s like to be a super­
intendent. He spent 13 years 
leading the 18,000-student 
Dearborn Public Schools and 
was also superintendent in 
the much-smaller (2,500 stu­
dents) Haslett Public Schools 
through the 1980s.

While those were perma­
nent jobs — and this one is 
just an interim — Hughes 
doesn’t plan on treating it 
any differently. He knows his 
first responsibility is to the 
Board of Education, but he 
also knows there are pressing 
issues that need leadership. 
Decisions have to be made on 
cutting the $18 million defi­
cit in the budget. Key staff­
ers — among them Deputy 
Superintendent Ken Jacobs, 
Assistant Superintendent for 
Instructional Services Cindy 
Swift and several build­
ing principals — have to be 
replaced.

“I don’t think of myself as a 
caretaker,” Hughes said. “I’m 
there to make sure things keep 
running, but I don’t believe the 
district wants to stay stagnant

for a year. They want to move 
forward. There are initiatives 
underway, and I need to get in 
touch with these initiatives so 
I can become a leader as well 
as a manager.”

Replacing the leadership 
team will be one of the first 
challenges for Hughes, accord­
ing to Board of Education 
President John Jackson. 
Hughes and Jackson agree 
discussions will have to be had 
with staffers, administrators 
and board members to deter­
mine how to fill those spots.

P IC K IN G  A  T E A M
“It’s one of the first charges 

he’s going to have,” said 
Jackson. “He’s coming in with 
a very balanced approach.
He’s going to listen to people, 
and he’s going to consult with 
people.”

After 13 years as Dearborn’s 
superintendent, Hughes 
went to work with the state’s 
Department of Education.
In that position, he helped 
develop the curriculum 
requirements the state cur­
rently places on local districts.
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Hughes joked during his inter­
view about having had a hand 
in making academic life a little 
more difficult for a district he 
now hopes to lead.

Hughes downplays the con­
tacts he made in Lansing — “I 
don’t know that that’s a big 
th ing ... things have changed 
so drastically,” he said — but 
his experience and those con­
tacts in Lansing were a big 
part of the draw for board 
members.

“What I think we need is a 
connection to Lansing, and I 
think that was an asterisk in 
my thinking on (Hughes),” said 
Trustee Barry Simescu. “He 
gives us that power. When I 
went through the biographical 
information, I felt comfort­
able, and (Hughes’ interview) 
reinforced that.”

It’s a good start for Hughes 
that all seven board members 
approved of his hiring. Hughes 
knows that’s where his first 
responsibility lies — with the 
board — but he also knows the 
board has been fractured for 

' some time now. Several board 
members pointed to Hughes’ 
hiring as a “chance to heal,” 
and Hughes is OK with that. 
He said helping to heal the 
board “is part of my job.”

“I think it will happen 
naturally,” Hughes said. “I

would give them credit for a 
willingness to take a look at 
themselves in the mirror, to 
realize they need to be more of 
a unified board. I have worked 
with all kinds of boards in my 
23 years as a school super­
intendent. I’ve been through 
situations similar to what’s 
happening in the Plymouth- 
Canton board.

“I took it as a very positive 
note that, despite whatever 
differences existed, they voted 
7-0 to offer me the position,” 
he added. “I thought it said 
something about the board 
and their willingness to say, 
‘Whatever has divided us in 
the past, we need to go for­
ward.’”

Board members have agreed 
to move ahead with the search 
for a permanent superinten­
dent once the budget situation 
is settled. While Hughes’ con­
tract runs theoretically until 
June 30,2012, it would also 
be terminated when the new 
leader is found.

And that’s fine with Hughes, 
who isn’t  interested in the per­
manent post.

“I had been retired,” Hughes 
pointed out, “and I intend to 
go back into retirement.”

Hollister (later the mayor of Lansing) in the 
1980s and said she’d bring an experienced 
point of view to the commission.

“I’m a common-sense per­
son. I can look at different 
views and different opinions 
and come out very practical,” 
Bogenrieder said. “I’m a firm 
believer in what’s best for the 
community.”

Hingelberg, the opera­
tions director at Cass 
Community Social Services 

in Detroit, was appointed to 
the commission in 2008; 
before that, he had been a 
member of the Downtown 
Development Authority. 
Hingelberg, the commission’s 
liaison to the Plymouth 
Youth Commission and the 
Old Village Association, said 
the commission has helped 
keep Plymouth strong dur­

ing “some very tough economic 
times.”

“I think I have done quite a 
good job of simply being a citizen that cares 
and helping connect the dots, so to speak,” 
Hingelberg said.

