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City commission hears 
conflict over event parking

As another Plymouth festival 
season draws to a close, debate 
has flared again over the strain 
such events put on downtown 
parking resources.

Ellen Elliott, executive direc­
tor of the Friends of the Penn 
Theatre, took her case Monday 
to the Plymouth City Commis­
sion, asking that parking behind 
The Gathering, which is next to 
the theater, be kept open during 
special events. The municipal 
lot there is typically reserved

for use by organizers and ven­
dors, and for the loading and 
unloading of equipment and 
supplies.

Elliott said the lot often has 
empty spaces during events, 
and that moviegoers and people 
visiting downtown to shop or 
dine should be allowed to park 
there.

“I just don’t think it’s right for 
these festival organizers to be 
given carte blanche to do what 
they want,” Elliott said.

She suggested event orga­
nizers and workers park per­
sonal vehicles at more remote

lots, such as at the Cultural 
Center, and that trucks used to 
haul equipment be stored off­
site during the events. Special 
events already cut into avail­
able on-street parking, she said 
later.

Elliott emphasized she was 
representing downtown busi­
nesses in general, not just the 
Penn, and that she’s not opposed 
to special events.

“There needs to be a give and 
take, and we give a lot,” as fes­
tivals pose an inconvenience to 
downtown businesses, she said.

Later, Elliott said that while

some businesses, such as res­
taurants, may see increased 
traffic during downtown events, 
at others, such as the Penn, traf­
fic is down due to travel and 
parking headaches.

In asking that the lot be kept 
open, Elliott said she would 
make an exception for the Fall 
Festival, as the reserved space 
is used to set up the barbecue 
pits used in the Rotary Club of 
Plymouth’s annual chicken bar­
becue.

Several commissioners said

Local stores notice
upward trend in 
Halloween sales

Statistics say the Hal­
loween season is an 
increasingly good time 
to scare up business, and 
area retailers are notic­
ing that trend.

Americans are expect­
ed to spend $6.86 billion 
on Halloween this year, 
with the average person 
spending just over $72 
on decorations, costumes 
and candy, up about $8 
per person from last year. 
About seven in 10 Amer­
icans will celebrate Hal­
loween, an NRF-commis- 
sioned survey found, with 
those in the Northeast the 
most likely to celebrate, 
while people living in the 
South are the least likely.

In the Plymouth and 
Canton area, local retail­
ers say their sales show 
the increasing popularity 
of Halloween.

“It has picked up this 
year,” said Amy Hyst, an 
assistant manager at the 
Hobby Lobby on Ford 
Road in Canton Township, 
which carries Halloween 
decorations, party sup­
plies, craft kits and can­
dy. “We are going through 
it much faster than we 
did last year.”

“I definitely didn’t have 
enough stu ff’ for Hal­
loween 2009, her first at 
Creatopia on Ann Arbor
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Candy Trail on Ann Arbor Trail (above) has plenty of Halloween-themed goods. If you happen to be looking for glittery 
skulls (top). Razzamatazz on Forest Avenue is the place to go.

Trail in Plymouth, own­
er Lindsey Lebovitz said. 
She was relying on what 
past owners had done for 
the season, she said, and 
came up short.

“Now, I’ve ordered 
more. I have more vari­
ety. ... I’ve grown it so 
there’s more stock and 
more samples,” Lebovitz

said.
At Creatopia, where 

customers paint and per­
sonalize ceramic piec­
es, there are jack-o’-lan- 
tern decorations, pump­
kin- and ghost-shaped 
dishes, spider figurines 
and Frankenstein-shaped 
cookie jars, Lebovitz said. 
“We have Halloween pot­

tery out and ready to 
paint,” she said.

At Hobby Lobby, there 
are also Halloween- 
themed decorations: yard 
displays, wall-hangings, 
window clings, plus foam 
and sticker craft sets for 
children.

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Police make arrest in school threats

Canton Police have arrested a juve­
nile in relation to the pair of threaten­
ing notes found at Salem High School 
earlier this week.

The juvenile, police said, was trans­
ported Friday to the Wayne Coun­
ty Youth Home, and the case is being 
referred to the Wayne County Prose­
cutor’s office.

Police officials said they would not 
be releasing any further informa­
tion in the case, other than recogniz­
ing “the cooperation and assistance of 
the Plymouth-Canton School District

administration.”
The arrest follows a pair of lock- 

downs that occurred at the Plymouth- 
Canton Educational Park, first Mon­
day when a note was slipped beneath 
a teacher’s classroom door, and then 
Wednesday, when a second note was 
found in a stairwell.

Both notes resulted in a lockdown of 
the Park. The first one, district offi­
cials said, contained more specific 
threats than the second one, and was 
deemed a “credible threat” by Can­
ton police, to the point where students 
were eventually sent home.

Students were again 
locked down Wednes­
day morning, but were 
returned to class short­
ly thereafter when the 
threat was deemed less 
credible.

Thursday night, admin­
istrators and police took 
to the phone lines, mak­
ing a phone call that was 
then sent to every parent 
in the district.

In the message, Dr. Jer­
emy Hughes, the dis­
trict’s interim superinten­
dent, said he “wanted to 
personally assure you we 
have been... as complete 
as possible with commu­
nications thus far.”

“I know it’s natural 
for you to want to know 
more, but the events that 
took place this week are 
under police investiga­

tion and the district is 
very limited in what we 
can share,” Hughes told 
parents. “The media are 
not under such strict con­
trol and unfortunately 
we don’t have any input 
when it comes to what 
they report. We have fol­
lowed our emergency 
procedures this week.”

Canton Police Lt. Scott 
Hilden, who oversees 
the School Resource 
Officers for the depart­
ment, assured parents 
“all police resources are 
being utilized” to resolve 
the situation.

“I promise you we are 
doing everything in our 
power to bring the per­
son responsible for these 
threats to justice and 
prosecute them to the 
fullest extent of the law,” 
Hilden said.

