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Court ruling could affect 
Orlewicz murder sentence

James and Kim Sorensen have 
endured countless sleepless nights 
in the nearly five years since their son, Dan, was killed by Plymouth Township teenager Jean Pierre Orlewicz in the Canton garage of Orlewicz’s grandfather.

Last month, the U.S. Supreme 
Court made another decision that’s 
keeping the Westland couple up 
nights.The court, in a 5-4 decision writ­ten by Justice Elena Kagan, effec­
tively struck down Michigan’s sen­
tencing scheme, ruling it’s uncon­
stitutional for children under the 
age of 18 to be sentenced to a man­
datory term of life in prison with­
out any chance of parole.

The decision invalidates statutes in 29 states, including Michigan, 
that justices decided violate the 
Eighth Amendment’s ban on cruel 
and unusual punishment.

“I’m not surprised they did what they d id ... that’s fine, I can under­stand them wanting to get rid of mandatory sentences,” Jim Sorensen said Friday. “The prob­
lem is, if they act too hastily, it 
could create a situation where 
(Orlewicz) comes up before a sym­pathetic parole board that might let him out.”
Young defendant

Orlewicz was 17 in November 
2007, when he lured Dan Sorensen 
to his grandfather’s garage, 
stabbed him to death, then dis­membered and disposed of his

body. Orlewicz and his accom­plice, Alex Letkemann, stood tri­al in the spring of 2008; Letke­
mann eventually pleaded guilty 
and was sentenced to 20-30 years 
in prison. Orlewicz was convict­ed of first-degree murder and sen­tenced to life without the possibili­ty of parole.Orlewicz has appealed his con­
viction because the original trial 
judge, Annette Berry, didn’t allow 
some psychiatric testimony Orle­wicz’s lawyers contend was rele­vant. The case is currently in the Michigan Supreme Court, which 
hasn’t yet chosen to take it up.

Orlewicz’s attorney, Elizabeth 
Jacobs, didn’t return a call seek­
ing comment, but has reported-

A forum for Plymouth Township primary candidates 
is scheduled for 7 p.m. Mon­day at Township Hall Board of Trustees meeting room, 
despite a continuing dis­
pute over the venue between 
township officials and the 
forum’s sponsor.The League of Women Vot­ers of Northwest Wayne 
County has invited 20 can­didates, for township clerk, treasurer and trustees; only Supervisor Richard Reaume was not invited, as he is unop­posed in the primary, LWV 
chapter vice president Paula 
Bowman said.

But Reaume and some oth­er township officials say the 
forum should not proceed, based on a unanimous 2008 
board decision that prohib­its the use of township facil­
ities for campaign purpos­
es. Reaume tried to get Bow­
man to cancel or move the forum; permission for use of township hall had been grant­ed July 2 by Clerk Joe Bridg­
man.Amid confusion about the 
forum’s fate last week and 
an on-again, off-again spe­cial board meeting, the issue quickly became a public dis­
pute.

Bowman said Friday morn­
ing that she was notifying candidates that the forum will proceed as scheduled at 
township hall.

“We’re not going to blink. 
We’re just going to go ahead with it,” Bowman said.

Reaume said he won’t stand 
in the way.“I’m not going to lock the 
doors to the township hall,”

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he said late Friday after­noon. “If the clerk’s got it scheduled and the clerk’s got the doors open, then 
I’m not touching it.”

Earlier in the week, 
Reaume said that allow­
ing the forum would vio­late a July 2008 board resolution, which was 
an effort to comply 
with campaign finance 
laws. To allow one polit­
ical group to use town­
ship facilities would force the board to open it to all political groups, he said.“If they want to go rent 
a room, if they want to 
get on a soapbox in Kel­
logg Park, go for it,” he 
said Wednesday.Bowman accused the township of stifling polit­
ical discourse and pre­
venting challengers to 
incumbent board mem­
bers from being heard; 
Reaume insisted that is not the case. With a small budget, Bowman said, the 
LWV relies on using pub­
lic municipal facilities for 
free for its forums, and 
is allowed to use them in other communities.

Bridgman, who is in 
charge of scheduling 
board room events, said 
he doesn’t think the LWV 
forum meets the defi­nition of using the hall for campaign purpos­es, as candidates will be 
answering questions. 
Bridgman said Friday 
that the forum is still on 
the schedule. He said township attorney Tim Cronin, after reviewing the meeting room-use 
policy posted on the town­
ship website, had signed 
off on it.

“They were eligible to use the room based on that opinion, and so I scheduled it,” Bridgman 
said. “At this point, it’s 
still on the schedule.”

Cronin could not be 
reached Friday and didn’t respond earlier in the week to a request for clarification.

