Fresh Thyme Farmers Mar-
ket is expected to open by early
April in Canton, becoming the
Phoenix-based grocery chain’s
seventh store in Michigan.

The new 28,709-square-foot
store, which has taken shape on
Morton Taylor, north of Ford
Road, comes as Fresh Thyme
moves to broaden its reach
among Midwest grocery
stores, said Dan Uebelhor,
project manager for the devel-
oper, InSite Real Estate.

Company officials chose the
Canton location amid plans to
tap into the bustling Ford Road
business corridor and its built-
in customer base.

“This is the market they
have wanted to be in for along
time,” Uebelhor said. “Itsa
great location ina great retail
corridor they have been eyeing
foralongtime.”

Despite some minor weath-
er-related construction set-
backs, the (;J)ro_Je_ct appears on
schedule. Officials last Janu-
ary had said they hoped to open
the store during the first half
of2017.

“Everything has gone really
well,” Uebelhor said.

The specialty store is ex-
pected to employ about 115 full-
and part-time workers, similar
to the workforce of the Far-
mington store that opened in
August.

The mother of a local
34-year-old male who
died from a fentanyl
overdose is praising the
efforts of law enforce-
ment.

According to Canton
Police, Terri Young said
her son Andrew Koco-
loski was a commendable
student and person prior
to his battle with heroin.
In 2000, Kocoloski was
caﬂtain of Salem High
School’s football an
basketball teams. He
went on to play four
years of football for Albi-
on College, where he was
also nominated as captain
and MVP his senior year,
while maintaining a 35
grade-point average.

Last year, police said,
after battling a heroin
addiction inand out of
rehab, Kocoloski lost his
life to the disease. On
Dec. 12,2015, Kocoloski

In the morning Koco-
loski’s mother found her
son unconscious and
called 9-1-1, police said in
apress release. Canton
police and fire responded
to the home, where he
was pronounced dead on
the scene. Police observ-
ed evidence of drug use,
which was later con-
firmed by the medical
examiner, who stated the
cause of death was fenta-
nyl overdose. )

Canton police officers
began an investigation
into the events leading up
to Kocoloski’s death.
Detectives were able to

trace his steps back to
the deadly drug trans-
action, identifying two
suspects who police sub-
mitted to the "Wayne
County Prosecutors
Office for awarrant
recommendation.

The Wayne County
Prosecutor’ Office ap-
proved a felony charge of
delivery of a controlled
substance causing death,
punishable by up to life
Imprisonment, against
Eric Casey Rose, 30, and
Megan Elizabeth Hicks,
25, both from Livonia.

According to the re-
lease, Rose and Hicks
pleaded guilty to the
charges in Wayne County
3rd Circuit Court. Rose
was sentenced to 42
months minimum/15

ears maximum and

icks was sentenced to
18 months minimum/15
years maximum.

In the release. Canton
police said Young “prais-
es the Canton Police De-
partment and the Wayne
County Prosecutor’s
Office for their efforts in
taking these two suspects
off the street.”

Police said Young
acknowledges her son’s
addiction. She wants to
pass along to the public
that this disease does not
discriminate and that she
cannot stress enough her
message of never start-
ing or experimenting
with opiates of any kind
—as she watched her son
pay the ultimate price
with his life.

The woman told police
she received a phone call
from a woman who asked
her to buy ilhnes cards
totaling $2,000 and to call

_ “Dont send money to
just anybody,” he said.

Ccerns or suspicions, just
dontdoit.”

Wilsher said anYone
receiving such calls
should verify with a fam-
ily member that it is
legitimate before send-
ing money. He said some
elderly people can be
particularly vulnerable
to scam artists.

“Alot times (scam
artists) prey on the elder-
ly, because they are a
little more vulnerable
and trusting,” he said.
_Inanother Canton
incident, a 50-year-old
man lost $5,000 after a
scam artist posing as an
Internal Revenue Service
agent phoned him and
claimed he could be
jailed for unpaid taxes.

The victim owed noth-

ing.

Detective Sgt. Dan
Traylor said the caller
convinced the man to go
to a store, buy an i'lbnes
gift card, return home
and reveal by phone the
numbers off the back of
thecard.

Authorities have re-
peatedly issued warnings
about the scam, yet vic-
tims continue to lose
thousands of dollars
amid fears they will oth-
erwise be arrested.

Agencies such as the
IRS never demand imme-
diate payment over the
phone, Traylor has said.

The scam artists can
be savvy. One caller in
Canton managed to have
the caller identification
show up as the Canton
Police Department, Dep-
uty Police Chief Scott
Hilden has said. The
caller even claimed to be
Hilden.

Man accused of

The victim told police
she had gone to her car to
get clothing and was
returning to her second-
floor hotel room when
the suspect compliment-
ed her “pretty hair”on
the elevator. She said he
also noticed she had a
sprained ankle and com-
mented on it.

The woman accused
the man of dropping his
pants, exposing himself
and masturbating as the
elevator reached her
floor, where she escaped
to her room, a police
report said.

“Tobe a Free and Ac-
cepted Mason means
you’re a man free-bom
of good rapport and well-
recommended,” said
Robert Hall, who serves
as chaplain for the Bir-
mingham lodge. “It
means you'll try to live up
to what we call the tenets
of Masonry; friendship,
brotherly love and moral-

Some date the Masons
back to the days of King
Solomon, suggesting the
top hat worn by the wor-
shipful master is a reflec-
tion of his crown. Free-
masonry, as it’s widely
known today, dates to the
17th centu?/.

Many of the group’s
so-called ancient rituals
began in England and
Scotland. A Scottish bag-
piper in full kilt dress, for
example, led the new
officers into the hall at
the installation cere-
mony. The term “wor-
shipful” has Scottish
roots and is meant to
convey a position of hon-
or.

Hall, a longtime resi-
dent of Royal Oak, be-
came a Mason in 1985. He
served as worshipful
master twice, in 1997 and

in 2007. )

“We all have different
reasons for joining,” he
said. “My father was very
active inthe Masons. He
was a Shriner - and to be
a Shriner, you have to be
aMason first.”

Today, the Birming-
ham Masonic lodge is
located at 37357 Wood-
ward in Bloomfield HUIs,
just down the street from
Cranbrook Schools. The
lodge has about 300 mem-
bers - a sharp decline
from 25 years ago, when
there were well over 600
members.

Wilde, 33, is a fourth-
generation Birmingham
resident. His family first
arrived in Birmingham in
1919, His grandfather,
Gordon Deneau, graduat-
ed Birmingham High
School in 1941, while his
mother Gail (Deneau)
Wilde graduated from
Seaholm in 1970.

His fellow Masons at
the lodge elected him to

“Weare nota secret
society - we are a society
that has secrets,” Hall
said. “And those secrets,
very simply, are means of
recognition. They'e
certain words, hand-
shakes, steps and signs.
Those are the only se-
crets we have... every-
thmP else is pretty much
public”

The Birmingham Ma-
sonic lodge has a storied
history. In 1849, the first
Masons inthe area met at
Lodge No. 22 in Pontiac.
According to the lodge
scuttlebutt, there were
Indians along the trail
who were rather hostile
toward the travelin
parties on horseback.

“This was all wild and

The heyday of Free-
masonry in the U.S. was
during the 1940s and
early 50s.