Wolcott, who works as an analyst for the 
Michigan House of Representatives, could 
not be reached on Wednesday.

According to Langmesser, all five can­
didates filed enough petition signatures to 
qualify for the ballot. Candidates have until 
4 p.m. Friday to officially withdraw from the 
race.

Incumbents Barrett and Workman could 
not be reached before Wednesday’s deadline.

O ’Callaghan’s toasts a decade in  Plym outh

Sam Khashan didn’t see his 
future as a pub proprietor when 
he began his career as a lawyer.
Now, he can’t see doing without 
Sean O’Callaghan’s, the downtown 
Plymouth bar and restaurant that 
marks its 10th anniversary on 
Thursday.

“If you enjoy it it’s not like work,” 
said Khashan, who opened the Irish- 
themed pub with brother Kevin, who 
is also a lawyer, on May 12,2001. It’s 
interacting with people there, both 
patrons and employees, that keeps 
him motivated, he said.

“When you come in you have 
someone to talk to,” Khashan said. 
“Without the people in here, we’re 
nothing, in my mind.”

O’Callaghan’s, Khashan said, is 
where people go for “craic,” a hard- 
to-translate Gaelic word for the fun 
found in the right mix of atmosphere, 
company and music.

“Having just really good custom­
ers makes my job much easier,” said 
Jennie Quinn, the wife of general 
manager Patrick Quinn, who hails 
from Ireland. “You definitely look 
forward to the faces coming in,” she 
added.

The Khashans opened 
O’Callaghan’s at a time when Irish- 
style pubs were catching on in the 
U.S. and Plymouth officials were 
encouraging the opening of down­
town restaurants. The brothers 
toured Ireland to research the busi­
ness before plunging into it, and 
hired a company that specializes in 
building Irish pubs.

The 5,000-square-foot 
O’Callaghan’s, in a building more 
than a century old, is outfitted with 
dark wood trim, custom-made furni­
ture, stained glass from Galway and 
a collection of framed photographs 
that evoke a slower, more relaxed 
way of life. Sam Khashan prides 
himself on the place’s authenticity.

“You don’t see shamrocks, lepre­
chauns and green beer,” he said.

Plymouth was a natural setting for 
the venture, Khashan said, as he and 
Kevin grew up nearby in Northville 
Township and practiced law together 
from an office in the city before 
opening O’Callaghan’s.

He likes that Plymouth is a desti­
nation spot for many people looking

for an evening out, and that the city’s 
festivals and fairs bring people in on 
many weekends.

“The town’s beautiful. It just 
seemed like a nice fit for what we 
were doing,” he said.

It wouldn’t be Irish without beer, 
and O’Callaghan’s focus is on its list 
of 22 draft beers from Ireland and 
places around the world, includ­
ing four from microbreweries in 
Michigan.

“Michigan is known for its craft 
beers,” Khashan said.

Sam Khashan can be found at 
O’Callaghan’s nearly every day; he 
isn’t actively practicing law, leav­
ing that work to Kevin, who also 
puts in time at the pub. Between 
the Khashans and Patrick Quinn, at 
least one of them will usually be on 
hand when O’Callaghan’s is open.

“I couldn’t imagine sitting at a 
desk or a cubicle all the time with­
out having that interaction,” Sam

Khashan said.

Race and Housing Exhibit at Salem 
High School, to African American and 
Cinco De Mayo book readings, a Cuban 
photo exhibit at the library, to a flash 
mob in honor of CACW put on by Miller 
Elementary Student council, to the 
Building Bridges Panel Discussion and, 
of course, the Bollywood finale,” said 
ReGina Shamberger, who chairs the 
Canton Commission for Culture, Arts &

Heritage.
In another highlight, the Canton 

Community Foundation hosted an 
esteemed panel of arts professionals and 
an audience of 60 people who gathered 
Thursday afternoon inside the Canton 
Human Services Center for a lively 
forum titled “Cultural Arts: The Bridge 
to Building Better Communities.”

The two-hour forum featured a

diverse group of arts professionals unit­
ed by a desire to use the arts as a spring­
board for improving communities.

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Former UN Ambassador praises, questions Obama's decisions

John Bolton believes 
President Barack Obama 
deserves credit for “making 
the courageous decision” in 
sending in the Navy SEALS to 
kill terrorist Osama bin Laden 
April 30.

Still Bolton, the former U.S. 
Ambassador to the United 
Nations under President 
George W. Bush and poten­
tial Republican presidential 
candidate in 2012, questioned 
Obama’s leadership abili­
ties and challenged his for­
eign policy decisions in his 
remarks at the annual Wayne 
11th Congressional District 
Republican Committee 
Lincoln Reagan Day Dinner 
at Laurel Manor in Livonia 
Monday.