Bill ends state lawm akers’ 
lifetime health care benefits

MORE CHOICES, MORE FLAVOR, MORE VALUE

Lawmakers not vest­
ed in the state’s retire­
ment plan by Jan. 1. 2013, 
won’t be eligible for life­
time health care under a 
bill passed by the State 
House and on its way to 
Gov. Rick Snyder.

House Bill 4087 (and a 
similar bill authored in 
the Senate) ends a retire­
ment health care pro­
gram that covered for­
mer legislators after age 
55. The bill eliminates 
benefits for most current 
members of the Legisla­
ture, including all three 
lawmakers represent­
ing the Plymouth-Can- 
ton area, state Reps. Kurt 
Heise, R-Plymouth, who 
voted for the bill, and 
Dian Slavens, D-Canton, 
who voted against it, and 
state Sen. Pat Colbeck, R- 
Canton, who voted for the 
Senate version and said 
he backs the House plan.

“Ending lifetime health 
care benefits for legisla­
tors is a common sense 
reform that is long over­
due,” said Heise, who has 
opted out of legislative 
health care benefits since 
becoming a lawmaker. 
“This decision not only 
brings public employ­
ment benefits more in 
line with the private sec­
tor, but shows our com­
mitment to making real 
changes in how we spend 
taxpayer dollars.”

Any lawmaker not 
already vested in the 
program by Jan. 1,2013 
will be affected by the 
bill. They will receive no 
retirement health-care 
benefits from the state.

Slavens, who has been 
pushing for thew elimi­
nation of lifetime health 
care for more than a year, 
said she doesn’t think 
the legislation goes far 
enough. She introduced 
a substitute bill which 
would have cut the bene­

fits for all lawmakers, but 
the alternative bill never 
got traction.

“Unfortunately the 
House leadership would 
not allow a vote on my 
substitute bill,” Slavens 
said. “Instead, the House 
voted on the Senate ver­
sion of the bill where the 
Republican-led Senate 
voted to exempt them­
selves from sharing in 
the sacrifice that many 
are feeling across our 
state.”

According to the House 
Fiscal Agency, eliminat­
ing lifetime health care 
benefits to all lawmakers 
could save nearly $5 mil­
lion each year. Last ses­
sion a bill was passed that 
put an end to the benefits 
for future lawmakers. 
Slavens’ substitute would 
have cut benefits for cur­
rent lawmakers as well.

“I will continue to fight 
to do away with this out- 
of-touch perk and make 
sure that our lawmak­
ers are working for the 
people they represent,

not themselves,” said 
Slavens.

Colbeck said he sup­
ported the Senate ver­
sion and also favors the 
House plan, despite the 
fact it takes away his 
own opportunity for ben­
efits.

He said while those 
serving in public office 
are performing a service 
and deserve to be com­
pensated for that work, 
he doesn’t believe they 
should be awarded life­
time health care bene­
fits.

“I am pleased that both 
the House and the Sen­
ate have taken steps to 
eliminate that perk,” Col­
beck said in a statement. 
“As Michigan has strug­
gled financially we have 
asked for concessions 
from workers in both the 
public and private sec­
tor. Our elected officials 
must also share in that 
sacrifice.”

school, getting ready for 
the big game.”

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County panel gives go-ahead 
to language recalling Slavens

Recall organizers have 
received the go-ahead to 
circulate petitions against 
Democratic state Reps. 
Dian Slavens of Canton,

Republican lawyer Stu 
Sandler lauded the 2- 
1 vote Thursday by the 
Wayne County Election 
Commission to approve 
the latest-proposed recall 
language, but Mary Ellen 
Gurewitz, an attorney 
representing the three 
Democratic legislators, 
threatened a possible 
court challenge against 
the three-member panel’s 
decision.

“I think the panel did 
the right thing,” said 
Sandler, who is involved 
in a wave or recall efforts 
against Democrats. “Vot­
ers have the right to 
recall.”

Gurewitz, however,

argued 
that the 
recall lan­
guage 
isn’t clear 
and will 
confuse 
voters 
who are 
asked to 

sign the petitions.
Separate recall petitions 

against Slavens, Cavana­
gh and Bledsoe are word­
ed the same, stating that 
the legislators “voted in 
opposition of Public Act 4 
of 2011, the Local Govern­
ment and School District 
Fiscal Accountability Act 
of 2011.”

The bill, approved by 
state lawmakers, broad­
ens the power of gover­
nor-appointed emergency 
financial managers over 
local governments and 
school districts deemed 
to need outside help 
reversing deep financial 
woes. Gov. Rick Snyder 
and others hailed the leg­
islation, though critics 
say it stripped away the 
rights of local officials 
elected by voters.

Gurewitz argued Thurs­
day that the approved 
recall petition word­

ing isn’t clear because it 
doesn’t relay to voters 
what Public Act 4 actual­
ly does.

“No voters are going to 
know what that is,” she 
said.

The latest recall lan­
guage was proposed after 
the election commis­
sion earlier rejected as 
unclear a petition seeking 
to oust Slavens, Cavana­
gh and Bledsoe for voting 
against changing Michi­
gan’s business tax code.

The latest language 
pertaining to emergen­
cy financial managers 
was approved by Wayne 
County Clerk Cathy Gar- . 
rett and Wayne County 
Probate Judge Freddie 
Burton, while Treasurer 
Raymond Wojtowicz vot­
ed against it and called it 
unclear.

Sandler said the word­
ing was similar to a recall 
petition earlier approved 
against state Sen. Pat­
rick Colbeck, R-Canton, 
who supported the law in 
question. Only two words 
were changed; whereas 
Colbeck is targeted for 
possible recall for vot­
ing “in favor” of Public 
Act 4, Slavens, Cavanagh

and Bledsoe are facing a 
potential recall for voting 
“in opposition” to it.