Reaume said the issue 
boils down to a difference 
of opinion between Bridg­
man and the rest of the board. He said Bridgman will likely be the only incumbent candidate to 
attend the forum, as other 
board members back the 
2008 decision.The meeting room-use

policy on the website 
didn’t reflect the board’s 
2008 decision, he said, 
and should have. “For some reason, it wasn’t on there,” he said.Democratic trustee candidate Alanna Magu­
ire said she was one of 
about 20 people who 
gathered outside town­
ship hall Thursday eve­ning and discussed the dispute. A 7 p.m. Thurs­
day special board meet­
ing, called by Reaume 
late Wednesday after­
noon to further define 
the facilities use policy, had been canceled late Thursday morning, and some people who showed 
up at township hall were 
not aware of the cancel­
ation and were expecting 
to attend the meeting, she said.“Basically, we talk­
ed about what was going 
on with the forum,” she 
said of the crowd, which 
milled around outside the locked building. “A lot of people are angry.”Said Bowman: “Democ­
racy can be messy some­
times.”

Drivers already frus­trated trying to get around 1-275 and Ford Road in Canton aren’t going to be feeling any 
better next week.

The Michigan Depart­
ment of Transportation, 
which has been working for weeks now on bridg­es along 1-275 from about 1-94 through Ann Arbor 
Road, announced further 
lane and ramp closures 
sure to snarl traffic more than usual and frustrate drivers already dealing with one of the most con­
gested roadways in the 
area — the I-275/Ford 
Road interchange.

Construction crews will put up double lane clo-
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sures on both northbound 
and southbound 1-275 
between Ford Road and 
Palmer, causing traffic 
shifts on Ford Road, Fel­lows Creek and Palmer.The southbound lane 
closures will take place 
Tuesday, the north­
bound closures Wednes­
day. Those Closures are 
expected to last some four hours each.But that’s just the first, and by contrast perhaps 
the easiest, part.

At about 9 a.m. Tuesday, 
crews will shut down the ramp from westbound Ford Road to southbound 1-275 (detouring drivers 
to Ann Arbor Road using 
1-275) and the ramp from 
eastbound Ford Road to 
northbound 1-275 (with a detour to Ann Arbor Road using Haggerty).Those closures are 
expected to last through 
Oct. 1.

While township engi­
neer Bill Serchak said drivers will eventually find their way around the 
work, he acknowledged, 
“It’s going to be a diffi­

cult summer.”
“What happens usual­

ly with a traffic shift like 
this is that within a few days to a week, traffic patterns will modify, and people will find a differ­ent route,” Serchak said. 
“That’s just a fact of how 
these projects run. The 
people who typically use 
those areas will eventual­ly find a new way.”Serchak said local traf­
fic has already been 
affected by the bridge- 
work, so drivers are 
already finding their way onto roads like Hagger­ty and even Lilley to the west, and roads like John 
Hix are available to the 
east, though they’re a lit­
tle farther.

“It appears Haggerty and Lilley are both taking a considerable amount of traffic, so the patterns 
have already shifted,” he 
said. “Further congestion 
on the local road network 
is likely. I think that’s fair to say.”

ly already petitioned the 
Michigan Supreme Court, where Orlewicz’s case sits awaiting appeal, to 
add the U.S. Supreme 
Court’s ruling for con­
sideration in Orlewicz’s 
case.Maria Miller, spokes­person for Wayne Coun­ty Prosecutor Kym Wor­
thy, said the prosecutor’s 
office wouldn’t be com­
menting on the ruling at 
this point.“We are not address­ing what will happen in any individual cases 
yet,” Miller said. “Cur­
rently our office is work­
ing with the Prosecuting 
Attorneys Coordinating 
Council and the Michigan Prosecuting Attorneys Association to formulate 
a uniform policy that will 
be applied by the 83 elect­
ed prosecutors across the 
state.”
Case by caseThe court’s ruling, 
which effects more than 
300 cases in Michigan, 
doesn’t mean every juve­
nile defendant will auto­matically be re-sen­tenced. According to Ray­mond Cassar, the Farm­ington Hills attorney who 
represented Letkemann, 
cases such as Orlewicz’s will be taken up on a case-by-case basis. Attor­neys will have to make their arguments, presum­
ably before the original 
sentencing judge, before 
decisions are rendered.Cassar, a veteran defense attorney, said the ruling doesn’t mean juve­
niles sentenced to life 
without parole will auto­matically be back on the 
streets any time soon.“It’s not a matter of ‘oh, 
you get to go free,”’ Cas­sar said. “You have to go 
back before a judge and 
make the case it was cru­
el and unusual punish­
ment. Since there is no 
case law, judges can say,‘I need to review this.’ 
Judges are going to wor­ry about all these cases. I think the ruling is a very 
good step in the right 
direction. But if you read it carefully, there’s good caution.”The issue for the 
Sorensen family, whose 
son was just 26 when he 
died, is what judge will 
hear sentencing argu­
ments. Orlewicz’s case has been adjudicated by two Wayne County Cir­