Bolton called the killing of 
bin Laden “a huge victory” for 
the United States.

“It was a risky decision,” 
Bolton said, remembering a 
similar rescue attempt that 
failed in early 1980 to save 
hostages in Iran.

'REAL VINDICATION'
Bolton added that the 

SEALS’ killing of bin Laden 
took a long time in planning 
with information collected 
under President George W. 
Bush to eventually locate 
bin Laden at his hideout in 
Pakistan.

“This information came 
from people who were cap­
tured, taken to Guantanamo, 
and some were subjected 
to enhanced interrogation

“Any of the 2012 candidates 
could learn a lot from John 
Bolton,” Frendewey said.

Audrey Robinson, Canton 
Township’s attorney and a 
Plymouth resident, said Bolton 
helped put foreign policy in 
perspective.

“His context on foreign poli­
cy and spending priorities was 
new to me and interesting,” 
Robinson said.

State Rep. Kurt Heise, R- 
Plymouth, said Bolton’s discus­
sion was topical with recent 
international events. “He dem­
onstrated that foreign policy 
if a critical issue for economic 
succes and a cause for freedom 
around the world,” Heise said.

Steve Kolhoff of Livonia, who 
learned that the 11th District 
had named the district’s vol­
unteer award after his father, 
Don, who died last year, called 
Bolton a “straight shooter.”

“If he doesn’t run for presi­
dent, I think that whichever 
Republican candidate wins 
would be well-served with him 
as secretary of state,” Kolhoff 
said.

Kolhoff added that his 
father “would be very humbled 
and honored” with the 11th 
District’s award named after 
him. Don Kolhoff helped with 
fund-raising and campaign 
efforts for U.S. Rep. Thaddeus 
McCotter, R-Livonia, former 
Attorney General Mike Cox 
and others.

The first recipient of that 
award Monday was Christal 
Smith.

techniques,” Bolton said, in 
reference to water boarding. 
“This is a real vindication to 
President Bush’s war on ter­
rorism.”

Bolton later said Obama 
does not list national security 
at the top of his agenda. “He 
deals with it when he has to,” 
Bolton said.

Bolton believes Obama isn’t 
tough enough when dealing 
with Iran and North Korea 
and their pursuit of nuclear 
weapons, and criticized 
Obama for his multilateral 
approach in attempting to 
oust Moammar Khadafy from 
power in Libya, calling that 
military action a “stalemate.” 
“Khadafy is still in power,” 
Bolton said.

Bolton told the Republican 
group the military budget

should be a top priority and 
that domestic spending should 
be cut to pay for a strong mili­
tary defense. “It’s a powerful 
deterrent to other nations,” 
Bolton said. “When it comes 
to military capabilities, I don’t 
want the U.S. to be in a fair 
fight.”

Negotiations will not work 
when the U.S. deals with 
countries pursuing nuclear 
weapons, Bolton said. “What 
are we going to negotiate, that 
Iran gets small nuclear weap­
ons?” Bolton asked.

CROWD AGREES
Of course, the dinner crowd 

was a friendly one and recep­
tive to Bolton’s ideas.

Melissa McLaughlin,
Canton Township treasurer, 
said she had looked forward to

Veterans shuttle bus.

Shuttle provides 
rides to veterans

The VA Ann Arbor 
Healthcare System has 
launched a new Veterans 
Transportation Service, 
providing shuttle transpor­
tation to Veterans living in 
Livingston and western Wayne 
counties.

The Veterans Transportation 
Service (VTS) reaches out to 
veterans who live in remote 
areas or who lack a personal or 
public transportation system. 
Veterans can be picked up by a 
shuttle at designated locations 
and transported to and from 
their medical appointments at 
the VA Ann Arbor Healthcare 
System.

Any veteran who is a patient 
of the VAAAHS and has a 
scheduled appointment the 
day of their transportation can 
ride the shuttles. The Veteran 
must present valid photo iden­
tification. There is no cost to 
ride the shuttles, however, a 
reservation is required. The

VTS operates 6:30 a.m. to 60 
p.m. Monday-Friday, excluding 
Federal holidays.

Transportation on the shuttles 
is on a first-come, first-served 
basis through the VTS coordi­
nator. The VTS can transport 
two wheelchairs per shuttle and 
service animals are welcome. 
Veterans are also allowed to 
bring one caregiver with them 
for assistance, if necessary.