Outside the hearing 
room Thursday, Gure­
witz said Republicans are 
trying to time the recall 
election to coincide with 
a late February election 
in Michigan that includes 
a primary for GOP presi­
dential candidates.

Slavens has called the 
recall effort “a distrac­
tion” from important 
matters such as focusing 
on creating new jobs.

Recall organizers will 
have to collect the signa­
tures they need within a 
90-day window that can 
occur within 180 days of 
Thursday’s election com­
mission vote. Sandler said 
recall supporters would 
discuss when to proceed.

Recall supporters will 
have to collect valid sig­
natures from 25 percent 
of voters who cast ballots 
in the last gubernatorial 
election. They are await­
ing official numbers, but 
they have estimated that 
means 9,213 signatures 
in Slavens’ 21st District, 
8,475 in Bledsoe’s 1st Dis­
trict and 6,976 in Cavana- 
gh’s 17th District.

the issue should be stud­
ied, and Mayor Dan 
Dwyer, while agreeing 
there might be room for 
changes in procedures, 
defended the city’s han­
dling of special-event 
logistics.

“We’re always looking 
to improve on how we 
do this, and I happen to 
think we do an outstand­
ing job,” Dwyer said lat­
er.

With the events attract­
ing thousands of peo­
ple to downtown Plym­
outh, “just about any oth­
er community in south­
eastern Michigan would 
like to have that problem 
right now,” Dwyer said.

Each event is different, 
City Manager Paul Sin- 
cock said later, and city 
officials and event plan­
ners take a “big-picture 
look” at each event that 
includes parking, but 
also extends beyond it.

“We’re always look­
ing at that kind of thing. 
Each event has its own 
logistics and security 
needs,” Sincock said.

The space behind 
The Gathering is not 
only used during spe­
cial events for organizer 
parking and supply off­
loading, he said, but also 
as a staging and storage 
area and for things like

the Dumpsters used for 
trash disposal, he said, 
and visitor safety has to 
be a concern.

Elliott said she counted 
62 parking spaces behind 
The Gathering that were 
off-limits to the public 
during the 2009 Green 
Street Fair, with some 
of them sitting empty. 
Elliott had made a sim­
ilar appeal to the com­
mission after that fair in 
2009.

Sincock said the 
“footprint” of spaces 
reserved for the Green 
Street Fair, as well as 
for Art in the Park, was 
reduced this year.

Commissioner Gerald 
Sabatini later said he’s 
in favor of more close­
ly studying organizers’ 
parking needs for each 
event. Sabatini, who is on 
the Friends of the Penn’s 
board of directors, also 
said he’s in favor of hav­
ing event organizers 
park personal vehicles at 
more remote locations.

“I’m sure there’s room 
for compromise,” Saba­
tini said. “Everybody 
wants the best for the 
events and their busi­
nesses.”

Elliott also expressed 
optimism. “I’m confident 
the City Commission will 
work with us to resolve 
this situation,” she said.

What’s the best way to 
protect your family from 
fire? Be ahead of the 
game, of course.

With more than 360,000 
home fires reported in 
the United States in 2009, 
according to the nonprof­
it National Fire Protec­
tion Association, the best 
defense is a good offense. 
That’s why the Plymouth 
Community Fire Depart­
ment is teaming up with 
NFPA during the Oct. 9- 
15 Fire Prevention Week, 
to let the community 
know “It’s Fire Preven­
tion Week. Protect your 
Family from Fire!”

This year’s campaign 
focuses on preventing the 
leading causes of home 
fires — cooking, heating 
and electrical equipment, 
as well as candles and 
smoking materials. Addi­
tionally, it urges people to 
protect their homes and 
families with life-saving 
technology and planning.

“In 2009,2,565 people 
died in home fires. Near­
ly all of these deaths 
could have been prevent­
ed by taking a few simple 
precautions like having 
working smoke alarms 
and a home fire escape 
plan, keeping things that 
can burn away from the 
stove and always turning 
off space heaters before 
going to bed,” said Fire 
Chief Mark Wendel of

the Plymouth Communi­
ty Fire Department. “Fire 
is a dangerous oppo­
nent, but by anticipat­
ing the hazards, you are 
much less likely to be one 
of the nearly 13,000 peo­
ple injured in home fires 
each year.”

Plymouth Community 
Fire Department offers 
the following tips for pro­
tecting your home and 
family from fire:

• Stay in the kitch­
en while you are frying, 
grilling, or broiling food. 
If you leave the kitchen 
for even a short period of 
time, turn off the stove.

• Keep anything that 
can burn at least three 
feet away from heating 
equipment, like the fur­
nace, fireplace, wood 
stove, or portable space 
heater.

• Have a three-foot “kid- 
free zone” around open 
fires and space heaters.

• Replace or repair

damaged or loose electri­
cal cords.

• If you smoke, smoke 
outside.

• Use deep, wide ash­
trays on a sturdy table.

• Blow out all candles 
when you leave the room 
or go to bed. Avoid the 
use of candles in the bed­
room and other areas 
where people may fall 
asleep.

“While preventing 
home fires in Plym­
outh is always our num­
ber one priority, it is not 
always possible,” Wen­
del said. “Plymouth’s res­
idents need to provide the 
best protection to keep 
their homes and fami­
lies safe in the event of a 
fire. This can be achieved 
by developing an escape 
plan which you practice 
regularly and equipping 
homes with life-saving 
technologies like smoke 
alarms and home fire 
sprinklers.”

The following tips will 
help keep your family 
safe if there is a fire in 
your home:

• Install smoke alarms 
inside each bedroom, out­
side each sleeping area, 
and on every level of the 
home (including the base­
ment).

• Interconnect all 
smoke alarms in the 
home so when one 
sounds, they all sound.