cuit judges, Berry and Bruce Morrow.
Berry heard the origi­

nal case and cast the no­
parole life sentence, and spoke harshly of Orle­wicz’s deeds when she 
did it. Morrow heard the 
appeal based on Berry’s 
denial of psychiatric tes­
timony, and immediate­
ly drew the wrath of the victim’s family and the media by banning every­one from the courtroom. He was eventually forced 
to allow spectators but, 
according to Sorensen, 
showed “a real bias” toward the defense.“We know (Berry) would do the right thing. 
... She made it clear he 
belonged in prison the 
rest of his life, and that’s 
where he should stay,” Sorensen said. “(Morrow) is the one who violated our constitutional right 
to be in the hearing. He 
seems to have a propen­
sity to not follow the law and go his own way.”
No trust“In (Morrow’s) hearing, 
there was an obvious bias 
toward the defense. The 
treatment of the prose­
cution and the prosecu­tion witness was appall­ing,” Sorensen added. “If it came up before him, I’m not sure he would 
confirm the life sentence 
with parole, let alone without parole. I don’t trust him.”In any case, defense attorney Cassar doesn’t 
think Orlewicz would 
benefit from the ruling.

“The violence involved, and the premeditation involved, in (Orlewicz’s) 
actions was such that 
they’re not going to let 
him out,” he said.While the ruling doesn’t 
do his client in this case any good — Cassar said Letkemann will be eligi­
ble for parole in 2029 — 
Cassar agrees with the 
general principle of the 
ruling.

“In many circumstanc­
es, I absolutely agree with the court,” Cas­
sar said. “Many juve­niles should not be sub­ject to life without parole, 
because they’re juve­
niles. They clearly don’t think like an adult would, because they don’t have 
adult experiences. Yet 
they’re committing adult 
crim es... and they’re 
looking at life in prison.

“There’s some wonder­
ful language about the inability of a juvenile to 
completely understand

the rationale behind 
their actions,” he add­
ed. “I believe many juve­
niles do not have the men­
tal ability to comprehend the wrongs they commit.I think it’s an interesting, important decision.”The American Civil Lib­
erties Union of Michigan 
hailed the decision as rec­ognizing “children should be treated differently in the eyes of the law.”

“The court made clear 
it is cruel to dole out the 
state’s harshest sentence 
possible to children with­out considering their age, maturity and culpabili­

ty,” ACLU of Michigan 
Executive Director Kary 
Moss said in a release. 
“In Michigan, more than 350 individuals serving life sentences for crimes committed as children need to be resentenced. We also call' on our Leg­
islature to reform Mich­
igan’s sentencing laws to bring Michigan in line with constitutional and human rights standards 
as recognized by the U.S. 
Supreme Court and the 
world over.”

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High praise, but no review, for Hughes

It’s been a tumultuous year 
for Plymouth-Canton schools 
officials, one that has includ­ed stressful contract talks, the decision to close a school, a fight over a banned book and 
questions over myriad other 
issues.

But it has also included high achievement on standardized testing such as the MEAP tests, the district’s marching band 
played in the Macy’s Thanks­
giving Day parade, a soccer 
team won a state title and an 
entirely new leadership team 
was put in place.Though it opted not to do a formal review, the district’s Board of Education neverthe­
less complimented Superinten­
dent Jeremy Hughes for steer­
ing the ship through all of that.Though scrapping the tradi­tional review process, board members weighed in on a num­
ber of topics, including overall 
leadership, the development of 
a new administrative team, the 
creation of new programs and

the design of a technology plan that will serve the district for years to come.
“(Hughes) has done an amaz­

ing job navigating the district 
through some very troubled waters,” board President John Barrett said. “This year he has helped lead our contract nego­
tiations, budget reductions, 
school closings and demands 
to increase student test scores. He has been a tremendous

asset to P-CCS.”Board members also com­
plimented Hughes for his 
resources and contacts 
throughout southeast Michi­
gan and the state. Hughes was praised for hiring a complete­ly new team of central office administrators, creating an 
internal survey for administra­
tors as part of his own evalua­
tion and added world languag­
es, all-day kindergarten and a Young 5 program at the ele­mentary level. He also brought 
several improvements to the 
Plymouth-Canton Education­
al Park, including the develop­
ment of three Academies.