The VTS shuttles can only 
stop at designated locations. 
Meijer has agreed to allow 
the shuttles to use its retail 
store parking lots for shuttle 
pickup and drop-off. The loca­
tions include Meijer parking 
lots in Allen Park, Belleville, 
Brighton, Canton, Hartland, 
Howell, Livonia, Northville, 
Taylor, Westland, and Wixoiii.

Don't try to predict how events influence market

Ihen the announcement 
[ came that U.S. Special 
Forces had brought jus­

tice to Osama bin Laden, I was 
ecstatic like most other red, 
white and blue, flag-waving 
Americans. When the initial 
euphoria died down, I began to 
think about what the results of 
taking down bin Laden would 
have on the stock market the 
next day. My initial thought 
was there would be a rally on 
Wall Street. However, after I 
thought about it a little, I fig­
ured the market might react to 
the good news in the morning 
but by the time the markets 
closed, things would be back 
to normal. I was not surprised 
when the death ofbin Laden 
did not affect the market.

As long as I have been fol­
lowing the market, one thing 
I have always known is that it 
is nearly impossible to predict 
how world events will affect 
things. When certain world

events occur, 
it may seem 
obvious how 
the market will 
react but that’s 
not the way the 
market works. 
What makes 
following the 
market frus­
trating is when 
the outcome 

, seems obvious 
and then the exact opposite 
happens. What affects the 
market one day may be irrel­
evant the next. The bottom 
line is that investors who think 
they can outsmart the market 
generally find that they can’t, 
and the result is that their 
portfolio underperforms.

It never ceases to amaze me 
that one day the market may 
be concerned with inflation 
while the next day, it’s not even 
an issue. Being a golfer I’ll 
analogize golf. Every round of 
golf is a new round and there is 
no carryover from the previous 
round. It’s the same thing with

the stock market. There rarely 
is any carryover.

In understanding the stock 
market and how it moves, 
investors need to remember the 
market is not rational in the 
short run. Emotions affect the 
market. If the bin Laden news 
had come in the middle of the 
day, who knows how the mar­
ket would have reacted. The 
bottom line is that investors 
can’t get caught up in emotions.

In this ever-changing, fast- 
paced world we live, there’s 
always another story waiting 
to dominate our attention.

My advice is, don’t  get 
caught up in the game. When 
you consider that the great 
majority of people that do play 
the game lose, why would you 
even want to get involved?

it was "fo r young people like me" that 
Proposal A was designed. He stated  tha t 
even though my d is tric t (Allen Park) was 
doing well, there  were many throughout the  
state  tha t were not, and u ltim ate ly  many K- 
12 students would suffer in the fu tu re  if the  
spending gap was not closed. He added that 
he w anted "people like me" to be shielded  
from  the exorb itan t p roperty  taxes tha t 
precluded us from  becom ing hom eowners.

Satisfied by Gov. Engler's response, 
and a fte r discussing the situation with  
my fa th e r (a local school superintendent) 
and his guest (a school board m em ber 
and financial p lanner), I eagerly  decided  
to vote "yes" on Proposal A, not fo r the  
short-te rm  sacrifice tha t it would cause 
me, but because of the g rea ter good. 
Overwhelm ingly, the voters of the State of 
Michigan agreed.

Clearly, the in tention  of the School Aid 
Fund is to  fund K-12 education, as prom inent 
Republican sponsors of the  law such as Dan

Degrow and Dick Posthumous will a tte s t to.
Now, alm ost 17 years later, I am about to 

s ta rt my 20th  year in the fa ll. Allen Park 
is no longer considered a "rich" d is tric t. I 
am gra te fu l to work in a d is tric t tha t has 
scrim ped, saved, consolidated, and cut 
so many expenses over the course of my 
career th a t we are in a position to be sol­
vent if we can m anage to cut an additional 
$1.6 m illion by June 2012. We have clearly  
been utilizing "shared sacrifice" and "best 
practices" to be in this position, and yet we 
will still have to cut m ore.

In addition, I took Gov. Engler's advice  
and bought a house in Canton. My w ife and 
I based our purchase in large p art on our 
respect for the Plym outh-Canton Public 
Schools. We now have tw o children, one 
in k indergarten  and the o ther in second 
grade. We are horrified  about w hat could 
happen in the PCCS d is tric t if your budget 
proposal is accepted. Even though the dis­
tr ic t has reduced expenses by $ 40  m illion  
since 2002 , your current proposal creates  
a $20 m illion problem  for the 2011-12 school 
year.

I do not live in a bubble. I understand  
th a t some cuts may have to be m ade and 
additional sacrifices on everybody's  part 
are part of the solution to Michigan's eco­
nomic recovery. My wife and I also own a 
small business franchise, and we have an 
enorm ous stake in a healthy state  econom y 
However, isn't K-12 public education a majoi 
com ponent to tha t recovery?