• Test smoke alarms at 
least monthly and replace 
all smoke alarms when 
they are 10 years old
or sooner if they do not 
respond when tested.

• Make sure everyone 
in your home knows how 
to respond if the smoke 
alarm sounds.

• Pull together every­
one in your household and 
make a plan. Walk through 
your home and inspect all 
possible ways out. House­
holds with children should 
consider drawing a floor 
plan of your home, mark­
ing two ways out of each 
room, including windows 
and doors.

• If you are building or 
remodeling your home, 
consider installing home 
fire sprinklers.

that’s all they’re really 
interested in,” said Hyst, 
who has been with the 
chain for eight years.

Big-box stores are cash­
ing in on the season, too.

“It’s almost the sec­
ond Christmas, as a mat­
ter of fact,” said Deborah 
Mitchell, the manager at 
the Kmart on Ann Arbor 
Road in Plymouth Town­
ship.

Costumes and inflatable 
figures, such as witches 
and pumpkins, are partic­
ularly popular, Mitchell 
said, and customers’ chat 
seems to show an increas­
ing number of Halloween 
parties from year to year.

“Our store population is 
really excited around the 
Halloween season,” she 
said.

Walmart Stores Inc. 
didn’t provide specif­
ic information about its 
Ford Road store in Can­
ton, but a spokeswoman 
said the Halloween sea­
son is important for it.

“Halloween continues 
to be a very popular holi­
day, and Walmart carries 
a wide range of merchan­
dise to help our custom­
ers stay safe and have

fun,” the spokeswoman 
wrote in an e-mail.

Back in Plymouth, San­
dy McGrew, owner of the 
Candy Trail on Ann Arbor 
Trail, said she does a good 
seasonal business in a 
Halloween staple — can­
dy — but that it’s more 
likely to be specialty can­
dy for Halloween parties 
rather than the kind typi­
cally handed out to trick- 
or-treaters.

“Adults still come in 
and buy candy because 
they can’t go trick-or- 
treating,” McGrew said. 
She opened the store in 
2009, and says Halloween 
sales have been trend­
ing up.

Popular Halloween can­
dy items, McGrew said, 
include gummy “eye­
balls,” gummy “boogers” 
(“I got a lot more this 
year,” she said), flavored 
wax shaped like mous­
taches and teeth and, new 
to the store, lollipops with 
crickets and scorpions 
inside.

“They take the sting­
ers off,” McGrew said of 
the novelty candy, which 
sell for $3.50 each for the 
scorpions. “They’re real 
bugs, and they eat them.”

Life insurance can be wise 
move, but not as investment

Last week I was lucky 
enough to be able 
to give a talk at the 

Observer & Eccentric/ 
Hometown Weekly News­
papers’ Senior Expo. As 
a side note, it was a great 
event and I would recom­
mend it for all seniors.
At my talk there were a 
number of questions with 
regards to life insurance 
and I thought I would 
give my answer for one 
of those questions.

I was asked whether 
I thought life insurance 
was a good investment. 
The woman who asked the 
question said that she had 
been approached about 
buying life insurance and 
using it as an investment. 
She said the salesperson 
told her that she would 
get a guaranteed rate of 
return and that when she 
needed money all she had 
to do was borrow from 
her policy. She was also 
told that upon her death, 
whatever was left in the 
policy would go to her 
beneficiary. She wanted to 
know if I thought that was 
a good move.

I’ve addressed this 
issue many times in 
the past and it certain­
ly deserves repeating.
My answer was that life 
insurance is not an invest­
ment. I explained that 
even though life insur­
ance has some elements 
similar to an investment,
I don’t believe it is a good 
choice when someone has 
to die in order to collect. 
Life insurance is a matter 
of risk management, not 
investing.

In these difficult eco­
nomic times, many 
seniors have been 
approached by sales­
people about buying life

insur­
ance and 
using it as 
an invest­
ment 
vehicle. 
They are 
told that 
with a life 
insurance 
policy you 
can’t lose 
money 

and you will always get a 
guaranteed rate of return. 
Although this is true, the 
salespeople frequently 
forget to tell the full story.

Unfortunately, too 
many people in the insur­
ance industry are only 
worried about their com­
missions, not what’s good 
for the client. Of course, 
that doesn’t condemn all 
people who deal with life 
insurance, but the best 
insurance agents I know 
never worry about their 
commission, they only 
worry about taking care 
of their clients.

After the talk, I spoke 
to the woman in further 
detail about life insur­
ance and she informed 
me that the salesperson 
told her it is similar to a 
CD. I told her that is not 
the case. The problem 
with buying life insur­
ance as an investment is 
the fact that you are pay­
ing for life insurance.
My view is if you don’t 
need life insurance, why 
should you pay for it?

Also, it’s not like you 
can get your money out 
whenever you want. With 
a CD, you can cancel at 
anytime and, in most cas­
es, you only pay a small 
penalty. That penalty is 
generally at most, three 
months interest. That is 
not the case with a life 
insurance policy. If you 
cancel out your life insur­
ance policy, the penalties

are severe and are based 
upon not only the interest 
earned on the policy, but 
also on the principal.

Insurance agents like to 
tell people that they can 
always borrow against 
their policy. Unfortunate­
ly, they don’t tell them that 
the other part of the equa­
tion is you pay interest on 
the money you are bor­
rowing. It has never made 
sense to me to pay interest 
on my own money.

Life insurance is a very 
valuable tool that peo­
ple need in order to pro­
tect their families. The 
question that you should 
always ask with regards 
to life insurance is wheth­
er when you pass away 
anyone will lose out finan­
cially. If no one loses out 
financially, there is no rea­
son to buy life insurance.