Hughes said he appreciated the compliments and acknowl­edged a lot of things got done during the year, but large­
ly praised the members of his 
administrative team.

“I appreciate the board’s remarks and their compli­ments, but the real key to what happened here this past year is 
more the result of a team effort 
than anything I did particu­
larly,” Hughes said. “I had the 
opportunity to do something

very few superintendents get 
to do — bring in a whole new 
leadership'team. This team of 
people approached the job with 
energy and enthusiasm, and a 
lot got done because of them and not me. I’d like to think I had something to do with it, but it really has been a team effort, 
and a lot of good things have 
happened.”

Trustee Mike Maloney, who wasn’t part of the board that hired Hughes or extended his 
contract, said Hughes did a commendable job, though there 
are areas of improvement.

“I thought he did a sol­
id job,” Maloney said. “There 
were some things he did real­ly well, and other things that are a work in progress. We had a good discussion about things 
the board felt needed to get 
worked on over the next six 
months.“The good thing that came out of it is we agreed as a board we want to work harder as a board 
to develop specific and measur­
able objectives for (Hughes),” 
he added. “We’re confident 
if he knows exactly what the

board wants, he’ll do his best to deliver it.”
Hughes has had a long and 

successful career in education, 
including serving as the Mich­
igan Department of Educa­tion’s deputy superintendent/ chief academic officer for five years. He spent 13 years as 
superintendent of the Dear­
born Public Schools and also 
spent 10 years as superinten­
dent of Haslett Public Schools near Lansing.Hughes served Plymouth- Canton as a consultant three 
years ago to restructure the 
leadership model of its high 
school complex, the Plymouth- 
Canton Educational Park.“(Hughes) is one of the most experienced and respected educational leaders in Michi­
gan, and we feel so fortunate 
to have him come out of retire­
ment to help our district,” 
board Vice President Adrienne Davis said. “I believe he has accomplished in one year what it would take most others sev­
eral years to execute.”

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Exchange trip helps teachers understand customs

One of the things Maggie 
Wunderlich noticed when visiting schools during her12-day sojourn to Japan was the complete dearth 
of both cafeteria staff and 
custodial workers.

In their place, the Canton resident noticed, were the students themselves, dish­ing out the food and clean­
ing up not only after meals, 
but before and after school.

It’s one of the remarkable 
differences Wunderlich 
saw during the trip, a cul­tural exchange for educa­tors entrusted with deal­ing with Japanese students 
and other foreigners in 
their home districts. Wun­
derlich, an English para- professional at Dodson Ele­mentary School, was part of the program with more 
than 30 other educators 
from the U.S., Belgium and 
Canada.

“They clean up inside 
and outside, every sin­gle day,” Wunderlich said. “They all have their jobs assigned and they do it 
very willingly. They know 
what to do, and they do it. 
It was very impressive.”Wunderlich took part in the trip after applying fol­lowing an open house she 
attended at Ringokai, the 
Detroit Japanese School. 
She heard a pitch about 
the program and thought it sounded interesting.She has a brother-in-law in Japan, and knew of a cou­ple of Japanese families 
who had attended Dodson, 
so she thought the trip 
would be valuable.
Worth the tripAnd after observing 
and participating with

Japanese students and 
schools, she believes she 
got her money’s worth.

“Just being more 
aware of where (Japa­nese students) are com­ing from will help me 
have patience with 
them,” Wunderlich said. 
“They’re dealing with 
culture shock, and now I know how different it is. That will help me, too.”Wunderlich and the rest of the group got a taste 
of that, too. After landing 
in Tokyo, they were tak­
en to stay for a couple of nights with a host family in Toyota City, since 1960 the sister city to Detroit. 
While they did a lot of the 
touristy stuff — shopping 
and sushi bars and the 
like — they also began getting their education in, well, education.Wunderlich strolled to 
middle school with the
14-year-old daughter of 
her host family, joining 
the teenage student in yet another major difference between the countries: walking to school.

“They walk to school, no

matter where they live,” 
Wunderlich said. “Here, 
they take the bus. It’s a 
huge change for them.”
Critical pairingAs the director of 
instructional equi­
ty for Farmington Pub­
lic Schools, Naomi Khalil 
oversees the district’s Eng­lish Language Learning and diversity programs, so the trip to Japan was of special interest to her.

Khalil called a lot of 
Japan’s school practic­
es “phenomenal.” She said teachers work from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. and don’t take breaks.