Therefore, as a teacher, sm all-business  
owner, citizen and, m ost im portantly , a par­
ent, I am asking you to work co llaborative ly  
with stakeholders to find a way to appro ­
p ria te ly  fund our schools. All of our futures  
depend on it.

2011 Season Grass, weeds and property maintenance code 
to be strictly enforced.

Grass and Weeds

Section 302.4: All premises and exterior property shall be
maintained ffee from weeds or plant growth in excess of eight (8) 
inches in height. Weeds shall be defined as all grasses, annual 
plants and vegetation, other than trees and shrubs as further 
delineated in Section 18-751 of this Article, provided; however, this 
term shall not include cultivated flowers and gardens.

Sec. 18-752. Duty to cut. It shall be the duty of every owner, 
occupant, or person having charge of any land within the city to cut 
down or cause to be cut down and destroyed all noxious weeds 
prior to May 15 in each year and to again destroy same prior to 
August 1, and as often as may be necessary to prevent same from 
going to seed or exceeding a height of eight inches, on the average.

(Code 1982, § 9.62; Ord. No. 86-3, § 2,3-17-86;
Ord. No. 2006-2, § 2, 7-17-06)

Sec. 18-753. Cutting by city.
If any owner, occupant or person having charge of any land within 
the city shall refuse or neglect to cut and destroy all noxious weeds 
as provided in this division, then the city manager shall cause the 
land to be entered upon by city employees for the purpose of 
cutting and destroying such weeds and such entering upon shall 
not be deemed a trespass.

(Code 1982, § 9.63)

Property Maintenance

Sec. 18-230. Standards for maintenance of premises. All
premises in the city shall be maintained in accordance with the 
following provisions:
(1) No machinery, equipment, vehicles, lumber piles, crates, boxes, 
building blocks, furniture, recreation equipment or other materials 
either discarded, unsightly or showing evidence of a need for 
repairs, with or without a current license, shall be stored, parked, 
abandoned, or junked in any yard; and should such use of land 
occur, it shall be deemed a nuisance.

Yeager also served in the Army Air 
Forces during World War D, and left 
the service with the rank of Captain. 
He is also survived by his son, Mark 
Yeager; his stepson David Gilman; his 
three granddaughters; one great- 
granddaughter; and his brother, David 
Yeager. Other survivors include an 
adopted daughter, Carey Yeager; an 
adopted son, Skye Yeager; a step- 
granddaughter Shana Gilman; and a 
step-grandson, Thomas E. Gilman, V.

Battle of the Bands raises 
money, awareness for mission

A Bible is just as important 
as a paintbrush or shovel when 
Michigan Missions volunteers 
help paint, garden, spruce up 
and make repairs for a hom­
eowner in need.

“Our main mission is we 
want to fix someone’s home 
and fix their heart. We want 
to be able to show them what 
love is rather than pay them 
lip service and just tell them,” 
said Jo Anne Pooley, founder 
and executive director of the 
Garden City-based organiza­
tion.

“We want to help people 
who have a need. If they have 
a (home) need they probably 
have a heart need, too.”

The Mission’s youth volun­
teers generally sign a Bible and 
leave it with the homeowner 
after they have finished repair­
ing their house. Pooley also 
encourages young adults and 
teens to reflect on their mis­
sion work by writing in the 
journals they receive from 
Michigan Missions.

“We may do a devotion on 
the lawn and give them ques­
tions to think about. At the 
end of the day we usually go 
back to the host church and we 
sometimes have a praise and 
worship band while we eat or 
we do more journal questions. 
It’s the beginning of them 
being missionaries in their 
own backyard.”

Pooley, a single mother 
of four, created Michigan 
Missions in 2005 after taking 
a mission trip to Florida. She 
realized the money she spent 
on the trip could have helped 
needy individuals closer to 
home. The group became a 501 
(c)3 nonprofit last year.

Volunteers have painted 
houses, planted tulip bulbs, 
shoveled snow, cleaned, 
repaired flooring and more at 
the homes of needy individuals 
and families. Most volunteers 
are members of church youth 
groups, although adults help 
with organizing behind the 
scenes.

“It’s not a denominational 
thing. It’s a group of people 
with the same mindset. We’re 
serving God by serving oth­
ers. This year our goal to help 
as many people as we can and 
really expand on being able to 
share our faith.”

The Mission’s annual Battle

of the Bands will help raise 
awareness and money to con­
tinue its work. All proceeds 
will go into the organization’s 
general fund to help pay for 
supplies used on home repair 
projects.