I always analogize to 
golf balls. I don’t have 
golf ball insurance even 
though I lose golf balls 
every time I play golf.
In other words, there’s 
no financial loss to me 
when I lose a golf ball. 
The question you need to 
ask yourself before you 
buy life insurance is not 
if you’re going to pass 
away, because we all are; 
but rather, does anyone 
lose out financially when 
you are no longer here.
If there is a financial loss 
to someone upon your 
death, then life insurance 
is one option to consider. 
However, life insurance 
should never be used as 
an investment.

AN ORDINANCE TO ADD SECTION 28.61 TO THE

PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OR SEVERABILITY; 
PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND 
EFFECTIVE DATE.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH 
ORDAINS:

The Charter Township of Plymouth ordains 
that Section 28.61, Wind Energy be added to the Zoning 
Ordinance of the Charter Township of Plymouth, 
Ordinance No. 99 and hereby amends the Zoning 
Ordinance by the addition of the following language.

This section provides for 
inoperable and unsafe wind turbines, their removal and 
site restoration.

SECTION II. VIOLATION AND PENALTY.

This section provides that any person or entity that 
violates any provision of this Ordinance may, upon 
conviction, be fined not more than Five Hundred 
($500.00) Dollars or imprisoned not more than Ninety 
(90) days, or both, in the discretion of the court.

SECTION III. SEVERABILITY.

This section provides that any unenforceable section can 
be severed from the rest of the Ordinance.

SECTION IV. REPEAL OF CONFLICTING

This se on provides that all Or,' nances or parts of 
Ordina: ,s in convict herewith are aereby repealed only 
to the e. ent n<?c< ary to give this Ordinance full force 
and effect.

SECTION V. SAVINGS CLAUSE.

This section provides that adoption of this Ordinance 
does not affect proceedings, prosecutions for violation of 
law, penalties and matured rights and duties in effect 
before the effective date of this Ordinance.

SECTION VI. PUBLICATION.

This section provides that the Clerk for the Charter 
Township of Plymouth shall cause this Ordinance to be 
published in the manner required by law.

SECTION VII. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This section provides that this Ordinance shall take full 
force and effect upon publication as required by law.

Sweet.
Three years after start­

ing a baking business in 
Livonia with a couple of 
kitchen mixers and a few 
cupcake tins, Pam and 
Todd Tlirkin have opened 
a 17,000 square foot pro­
duction facility for their 
Just Baked cupcake busi­
ness.

On Thursday, the Farm­
ington Hills couple cele­
brated with a grand open­
ing at their new facili­
ty at 31805 Glendale with 
business partners Garden 
Fresh Salsa, elected offi­
cials, employees and fam­
ily members.

The company has 
grown from the early 
start in 2008 from the site

of the former Burkhardt 
Bakery on Seven Mile 
near Farmington Road 
to seven stores in Livo­
nia, Ann Arbor, Brighton, 
Canton, Novi, Royal Oak 
and Troy.

“It’s unbelievable,”
Pam Tlirkin said about 
Just Baked and its rapid 
growth. “We’re proud of 
the business and the peo­
ple who work for us. They 
work hard. It’s a lot of 
work, but it’s a lot of fun.”

The company employs 
75 people at its stores, 
and as growth continues, 
the company will hire 
more, Tlirkin said.

Tlirkin said the compa­
ny needed more space, so 
they approached the city 
earlier this year seek­
ing a location with more 
room.

the community that was 
dedicated to us.”

The facility houses a 
baking and decorating 
area for the cupcakes and 
cookies, and a 400-square 
foot cake studio with 
three decorators.

Learning to bake
Tlirkin taught herself 

to bake for about a year 
before she pursued the 
business. “I’m not a bak­
er; I’m a marketer,” she 
said. “I think I’m cre­
ative.”

She started out with 
ideas for flavors convey­
ing the sweetness aimed 
at a child’s palate and the 
nostalgia attached to that 
flavor for adults.

Early flavors includ­
ed the S’more cupcake, 
which tastes like the 
campfire treat, and the 
Grumpie cupcake, so 
named because a name 
that rhymes with it is 
trademarked. (OK, it’s 
a chocolate cake with 
a buttercream ribbon 
buried in the chocolate 
ganache.)

About two weeks after 
opening, Tlirkin hired 
Jamie Lullove, who is 
now working in purchas­

ing and marketing for 
Just Baked. Lullove of 
Farmington Hills remem­
bers the early days of 
2008.

“We had two Kitchen 
Aid mixers, four cupcake 
pans and three spatulas,” 
Lullove said. “We’d make 
six flavors a day. That’s 
all we had for cupcakes in 
the store.”

The real stuff
Tlirkin insists that all 

real ingredients are used. 
“We use all real butter, 
real eggs, real milk, lem­
ons and oranges,” Tlir­
kin said. The lemons 
and oranges are fresh­
ly squeezed. Everything 
is baked in microbatches, 
Tlirkin said.

She quips that there’s 
no vegetable shortening 
in the facility, identifying 
a popular brand by name.

Lullove said the compa­
ny started with purchas­
es of three cases of but­
ter a week. Today that 
number has grown to 
30. “We always joke that 
we should have our own 
farm,” Lullove said.

Jordan Conn, co-man­
ager of Just Baked’s 
production facility and 
Brighton resident, said
2,000 to 7,000 cupcakes 
are baked and created 
daily, then delivered to 
stores.

Conn said the time 
spent with co-workers at 
the facility has made Just 
Baked “like family.”

“It’s interesting that we 
have found this niche,” 
Conn said. “We’re able 
to grow when everybody 
else is laying off.”

Built to house Madon­
na’s growing science and 
media programs, the 
recently completed Fran­
ciscan Center for Science 
and Media received Gold 
status for Leadership in

Energy and Environmen­
tal Design. At the cen­
ter of campus, the build­
ing stands as a testament 
to the vision and values of 
the Felician Sisters and 
Madonna University.

Currently, construc­
tion is under way for 
a nursing simulation
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lab and a sign language 
studies lab in the main 
academic building. This 
month, a distance learn­
ing bachelor’s degree 
program in business was 
launched in Haiti for 20 
hand-picked Haitian stu­
dents.