She said the relation­
ship between teacher, stu­
dent and parent is a criti­
cal one in Japan.“Teachers are held to the expectation they’ll help mold the future generations of Japan,” 
Khalil said. “Parents are 
also held accountable 
for being responsible for (students’) learning. They work in unison. The 
teachers are in charge of 
imparting the knowledge,

While in Japan, Canton's 
Maggie Wunderlich sat in 
on a calligraphy class by a 
Japanese Culture teacher 
at Wakazono Junior High 
School in Toyota-Shi Aichi. 
She painted the word 
"peace" in Kanji.

but it’s up to the student 
and parent to master that knowledge. It’s not up to the teacher to do that.”It’s something made 
perhaps a little easier by 
the uniformity of curric­
ulum and policy across 
the country, according to 
Wunderlich. Books, cur­riculum and practices are the same wherever stu­dents go to school.

Unlike American 
schools, where curriculum 
and even textbooks can be as diverse as the culture, she said, Japanese stu­dents get the same educa­
tion wherever they go.

“Theirs are across 
the country exactly the 
same,” Wunderlich said. “Here there are so many choices. I think that would be really difficult for a kid who is used to 
following a routine.”

Khalil said such prac­
tices are possible because the Japanese culture is so homogenous. That same­ness, she said, allows the 
country to “still function 
as a very united society.”

“That’s a challenge (the
U.S.) will always have as 
a country of such diver­
sity,” Khalil said. “The 
ability to take away and apply things (learned on the trip) here becomes a challenge, because we are not dealing with a 
homogenous society.”

While acknowledging 
teachers in the U.S., and particularly those with whom she works in Plym- outh-Canton, Wunderlich 
said she was impressed 
by the level of involve­
ment of the teachers with 
their students in Japan.
All inThey eat lunch with 
their students, and take 
part in both before- and 
after-school activities.

She went to a Saturday basketball game for one of the host family’s daughters, and there was a teacher, 
coaching the team.

“The trip made me aware 
that, in both countries, we 
have teachers who are pas­sionate about teaching and caring for their kids,” Wun­derlich said. “They’re very 
dedicated.”

Khalil said teachers in 
Japan are “very revered 
and respected” for their vocation. And the level of responsibility everyone takes for their children’s 
education is impressive, 
she said.

“What screams loud and clear is that we do a very noble job in this country of trying to educate every­body as best as we can,” 
Khalil said. “There’s far 
more inclusion of all types 
of children in our schools, but I think we could learn a lot about humility and responsibility from the 
Japanese culture. They’re 
very humble and willing

to learn from others, and they value high levels of 
personal and communal 
responsibility.”

Wunderlich got a taste 
of the Japanese culture while she was there, too. The host family — father, 
mother, two daugh­
ters and even grandpar­
ents, who lived nearby — 
schooled her in customs such as tea time, eating and living habits (remov­ing shoes and donning slippers, for instance).

And she may have start­
ed a career in voiceover 
work. A friend of her host family was looking for an English-speaking female to voice an appli­
cation called “Let’s Talk,” 
designed to help non-ver­
bal children communicate.

“They needed an Eng­lish-speaking woman, so now I’m a voice on an app,” she said, smiling.
Khalil said her biggest 

lesson might have been 
how to help the consid­
erable number of Japa­nese students in Farming- ton schools, particularly those who are transient. 
For while they’re learning 
here, they’re also going to 
be responsible for learn­ing the curriculum they’ll need back home.“Understanding their educational system better 
has allowed me to under­
stand where they put 
importance in their activ­
ities here,” Khalil said. “Upon returning, they’re responsible for the mas­tery of all that Japanese 
curriculum that they 
may not be getting here.
I get it now. It allows me to figure out how to bet­ter support them here, rather than bending them 
toward our way of doing 
things.”

So, who wants to run for Congress?Michigan residents who are at least 25 years old 
and a U.S. citizen for 7 
years can run for Thad 
McCotter’s old seat and 
serve the final few weeks of his term. They can­not run if they are a fel­on convicted of a crime 
involving deceit or fraud 
in the past 20 years.

Interested office seek­
ers can file petitions with1,000 signatures of regis­tered voters before July 20 if they want to run in 
the Sept. 5 special election 
for the 11th Congressional 
District. Candidates with­out party affiliation can file petitions by Aug. 7.Residents in the current 
11th District will be vot­
ing in a special election 
on Wednesday, Sept. 5, 
and again on Nov. 6 to fill 
the unexpired term.State election offi­

cials estimate the cost 
of the special election to 
local communities will 
be $650,000. Local clerks estimate the election will cost some $10,000 in Plymouth, $30,000 or more in Plymouth Town­
ship and between $65,000 
and $75,000 in Canton 
Township.