Why you shouldn't pay for text 
messaging for much longer

The only thing that costs 
more than a tank of gas 
these days is a month’s 

worth of unlimited texting.
The cost of text messages is as 
expensive as home phone plans 
were 15-10 years ago, and as 
expensive as cell phone min­
utes were five-10 years ago.

People have routinely found 
more efficient and more cost- 
effective ways to communicate 
which is why you shouldn’t pay 
for the ridiculous cost of text 
messaging much longer.

Maybe you don’t think text­
messaging costs too much 
— in which case, maybe I need 
to have a sip of whatever you’re 
drinking. If I were to go back 
to the 1990s and tell you that 
in 2011 a family of four would 
willingly pay $80 per month 
to type messages to each other 
— you would hit me in the ear 
with your two-pound brick of a 
car phone.

The costs are nearly the 
same for all major wireless 
provides. Some $20 for an 
unlimited texting option with 
AT&T or Sprint — or a bit less 
if you want a smaller allot­
ment. But this isn’t about how 
many texts you or your family

need. I don’t 
know, maybe 
talk it out 
among your­
selves.

This is more 
about how you 
really don’t 
need texting 
because of the 
advancement 
of technology 
and the emer­

gence of smartphones with 
apps that cant do just about 
anything — including texting.

If you own a Blackberry, you 
already know that instead of 
texting contacts in your phone, 
you can send a Blackberry 
message. There are no char­
acter limits and the messages 
are free.

For those who have other 
types of smart phones there 
are other free apps that will 
let you talk to virtually anyone 
for free. Google offers an app 
called GoogleTalk and with 
it, users can message anyone 
in their e-mail contact list for 
free. And if you are anything 
like me — you have more e- 
mail contacts (including close 
friends) than you have con­
tacts in your phone.

Want to access even more 
contacts? Developers have

created a mobile version of 
Facebook chat. Since most 
people have more Facebook 
friends than phone numbers, 
they can instantly message 
anyone they are friends with 
from their handheld device.

Speaking of instant mes­
sages, remember AOL Instant 
Messenger (AIM)? It has a 
mobile app too.

The apps can be easily 
downloaded and installed and 
before you know it you can 
begin checking your phone bill 
to see how many less texts you 
are using each month.

With any luck you can cut 
down your texting plan with­
out extending your contract, 
or maybe eliminate your text 
messaging service completely.

With the savings, you might 
be able to pay for about 10 per­
cent of your smartphone data 
plan.

Dennis O’Neill of Farmington Hills 
will view the Art Birmingham festi­
val this weekend the way he’s always 
wanted to — as an exhibiting artist.

O’Neill, who owned a home 

improvement company before retire­
ment, began taking pottery classes 
at Oakland Community College’s 
Orchard Ridge campus 25 years ago.

“I did a few shows when I was 
working, but nothing big time. But

once I retired I got into it, doing six or 
seven a year.”

His wife, Denise, helps him set 
up and take down his booth, which 
includes vases, plates and other 
ceramic pieces fired in the Japanese 
raku style. They no longer travel 
out of state to fairs and O’Neill has 
retired from the Ann Arbor fair

because of its tiring four-day sched­
ule.

“When you do something as a 
hobby, it’s a fun avocation. Once it’s 
not fun any more, there’s no reason to 
do it. All the shows I do now are two 
days and close to my house. I can pick

and choose now.”
One of his favorites is the Funky Ferndale 

Art show in September because of its “kooky 
art” and interesting conversations. He calls 
Farmington’s Art on the Grand show in 
June “magnificent” and looks forward to 
participating again this year. Royal Oak 
Clay, Glass and Metal show, also in June, is 
“a biggie” and “a very good show.” Another 
Birmingham show, in September, will round 
out his outdoor festival schedule this year.

WORKING A FES TIV AL
O’Neill displays about 35-40 pieces, rang­

ing in price from $40-$110, during an out­
door festival.

“If I were to sell 20 pieces, that would be a 
big day,” he said, recalling only one show at 
which he made no sales.

“It was two or three years ago. We set 
up on Friday and it poured rain all day 
Saturday. I don’t think five people walked by 
my booth. I was going to give them a pot just 
for showing up,” he said. With a forecast for 
high winds the next day, many of the artists, 
including O’Neill, began packing it in just an 
hour after arriving on Sunday.

Windy weather isn’t kind to fragile pot­
tery.

“I’ve broken a few pieces. I did an art 
show in Southfield a few years ago. It got 
real windy and the shelves blew back a few 
inches and blew forward a few inches. A 
pot fell and landed on the ground but didn’t 
break. It was the second pot that fell on top 
of it — they both broke — and the third and 
fourth. These poor ladies were there, watch­
ing, their eyes big as saucers. They were 
backing out as if they were saying ‘I didn’t do 
that.’ I lost a few pots.”