Deborah Grunn has always 
nurtured others.

She worked as a nanny for 21 
years, raising another family’s 
children.

She has rescued countless 
stay dogs and cats.

And when her father, who 
had Alzheimer’s Disease, took a 
turn for the worse in 2008, the 
Plymouth native left her home 
in Oklahoma to care for him 
during his last few months. She 
and a younger sibling, learned 
about his catheter, how to feed 
him and how to turn him in bed 
every few hours.

“We put a hospital bed out­
side the kitchen door. Peo­
ple would'pass him and touch 
him and kiss him on the head. 
He’d grab your hand. He was 
in the middle of everything 
going on, always in the middle 
of family things going on. And 
with grandchildren and five 
kids, there were a lot of people 
around.”

Two years later Grunn, 61, 
returned with her husband and 
several pets to care for her 
mother full time. She’s here 
for good, living in her parents’ 
home and assisting her moth­
er, Betty Seymour, 89, who has 
mild dementia.

“When we first got here it 
was a nightmare. We were 
fighting every day. She was on 
medication she shouldn’t be on. 
She was over-medicated. The 
doctors she had gone to pre­
viously told me to put her in a 
home.”

Grunn switched doctors, 
took her mom and herself 
to bereavement counseling 
and started a search for oth­

er resources, doing whatev­
er should could to improve her 
mother’s life.

“I’ve got a real strong faith 
and I do a lot of praying. And 
I have a good sense of humor 
and I try to keep that.”

Last year, she also discovered 
the Area Agency on Aging 1- 
B’s annual caregiver expo. This 
year’s program of caregiver 
workshops and presentations is

set for Oct. 15 in Novi.
Grunn attended the 11th 

annual program with a young­
er sister.

“I wanted to be around other 
caregivers. I wanted resources, 
to know where to go and what 
to do and how to do it, even 
though I have some knowledge 
of caregiving,” she said. “I got 
a lot out of it by talking with the 
people sitting around me. The

caregivers interact with each 
other. You know you’re not 
alone. They are everywhere. 
These are older children tak­
ing care of their parents or an 
uncle or grandparents and try­
ing to deal with it every day. 
The connection with them was 
wonderful.”

tion manager for Area Agen­
cy on Aging 1-B, said the expo 
drew approximately 1,100 indi­
viduals last year. She expects at 
least that many this year.

“We will repeat the legal 
tips. We repeat it every year 
because it’s so popular,” Justice 
said, describing a Q&A session 
with attorney Jim Schuster.

New this year is “Caregiving 
Survival” by Jill Gafner, a care­
giver and author.

“She’s taken care of her hus­
band for 20 years and raised 
three children. She is an inspir­
ing woman with a lot of posi­
tive messages to share,” Jus­
tice said.

Other sessions deal with 
advocating for quality care, 
being a “fearless caregiver,” 
safety at home, Medicare, long­
term care, community respite 
services, Medicaid, memory 
loss and Parkinson’s Disease.

“We’ll have a resource room. 
Our entire call center will be 
there with laptops and printers 
to print out resource listings,” 
Justice said.

Dryer fires still a hot topic
I did ah interview last week on 

The Joe Madison Show which 
reaches a worldwide audience on 
Sirius Satellite radio. The subject 

matter was the recent death of a 
10-year-old boy caused by a clothes 
dryer catching fire 
in his home.

This needless 
tragedy is repeated 
more than 20 times 
a year in this coun­
try directly attrib­
uted to the product 
called, “the clothes 
dryer.” Let me ask 
a few questions of 
all readers of this 
column. Should the 
person responsi­
ble for a home take 
the necessary precautions with a 
clothes dryer? Should that person 
take it apart or have a technician 
take it apart to clean the inside? 
Shouldn’t someone make sure the 
vent line is properly installed and 
cleaned at least once on a yearly 
basis? That little boy died because 
his guardians didn’t think about 
these questions or simply weren’t 
cognizant of how dangerous a 
clothes dryer really is.

There are 42 dryer fires every 
day in this country and those are 
only the ones reported to a fire 
department. I believe the num­
ber may be as high as three times 
this amount which is fortunate 
for those folks who were there to 
extinguish the fire. Some of these 
fires could have been caused by a

malfunction of the dryer itself but 
I think that number is very small.
I know for a fact that the majority 
of dryer fires occur because a vent 
line is packed with lint, the inner 
cabinet of the dryer is filled with 
lint in every crevice possible or 
the vent line is made of the wrong 
material or possibly travels too 
long a distance.

I received several e-mails from 
my recent radio interview and 
most of those were from people 
who didn’t have a clue how serious 
problem dryer fires have become.

Some 20 years ago when I first 
began investigating dryer fires and 
Frank Felts, the fire chief of Gar­
den City, reported there were 12 
dryer fires in the city that year,
I could well imagine how big this 
problem was across the coun­
try. When I helped draft and write 
the law for the State of Michigan 
pertaining to the outlaw of plas­
tic (vinyl) or tinfoil vent line, it 
became a national story. I am sure 
the efforts have saved lives, but 
that effort was not enough. Several 
times a year I hear or am involved 
in litigation caused by tragedy of 
some sort dealing with dryer fires. 
I sometimes feel so useless in my 
endeavors to prevent any of the 
current 42 dryer fires that occur 
each day. I need help from every 
person possible.

I wish the manufacturers would 
do more and they can. I need peo­
ple to make this subject important 
in their daily conversation at the 
water cooler or a lesson at the din­

ner table. If you had a killer in your 
or your children’s laundry room, 
wouldn’t you take the necessary 
steps? The following are facts for 
discussion:

• Plastic, vinyl vent line is against 
the law. Solid metal or flexible met­
al is the proper vent line to use. Tin 
foil is not considered metal accord­
ing to state codes.