That separate spe­cial election muddles

the waters in the Aug.
7 primary election, in 
which voters will decide 
between a Republican 
candidate listed on the ballot (Kerry Bentivolio), two write-in Republican 
candidates (Nancy Cassis 
and Drexel Morton) and 
two Democrats (Dr. Syed 
Taj and Bill Roberts).McCotter resigned Fri­day, ending his term six

months early after what 
he called a “nightmar­
ish month and a half’ in 
apparent reference to his duplicated signatures on petitions turned into the Secretary of State that 
resulted in an investiga­
tion by state Attorney 
General Bill Schuette. The 
duplicate signatures were invalidated, so he fell short of the minimum signa­tures required to run.

On Tbesday, Lt. Gov. 
Brian Calley, acting 
in Gov. Rick Snyder’s 
absence, called for a spe­cial election in the 11th Congressional District to fill the vacancy creat­
ed by McCotter’s resig­
nation.

So far, both Republican 
candidates in the Aug.7 primary election said Thursday that they are 
running in the Sept. 5 pri­
mary election.

Kerry Bentivolio, who 
is listed on the ballot - 
as a Republican candi­date, said he will run as

a write-in, according to 
his campaign spokesman 
Robert Dindoffer. “We 
have more than 50 unpaid volunteer circulators mobilized to get the peti­
tions,” said Dindoffer.

Nancy Cassis, who is 
running as a write-in in 
the Aug. 7 primary for 
U.S. Congress represent­ing the redistricted 11th District, announced she 
will run in the special 
election to represent the 
current 11th Congressio­
nal district.

“As a fiscal conserva­tive, I’m extremely dis­appointed at the cost this election will incur for 
the taxpayers,” Cassis 
said in a prepared state­
ment. “And I’m especial­ly disheartened that the cost and extra burden are being placed on the local 
clerks. However, the gov­
ernor made the decision 
and this special election 
is going to take place.”

One candidate in the Democratic primary said

he is not running.
Democratic candi­

date Dr. Syed Taj said he 
appreciated the encour­agement and enthusi­asm shown by people in the current district since 
the governor’s announce­
ment, he would not be a 
candidate in the special election.“Instead I am maintain­ing my focus on talking to 
voters throughout Mich­
igan’s new 11th Congres­
sional District in an effort 
to ensure that their views 
and values are represent­ed for a full term in the next Congress,” Taj said.Bill Roberts, who is also 
listed on the Democrat­
ic primary ballot, has not 
decided whether he will run in the special elec­tion, according to Emma Reuter, campaign man­ager.

“We’re still on the 
fence,” Reuter said.

“They were a phenome­
nal road car and a race 
car.”

Sassak, a Plymouth resident, was soon on his way to Italy, where 
he bought the Spyder from Bizzarrini’s law­
yer.

Chad Johnson’s bid to land a spot in the 2013 Masters tour­nament came up short last week at the 87th U.S. Amateur 
Public Links Championship in 
Midway, Utah.

But the 26-year-old Plym­
outh resident and Canton High School graduate came away from the experience at mam­moth Soldier Hollow Golf 
Course (7,717 yards) more 
determined than ever to crank 
up his game and hopefully turn 
pro later this year.First up will be Wednesday’s U.S. Amateur Qualifier at Bay City Country Club. After that, 
he will start rounding up spon­
sorship money with hopes of 
turning professional in the fall.

“I was hitting the ball good,” said Johnson, about shooting a 71-73 in 36 holes of stroke play last Monday and Tuesday to 
put him into match play. “I was 
the only one from Michigan to 
make it through to match play.

“There were 156 guys and they cut to the top 64. It’s pret­ty difficult to make it to match play and I knew I was hitting 
the ball good.”

On Wednesday against Kyle 
Beversdorf of Plymouth, Minn., Johnson finished with an even- par 71. But Beversdorf pre­vailed, winning 2-up.

The ultimate champion at 
the U.S. Amateur Public Links 
Championship receives an 
automatic invitation to the Mas­
ters.
Nearly did itJohnson — who also golfed at 
Schoolcraft College and Wayne 
State University — nearly 
pulled off the comeback that

would have kept his dream 
alive at least for another day.

But although he scored pars 
at the 589-yard 16th and 464- 
yard 18th holes, his opponent tallied birdies each time.“It was back and forth and 
I just couldn’t get any bird­
ie putts to drop. I was hitting it 
close all day and just couldn’t 
get anything to drop.”

Despite his disappointment, 
Johnson said it helped to be 
bolstered by the encourage­
ment of his family (parents 
Steve and Margaret; brothers Jeremy and Jon) and friends.“People at home were refreshing the (tourney Web) 
.page every minute to see what 
was happening,” he contin­
ued. “So it’s great that people

are supporting me like that at 
home.”