On the rare occasion that his pieces break, 
O’Neill says he simply makes a few more.

In addition to O’Neill, Plymouth art­
ists Michele Riddel Bagnasco and Donna 
Williams will sell their works at Shain Park. 
Bagnasco creates mixed media pieces and 
Williams is a ceramics artist.

M oving isn’t always about moving.

To date about 3,000 contractors have 
completed the program according to 
Therese Crahan, the executive director 
of the homebuilders’ remodeling divi­
sion.

I have a close friend who moved 
from Kansas City to Tennessee where

she and her husband built their dream 
retirement home. (Tennessee, along 
with six other states does not tax 
have taxes on their personal income 
and wages. Tennessee does, however, 
tax interest income and dividends.) 
Because they were mindful enough 
of the fact that this was their final 
purchase, they had installed several 
aging-in-place options.'These include 
elevated toilets, wheelchair acces­
sible doorways and arches, as well as 
between the island and cabinets in 
kitchen, grab bars and a hand-held 
shower head with long flexible hose in 
bathroom showers. They also built a 
first-floor master bedroom.

Another friend has decided to put a 
shower in her first floor laundry area. 
She doesn’t want to leave her two-story 
house. She loves her location on a lake 
and the house itself which is close to

her three children and grandchildren. 
She is exploring the various kinds of 
walk-in showers and tubs that are 
available. The tub with jets is very 
appealing to her due to her arthritis. 
Grab bars will be also be installed.

There are many CAPS-certified 
companies in the local metropolitan 
areas that will retrofit homes with 
devices and will make changes to 
things like lowering countertops and 
electrical plugs, making bathrooms 
and kitchens accessible and barrier- 
free. Barrier-free areas of the home 
would include widening archways 
and doorways, leveling entrances to 
rooms in the house, as well as exterior 
entrances.

For the bathroom, you may want to 
consider installing low-level shelves 
next to the sink and cabinet for addi­
tional storage. A hand-held shower 
may solve bathing problems. I have 
seen bathtubs with built-in bench 
seats as well as the ever-necessary

grab bars in the tub and shower.
Change appliances when conve­

nient, to side-by-side refrigerator 
and electric stove with controls in the 
front. Garbage disposals can have a 
button installed on the counter so you 
don’t  have to reach to the back of the 
counter to turn it on.

These are just a few of the many 
options and suggestions to help you 
stay in your home.

I attend­
ed the event last year and will be a 
participant this year. I can assure you 
that if aging in place and staying in 
your own home is a priority, you will 
find many companies participating 
who are willing to help you accom­
plish that goal.

0 : 1 understand that there 
is some discussion about 
the licensure of professional 
management companies. Do you 
have any information about it?

A: As I understand it, 
Michigan is one of four 
states that are considering 

the
licensing of 
professional 
management 
companies. 
The
Community 
Association 
Institute has 
apparently 
engaged the 
legislature

to ensure that if a licensure 
statute is adopted, the 
requirements for such 
licenses are based upon 
industry-developed 
certifications and 
designations. Additionally, 
any administrative body set 
up to oversee such a program 
must consist of a majority 
of professional community 
association managers. You 
may wish to let your state 
legislator know of your desires 
with respect to the licensure 
of professional management 
companies which, in this 
writer’s view, is long overdue.

0: What do we do about a co-owner 
who refuses to leave a board 
meeting that he was invited to?

A: You might consider 
adopting a policy resolution 
addressing “Decorum at 
Association Meetings or 
Board meetings” that lays out 
the standard code of conduct 
for attendees at association 
meetings and functions.
That way, the misbehaving 
unit owner is, by acting out, 
breaking the rules. This would 
also help if you wanted to 
assess fines and I believe it 
builds an expectation as to the 
proper behavior that could also 
be enforced by the sergeant 
of arms according to Robert’s 
Rules of Order. Obviously, the 
association should have die 
right to a civilized meeting 
and, hopefully, it will not be 
necessary to call the police or 
other security. If that doesn’t 
work, adjourn the meeting and 
regroup.

0: Our association is thinking about 
trying to keep our neighborhood 
safer and property values from 
declining by banning sexual 
predators and offenders from living 
in our community. Do you think that 
is possible?