• Vent line should be no longer 
than 16 feet with the use of only 
two elbows. More than two elbows 
makes the vent line too long and 
only 4-inch vent line is permissible.

• Clean the vent lines complete­
ly a least once a year and scrub 
the lint filter with water and brush 
every few weeks. Once every two 
years take the dryer apart and 
vacuum all excess lint built up 
throughout the interior of the cab­
inet. Remember, it’s the lint that 
first ignites to give you a fire.

• When the dryer begins to make 
noises it should not, consider that 
a warning sign and a fire alert.
Take the necessary steps to have it 
repaired.

• There should be smoke detector 
installed above clothes dryer.

• Never leave the house or go to 
bed with a clothes dryer in opera­
tion.

Please understand my passion on 
this subject and help me save lives. 
Stay tuned.

When you are III and see a doctor, you expect that he will 

provide you treatment. That is the usual case, but not always 
true. The most common exception is if you see a doctor 
because of low back pain. If he determ ines that the back pain 
com es from m uscle strain or an irritated back bone joint, he may 
offer nothing as treatment. The reason is that most back strain 
resolves on its own in four to six  weeks. Waiting is the treatment 
of cho ice -  no x-rays, no pain medication, no physical therapy, 
and no back brace. Ju st wait. The pain may go away as 
suddenly and mysteriously as it cam e on.

Another example is the treatment o f gout. You may receive a 
variety of tablets and injections to end the acute attack. When 
your pain and swelling stops, you doctor may cut out gout 
medication altogether. The reason? Before you start long term 
treatment to  prevent future gout attacks, your body needs to be 
free of any gout activity. If medicine against gout starts before 
that time, the body reacts with a flare of gouty arthritis.
Therefore, you need a week or more off all gout m edications to 
prepare for a drug that will keep you gout free hereafter.

Finally, there are instances when you are allergic to a drug 
and develop a rash or mouth ulcers. The first response by your 
doctor is to stop the drug that caused the untoward reaction.
H is second move is to wait before starting a replacement 
medication. The reason for his delay is that he wants the first 
drug to clear out of your body before bringing something new on 
board that itself may cause an unwanted reaction.

Waiting to treat is just as important as promptly starting 
. therapy. .

Amy Arsenault, 40,

MS earlier this year and 
the organization earned 
its nonprofit status in 
July.

The group’s mission is 
to help individuals with 
MS continue family and 
seasonal traditions with 
the help of volunteers. 
Their services include 
planting flowers, spring 
holiday preparation, holi­
day decorating, wrapping 
gifts, baking, help with 
shopping, fall leaf raking 
and finding ways to beat 
the heat.

Arsenault said approx­
imately 50 friends and 
family members have 
stepped forward to help. 
Larkin is president. Arse­
nault’s sister, Michelle 
White of South Lyon, 
serves as the group’s 
photographer and Col­
leen MacDonald of Livo­
nia prepares its flyers 
and business cards.

H o w  T o  D e c o d e  E m p l o y m e n t  A d  P h r a s e s

Contrary to many job seekers’ 
fears, employment ads are more 
likely to be wish lists than 
demands. But reading these ads, 
it’s often hard to tell what these 
companies are actually wishing 
for. It ’s a good idea to decode 
confusing phrases before you 
apply, so you’ll avoid wasting 
time on jobs out of your reach, 
and not overlook that perfect fit 
position.

Experience required, 
or preferred?

• Experience preferred: The 
company hopes you have 
done most of the tasks in the 
job description. If you haven’t 
you won’t automatically be 
disqualified.

• Experience required: You 
should have done most of the 
tasks of the job advertised. 
However, the exact amount of 
experience they want is 
sometimes negotiable. And 
remember that your 
experience can be in a 
particular field or position, or 
you might have more general 
experience or transferable 
skills that you can apply to 
the specific job advertised.

• W ill train: It’s fine if you don’t 
have direct experience. In 
some cases -  rare, but it 
happens -  companies want 
people without experience, so 
they won’t have to unlearn 
the ways of a previous 
employer.

Senior-, junior- or entry-level?

Entry-level jobs require the least 
experience and are open to 
candidates just out of school.
You should have a few years of 
experience for a junior-level 
position, and you must be highly 
proficient with more than five 
years of experience, generally, for 
a senior-level role.

Sometimes the level is implied 
but not stated in the title itself. 
For example, “senior 
administrative assistant “
(senior) will require more 
experience than “administrative 
assistant,” (junior) which will 
require more experience than 
“ receptionist “ (entry level).

Also consider the size of the 
company. A senior position in a 
large firm may require decades 
of experience; in a small 
company a few years may be 
adequate.

Knowledge and proficiency

• Working knowledge of: This 
means that you should be 
familiar with the topic, tool, 
technique or software, but it’s 
not necessary that you’ve 
used them.

• Proficient in: You have 
handled certain tasks and 
tools in the past, but may not 
know the finer points. If you 
have a year of hands-on 
experience, that should be 
enough.

• Command of: You are so 
experienced with a task, skill 
or software that you could 
teach others how it works.

Personal qualities

Phrases that seem like 
meaningless jargon are actually 
ways of finding intangible 
personal qualities. Some 
examples:

• Highly motivated: They want 
to be sure you have passion 
and commitment for the job 
and you’re not applying just 
for a paycheck.

• Team player and/or good 
interpersonal skills: They 
want to know if you work well 
with others, even if your job 
requires working 
independently. Being able to 
collaborate when necessary is 
important for most jobs.

• Works well under pressure: 
They want to make sure you 
won’t flip out if your deadline 
is pushed up a day or two.

• Thinks outside of the box: 
They want you to have some 
original and innovative ideas. 
Then again, they don’t want a 
loose cannon; teamwork 
almost always takes 
precedence over genius, no 
matter what the want ads say.

Be specific in your own resume.