Two of his friends happen to 
be golf pros — Dearborn’s Joe Juszczyk and Grosse Pointe South’s Ryan Lenahan.T talked to Joe quite a bit 
and Ryan quite a bit,” John­
son noted. “I got some sup­
port from them this week. My 
buddy Ryan called me and

said ‘Hey man, great week, 
keep your head up. It looks 
like you’re playing some sol­
id golf.’”Juszczyk and Johnson were teammates in 2007-08 at Wayne State. In 2008-09, Johnson was part of the first-ever Wayne 
State team to reach the NCAA 
Division II Men’s Golf Cham­
pionship. He averaged 73.6 his 
senior year, the fifth best in WSU history.
Big accom plishm ent

Johnson excelled just to get 
to match play at Soldier Hol­
low. There were 2,800 applica­tions to take part in the tourna­ment.He then scored rounds of 73 
and 68 at a sectional qualifier 
in June at Purgatory Golf Club 
in Indianapolis to make the 
156-golfer cut.“To make it in was the big accomplishment in my career,” Johnson said. “And to play as 
solid as I did, to make it into 
match play was really tough.

“The cut to get into match 
play was plus-4. And the course is 7,700 yards so I got seeded. I tied for 33rd after stroke play and just to do that 
was an accomplishment in my 
mind.”

But now he’ll hit the reset 
button “and see if I can make it into the U.S. Am when I get home.”If all goes well, he said he 
hopes to turn professional in 
November and go to Arizona 
or Florida to play in some mini 
tours.That hopefully would make his “big accomplishment” just the first of many to come in his 
career.

He later transferred to the University of Tennes­see, where he lived in the same dormitory as Pey­ton Manning and broke 
the school’s record in the 
decathlon.

Smith’s first brush with international competi­tion came in 1996 when, as a senior at UT, he qual­
ified for the U.S. Olympic 
Track and Field trials.

He advanced to the 
Olympic trials two more times — in 2000 and 2004 — before retiring from the sport following the 2004 Olympics in Athens, 
Greece.

In 2002, Smith was 
ranked No. 2 in the Unit­ed States and No. 16 in the world after he regis­
tered 8,133 points in the decathlon.

Injuries hampered him 
during the Olympic-quali­
fying years.“I was great in the years between the Olym­pics,” he said, smiling.
“I was kind of like Dan 
Marino with the Dol­
phins. I had a pretty good 
career, but I never won the Super Bowl. Even though I never made it to the Olympics, it was 
an unbelievable experi­
ence.”
New opportunitiesShortly after he stepped away from competitive

track and field, Smith accepted a position at a fitness store in San 
Diego.

“I was selling tread­
mills and stuff like that,” 
he said. “It was there that I got a chance to work with a fitness guru who worked with a lot of 
pro athletes — guys like 
LaDainian Tomlinson and 
Adrian Gonzalez. I start­ed training local college kids on the side and real­ly enjoyed it.”

A few years later — out of the San Diego blue — he received a phone call 
that forever altered his 
life.

“The L.A. Kings called 
out of nowhere and asked me if I’d like to interview for their strength coach position,” Smith said. “My 
uncle, who lives in Brigh­
ton, knew Ron Hextall’s 
brother, and Ron Hextall 
was the Kings assistant GM. My uncle told them about me and they called

me in for an interview.” During the summer of 2007, he was hired as the Kings strength and condi­
tioning coach.

“Marc Crawford, who 
was their head coach at 
the time, understood that the decathlon demands speed and power— and you had to be able to go 
back to back to back to 
back with the events,” 
Smith said. “It was a lot 
like hockey: shift after shift after shift.”During Smith’s stay in

L.A., the Kings improved from the most-injured team in the National Hockey League to the 
least-injured team.

Along the way, he 
befriended several young players, including current standouts Dustin Brown and Drew Doughty.“Dustin just send me a 
picture of him with the 
Stanley Cup at his home,” 
Smith said.

A head coaching change — Terry Murray replaced Crawford — eventually

led to Smith getting let go 
in the summer of 2009.

“I decided then that I 
was going to head back 
home and live and work closer to my family,” Smith said.In November 2010, 
he purchased Velocity 
Sports Performance and 
later changed the name to 
Dynamic Athlete Perfor­mance.“Canton is such a huge sports community,” he 
said, when asked about 
his choice of destina­
tion. “The Olympic skat­ers train here, the high school hockey teams play here and people love sports in this area. It’s a great community to be a 
part of.”