A: I am aware of some cases 
where a restriction on sexual 
predators being precluded 
from living in a condominium 
has been upheld. Of course, 
in many jurisdictions, those 
convicted of the most serious 
sexual crimes are banned from 
living within one thousand 
(1,000) feet of areas where 
children frequently interact 
such as schools, day care 
centers and playgrounds, but, 
obviously, you would want 
to take it further. You are 
best advised to consult with 
your community association 
attorney who hopefully can 
draft it in a fashion which will 
be enforceable.

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FORD RIDES FUEL EFFICIENCY TO HIGH DEMAND
Advertising Feature

U.S. auto makers sold 1.17 million 
vehicles in April, up 18 percent from 
their performance a year earlier. And 
while Ford’s 13-percent increase 
ranked third among the domestic Big 
Three for the month, it wasn’t because 
its vehicles were less in demand: Ford’s 
Focus and Fiesta, as well as its new 
Explorer SUV, were among the hottest 
vehicles in the market.

Ken Czubay, Ford’s vice president of 
U.S. sales and marketing, said, 
“Obviously, the market has shifted. It’s 
the first month for our new Focus, and 
dealers were selling them right off the 
convoy trucks.”

Subcompact and compact cars 
overall accounted for 24 percent of 
industry sales in April, about the same 
percentages as March, when fuel prices 
began taking hold in the consumer 
consciousness - but three percentage 
points ahead of a year ago. “If the 
industry had an unlimited supply of 
small cars, that percentage may have 
gotten to 28 percent or 30 percent in 
April,” said George Pipas, Ford’s head 
of U.S. industry analysis.

Ford reported April sales of 189,778 
units, up 13 percent from a year 
earlier. And if it weren’t for tight 
supplies of its small cars, company 
executives said, they would have sold 
even more. “The availability of small 
cars is putting a cap on the segment,”

Pipas said.
So Ford has been able to sell its year- 

old Fiesta, and its new 2012 Focus, at a 
breathless clip. Fiesta transaction 
prices are the highest of any vehicle in 
its segment, Pipas said, and the model 
sold more than 9,000 units for the 
second month in a row. Focus 
experienced “a ramp-up month” during 
April, Czubay said. “Availability will 
continue to be lean because the 
producdt is in such high demand.”

Combined, Fiesta and Focus - with 
the new version still in limited supply - 
accounted for 15 percent of Ford’s 
retail sales in April, six percentage 
points higher than realized by Fiesta 
and th previous version of Focus a year 
ago.

Sales of Ford Fusion, a compact, 
were 12 percent ahead of a year ago. 
Taurus, Ford’s mid-size sedan, was 2 
percent ahead of last year’s pace. Even 
Mustang sold 59 percent more units 
than a year earlier, largely because of 
an increase in fleet sales this year 
compared with last year, Pipas said.

Over half of Mustangs were sold 
with a V6 engine that yields 305 
horsepower and 31mpg on the 
highway. “People are saying, ‘I can get 
everything in that category I want’ 
with this six-cylinder engine,” Czubay 
said.

The model that propelled Ford sales

more than any other, however, was the 
new Explorer, whose 25 mpgon the 
highway is a 25-percent improvement 
over the fuel economy of the old 
version. And Ford won’t begin 
production of a four-cylinder EcoBoost 
version of Edge until later this year, 
which promises even better mileage.’

Already, “It’s the fastest-turning 
vehicle in the Ford showroom,” Czubay 
said, indicating that Ford also could 
sell more Explorer - as well as Focus 
and Fiesta - units if they were 
available.

Czubay mentioned Ford’s overall 
positioning for the times. “I’ve never 
seen a company better positioned” for 
a market shift than Ford, he said. “No 
matter where the consumer wants to 
go, Ford is lined up to give them the 
fuel efficiency they want.

The best example of that may be 
what’s happened with buyers’ 
approach to the F series trucks. Ford 
just began in January offering a couple 
of six-cylinder engine alternatives to 
its previous offerings of only eight-

cylinder versions of the F150, and in 
April the two smaller engines 
accounted already for half of the 
model’s retail sales.

“That’s the most startling number” 
of the month, Czubay said. “That’s a 
high-volume model. What consumers 
are saying is that they’re willing to go 
with a six-cylinder engine” if it meets 
their performance standards. Overall, 
F Series sales were up 11 percent in 
April.

Lincoln’s problems have been much 
discussed, and that woin’t stop after 
the brand registered a 1-percent 
decline in April sales compared with a 
year ago.

Ford reduced its incentive spending 
in April by more than $600 per vehicle 
compared with March levels, Pipas 
said, while the overall industry 
registered an incentive reduction 
averaging only about $300 a vehicle.

Fleet sales in April were 36 percent 
of the total for Ford, on the high end 
of its desired range. Year-to-date, the 
figure was 34 percent.