As confusing as want ads can be 
for job candidates, resumes can 
be just as confusing for 
employers, according to Hassan 
Akmal, director of career 
services for DeVry University in 
Sherman Oaks, Palmdale and 
Oxnard, California. Akmal 
recommends working with a 
counselor who will help you use 
the terms correctly on your 
resume. “You don’t want to 
mislead a hiring manager by 
inflating your skills. For 
example, don’t say you are 
experienced in a language when 
you only know a few words.”

Should you apply?

Most career counselors 
recommend applying even when 
you don’t fit all the criteria. 
“W ith so many applicants today, 
if a company demands a certain 
number of years of experience, 
they will find many [candidates] 
to choose from, but sometimes 
they will choose a candidate with 
less experience who shines in 
other ways," Akmal says.

Jenna Gausman,' a career 
counselor at Santa Monica 
College, says it’s okay to apply 
for a position that is one step 
higher or one step lower than 
your level of experience. “You 
never know if the organization 
might just have the opportunity 
to bring someone up to speed if 
you don’t have all the experience 
they want. Putting time into a 
really good cover letter as to why 
you are ready for the next step 
will help the candidate land an 
interview.”

Ford has decided to shelve 
Doug, the orange spokespuppet 
for the Focus, after a six-month 
run that did wonders for consumer 
interest in the car, exceeding the 
company's in itia l expectations.
But Doug's demise is only the

beginning of the 
prospects for the 
hot 2012 Ford 
Focus.

The company 
just released the 
last two new 
videos featuring 
the smart-alecky 

mascot for Focus and "John ," his 
human handler. Doug is being 
retired from active duty as a 
branded entertainment 
experiment only after a 
phenomenal run of webisodes.

Ford targeted the generation of
10,000 Facebook fans for Doug; he 
now has 43,000. According to 
Scott Monty, Ford's head of social 
media, people have engaged with

Dale Buss

Doug on Facebook at a rate three 
times greater than for the vehicle 
itself. About 40 percent of online 
"conversation" about Focus has 
been about Doug.

Also, 77 percent of people who 
saw the 48 Focus Doug videos to 
date said their favorability toward 
Focus has risen, and Doug's 
adventures have prompted a 61 
percent increase in Focus 
consideration. "We've even had a 
handful of people say that they 
bought a Focus just because of 
Doug," Monty said.

But Ford can afford to let Doug 
go quietly into the night - or 
wherever he is. That's because the 
spokespuppet has succeeded so 
m ightily in promoting Focus. 
Thanks to the Doug campaign, 
good early feedback on the car, 
gas prices that remain stuck at 
around $3.50 a gallon and other 
factors, Focus continues to 
demonstrate incredible retail- 
sales momentum.

Ford reported inventory

shortages of Focus in August, 
when the company actually sold 9 
percent fewer Focus units than a 
year earlier, and only 5 percent 
more for the year to date over the 
old version in 2010.

"Bu t Focus production has 
been fully launched, and August 
was the highest production month 
so far," said Ken Czubay, Ford's 
vice president of U.S. sales. "There 
are more Focus units headed to 
Ford dealers... We expect to be 
able to close the gap between 
supply and demand for Focus and 
Fiesta, and there is little  doubt 
that Focus and Fiesta sales w ill 
increase [relative to a year ago] as 
inventories are normalized. Both 
cars increased their retail share as 
we progressed through August."

Inventory levels of the new 
Focus are only about 75 percent of 
the inventory levels of the old 
Focus, a year ago, "yet generated 
almost as many sales" so far this 
year, according to Ford's U.S. 
industry analyst, George Pipas.

"That's an amazing fact. I'm  trying 
to figure out myself how we can 
sell so many cars w ith so little  
inventory, and the answer is that 
Focus is the fastest-turning 
vehicle in the Ford showroom."

Moreover, Ford likes who's 
showing up to buy Focus: About 
one in six sales are to M illenn ia l, 
Czubay said, which "is im portant." 
The average age of the Focus 
buyer is a stunning eight years 
younger than for the version it 
just replaced; there has been a 50- 
percent improvement in the 
conquest rate; and 8 percent of 
Focus retail sales are coming from 
the crucial California market 
versus just 5 percent for its 
predecessor.

Fiesta sales were up 76 percent, 
reflecting the established 
popularity of Ford's new 
subcompact compared w ith its 
launch year in 2010. But Czubay 
said that inventory tightness 
restricted Fiesta from even more

sales.
And w ith both Fiesta and 

Focus, what's especially 
encouraging Ford about their 
performance is their profitability 
as well as customer demand.
About 35 percent of Focus sales 
now are for the two highest-end *  
models, w ith August representing 
the strongest take rate yet for the 
two premium versions. "Customers 
are choosing higher fuel efficiency 
in our small vehicles," Czubay 
explained, "but they want all the 
technology Ford can deliver."

Such a performance, said 
Edmunds.com's U.S. industry 
analyst, Jessica Caldwell, "builds a 
strong profitability case for these 
small cars, a segment that has 
been criticized historically - both 
internally and externally - as 
bringing little  profit to 
automakers."

Meanwhile, in addition to the 
strength of Focus and Fiesta, 
Ford's Fusion mid-size carand Ford 
Escape small SUV joined its best­
selling Ford F Series pick-up truck 
line as franchise vehicles. Both 
Fusion and Escape appeared to be 
closing in on 200,000 sales for the 
year, according to Pipas, and if 
they joined F Series in passing 
that mark, it would be the first 
time since 2004 that Ford 
achieved such a sales level for a 
year w ith three different vehicles.

F Series sales enjoyed what 
Czubay called "another strong 
month" despite economic turm oil, 
and now 57 percent of engines for 
the F150 are one of Ford's newV-6 
power trains; current order rates 
from dealers, Pipas said, indicate 
that this level may rise to 60 
percent soon.