Thanks to Smith’s 
extensive knowledge of fitness and his impres­sive resume, business is thriving. DAP recent­
ly entered into a part­
nership with Henry Ford 
Health Systems.“Chad knows what he’s talking about,” Zombo said, when asked why he chose to train during the 
off-season with Smith. 
“My first two weeks here, 
he improved my 40 (-yard dash) time. I never real­ized I was breaking on my steps and he changed the way I was planting 
my foot. He knows the lit­
tle things that can help 
you improve.”

Sidney BonvaUet of Farm­ington Hills says she doesn’t 
question where God sends her 
— even if her mission gets a 
bit waterlogged.“We were on a peninsula and almost had to be evacuat­ed by helicopter because of a 
storm,” Bonvallet said, recall­
ing her trip to South Afri­
ca earlier this year. “I wasn’t 
afraid until toward the end. Our tents were on stilts and hung over the river. When 
the water came up to the 
tents and into the tents, we 
got to higher ground. When 
the water started coming up 
there, then I got scared. In addition to snakes and insects and animals, that was touch 
and go.”

The experience won’t deter 
her from taking her fourth 
trip to Africa next year to build classrooms for a second­ary school, latrines for villag­es, distribute shoes and oth­er essential items and teach 
villagers to sew, garden and 
raise chickens.

Bonvallet and other mem­bers of her charity, Helping Hands, Touching Hearts, this year achieved a three-year 
goal to help residents of the 
remote Shangaan Village of 
Massingir Velho, in Mozam­
bique. While the government prepared to move the villag­ers from the path of migrat­ing wild animals, Bonvallet 
and other Helping Hands vol­
unteers, supplied them with 
shoes, clothing, mosquito nets, 
school supplies and more dur­
ing three annual visits.

New tribe
After wrapping up its mis­

sion in Mozambique this year, 
the group moved on to South Africa in February and met 
with a chief, a council and 
the “headmen” of five villag­
es that members of the Venda 
Tribe call home. Volunteers 
helped erect a tent at the tribe’s primary school, creat­ing two covered classrooms for groups that had been meeting outdoors. They also 
distributed sanitation prod­
ucts, school and medical sup­
plies, clothing, shoes, multi­purpose tubs and wheelbar­

rows to impoverished fami­
lies.

The South African villag­
es are a step up, by U.S. stan­dards, from the remote Shan-

gaan Village in Mozambique.
“They have electricity.

So that will be easier. I’ll be 
able to hold sewing classes. That (sewing) will become an

income for them,” said Bon­vallet, Helping Hands found­er and president. “My daugh­ter is very creative and she wants to teach them crafts 
they can sell. They seem very 
motivated to help themselves. 
That excited me.“There are five village, so we will work at a higher level 
with sanitation and education. 
We’ll still do things like shoes 
and clothes because my per­
sonal belief from the Bible is that when you see someone hungry you feed them and clothe them. So, we’ll do some of both.”

She said the organization 
will help villagers build small 
businesses by supplying farm 
implements, seed, fencing and poultry. The high school needs computers, a copier and other supplies.

“Our big thing is we’d love 
to build them a building that 
would contain two class­
rooms,” Bonvallet said. The additional space would allow teachers to split large class­es — with 86-98 students each 
— into two smaller groups. 
“They are very aware that 
education is freedom from 
poverty.”
Buying overseas

Bonvallet figures it will 
take a year of fundraising 
before the volunteers can 
return to South Africa.“Almost all the money goes toward our goals. We do not take a salary. The money 
translates into wheelbarrows, 
clothing, shoes, medical and 
school supplies.”

TWO PROBLEMS 
AT ONCE

It is possible for a car to slow down because of tires with no 
tread, while at the same time, the brake pads are worn, and the 
spark plugs are covered with carbon and soot. The auto won’t 
run right until all the problems are identified and fixed.

The same can happen to the human machine. For example, if 
a patient presents with a sore neck and a painful shoulder, does 
he have an arthritis of the neck and a tendinitis of the shoulder, 
or is the neck pain a reflection of strain on surrounding muscles 
trying to splint a damaged rotator cuff?

Or is a pain in the leg the result of a knee with damaged 
menisci and calf muscles attempting to splint the knee? Or, does 
the patient have both a damaged knee and at the same time, a 
sciatic nerve problem?

Fundamental to a physician's decision if he is dealing with two 
problems or one is the nature and timing of the pain. If the neck 
ache and the shoulder ache come on at the same time and if 
both pains are aggravated by activity and both are relieved by 
rest, then the likelihood is that the two pains are determined by 
the same cause.

In contrast, if one leg pain is at the knee, and the other pain is 
a tingling pain down the leg, and if the knee pain is relieved by 
rest, but the leg pain disrupts sleep, then the physician knows he 
is dealing with two problems.

The key for the physician is to ask the right questions and 
listen carefully to what the patient says.
